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Ignorance Of Science Might Threaten Survival
Kalinga Prize Winner On Role Of Science

HE Kalinga Prize for the popularization of science,
offered annually by Unesco, has been awarded for

1947 to Bertrand Russell,

scientist and writer.

British  philosopher,

The award was established in 1952 by Mr. B. Pat-
naik, of the State of Orissa, in India, for the dual purpose
of recognizing the importance of popular interpretation
of science to the general public and of strengthening
links between India and scientists of all nations.

We publish below part of the address delivered by

Bertrand Russell on receiving the Kalinga Prize from Dr.
Luther H. Evans, Director-General of Unesco, at a cere-

_ mony in Paris on January 28,

“There was a time when
scientists looked askance at
attempts to make their work
widely intelligible. But, in
the worid of the present
day, such an attitude is no
longer possible, The dis-
coveries of modern science
_have put'into the hands_of
Governments unprecedent-
,ed powers both for good
‘and for evil. Unless the
statesmen who wield these
powers have at least an ele-
mentairy understanding of
their natute, it is scarcely
likely that they will use
them wisely.” And, in de-
mocratic countries, it is not
only statesmen, but the
peneral public, to whom
some degree of scientific
- Understanding is necessary.
To ensure wide diffusion of
such understanding, is by
no means easy. Those who
can act effectively as liaison
officers between technical
stientists and the public
perform a work which ig
necessary, not only for

human welfare, but even
for bare survival of the
human race. I think that
a great deal more ought to
be done in this direction in
the education of those who
do not intend te become
scientific specialists. The

—Kalinga Prize is doing a

great public service -in en-
couraging those who at-
tempt this difficult task.

Culture

“In my own country, and
to a lesser degree in other
countries of the West, “'cul-
ture” is viewed mainly, by
an unfortunate tmpoverish-
ment of the Renaissance
tradition, as someting con-
cerned primarily with litera-
ture, history and art. A
man is not considered un-
educated if he knows noth-
ing of the contributions of
Galileo, Descartes and their
successors. lam convinced
that all higher education
should involve a course in
the history of science from

.can be conveyed

the seventeenth century to
the present day and a sur-
vey of modern scientific
knowledge in so far as this
without
technicalities. While such
knowledge remains confined
to specialists, it is scarcely
possible nowadays for na-
tions to conduct their affairs
with wisdom.

“"There are two very dil-
ferent ways of estimating
any human achievement:
you may estimate it by what
you consider its intrinsic
excellence; or you may
estimate it by its casual
efficiency in transforming
human life and human in-
stitutions. I am not sug-
gesting that one of these
ways of estimating is pre-
ferable to the other. 1 am
only concerned to point
out that they give very dif-
ferent scales of importance,
If Homer and Aeschylus
had not existed, if Dante
and Shakespeare had not
written a line, if Bach and
Beethoven had been silent,
the daily life of most people
in the present day would
have been much what it is,
But if Pythagoras and
Galileo and James Watt had
not” existed,..the daily life,
not only of Western Euro-
peans and Americans, but
of Indian, Russian and
Chinese peasants, would be
profoundly different from
what it is. And thesé pro-

found changes are still only
beginning. The must affect
the future cven more than
they have already affected
the present, At preseat,
scientific technique advances
like an army of tanks that
have lost their drivers,
blindly, ruthlessly, without
goal or purpose. This is
largely because the men
who are concerned with
the human values and with
making life worthy to be
lived, are still living in
imagination in the old pre-
industrial world, the world
that has been made familiar
and comfortable by the
literature of Greece and the
pre-industrial achievements
of the poets and artists and
composers whose work we
rightly admire.

Modearn

“Theseparation of science
from “culture” is a modern
phenomenon.  Plato and
Aristotle had a profund res-
pect for what was known of
science in their day, The
Renpissance was as much
concerned with the revival
of science as with art and
literature,  Leonardo da
Vinci devoted more of his
encrgies (o science than to
painting. The Renaissance
architects developed the
geometrical theory of per-
spective. Throughout the
cighteenth' century a’ very

against apartheid creates a situation in which both

Mind Clear .

It is inconceivable that a responsible leader of the

Church could commit himself so heavily were his mind
not equally clear on the nature and magnitude of the
forces ranged against him and, which is of the greatest
importance, were his mind not made on the role he must
play by the side of the victims of the ideology he has
rightly L randed as inhuman.
g For our part we believe his mind was quite clear on
cvery iscue involved in the step he took. And for this
reason we tind his words, courage and stand a source of
tremunions encouragement to many non-\Whites who had
becuu to despair of sanity ever triumphing in South
\rici's race crisis,

T'he Anglicans have now taken their stand againsy
race oppression. This means that an important segment
of the Christian Church in this country has thrown its
great weight on the side of those who fight race oppree-

sion. There is no reason why the courageous example-

of the Anglicans should not be emulated by the other
Churches.  The Catholics took their stand on the ques-
tion of schools long ago. Each denomination will natur-
ally take its own stand in its own way. But, has the time
not come when the Christian Church should present a

united [ront apgainst the spiritual debasement to which
apartheid reduces NManp

Late

We are certain that it is getting quite late for the
Church to intervene in the process of spiritual corrosion
fostered by apartheid.  But it is not too late for the
Church as a wl.mle‘ to sct aside certain days of prayer for
the liberation of this country from the soul-des
effects of discrimination based on race, .

After Todd's Fall, What...?

By JORDAN K, NGUBANE

THE rejection of Mr, Garfield Todd’s leadership by the United
Federal Party of Uentral Aftica is a major climacteric in the

history of relations between Black and White on the continent.

It

represents an important defeat for moderation on both sides of the

colour line,

Although Mr, Garfield Todd
was not extremely sympathetic
to the African viewpoint—he did
not hesitate to speak in threaten-
ing tones to the African National
Qongress in  his  country—most
Africans saw in him a White
liberal who sould be ready to be
guided by realism when this
became necessaty, They thus
maw in bim a symbol of that
brand of partaership they had
agreed to try out when they
entered Federation.

The pressure they exerted on
the Federation Prime Minister,
Sir Roy Welensky. to take a
definite stand in the bitter con-
troversy  which culminated in
M. Garfield Tedd’s fall, is suffi-
cieat indication that great im-
portance was attached to  his
symbslic role,

" Sir Roy

Sir Roy was in a rather awk-
ward position. There is nothing
to suggest that he did not sece in
‘Todd a potentially strong and
dangerous rival, In terms of
political power Sitr Roy is the
big man of the Federation, But
the source of his power is White
gupport. Mr. Garfield Todd was

" building up the confidence and
support of the numerically more
powerful Africans and in the end
this held out the possibility of
throwing him right to the top—
when ke could muster on his side
incomparably greater Strength
than any CAF politician could
marshall.

At the same time there is no
v3lid rezson to suggest that Todd
war wholly unembarrassed by
the source of his greatest power.
He did not seem to have set
the goal of being consciously the
champion of the African. Rather,
be felt that be could talk
libeeal and  act liberal—thereby
creating a bridge between Black
and White which could give-a
little more practical content to
the ideal of partnership.

The rejection of bis leadership
by the UFP majority means that
most of the Whites do not want
this to happen—not for the
present, at any rate. The rela-
tively indecisive backing piven
bim by the Africaps, on the one
band, shows also that th'ere is
growing disillusionment with
pactnership as practised in the
Pederation. On both sides of

the colour line opinion seems to
be receding away from the parts
nership concept,

White Party

Certain, not so welcome, things
might happen as a result. The
UFP might narrow down its defi-
nition of partnership and see
security for the Federation in
policies which would not be
wholly irceconcilable with those
of South Africa’s United Party,
Io that event it would become
more and more a White Party.

This would intensify demands
for the withdrawal of Nyasaland
and Northern Rbodesia from the
Federation and widen the gap
between Black and White Emo-
tionally most Afcicans in Nyasa-
land and Northern Rhodesia
would be for sovereign indepens
dence.

Mr. Gacfield Todd might not
find a place for himself in either
extreme group' He has shown
himself to be a man of courage
and -determination. He might
not allow White avarice to des-
troy what could be a great future
for both Black and White in the
Federation.  Coosequeatly, he
might form a new Party with a
programme which would inspire
greater African confidence. The
experience of the Liberal Party
in South Africa, however, shows
that such a group would not
arouse tremendous enthusiagm
ameng the Whires, And with
Todd's defeat standing as clear
procf of the White people’s re-
jection of that partnership which
was ‘acceptable to the Africans,
there is no valid reason why it
should receive tremendous Afri-
cap suppott, either.

Power

And at this poiot the real
issues at stake become a little
more cleater—perhaps tragically
so, for us in South Africa. On
the white side opinion in the
Federation would veer in the
direction of policies not so
spectacularly liberal while the
Africans wauld realise more and
more that pawer in their hands
was the decisive factor—as the
National Congress of the Federa-
tion is beginning to realise.

Political survival for ‘Todd
would become mare and mote
conditional dpon closer co opera-
tion with the ANC, But in

those circumstances Todd's pace
of political progreas would be set
by the bosses of the ANC and
these men, having tasted the
sweetness of power, would not
be in mood to see in Todd a
Messiah newly-arsived to lead
them to freedom, As has been
bappening in Kenya, where the
Aftican demands for more effec-
tive representation are emerging,
rightly or wrongly, as demands
for African dominance the ANC
would see no valid reason why
the African majocity should not
bave the biggest say in Central
Afriea. !

I wish I could be wiong here—

' 57

but the pattern unfolding in the
Federation suggests to me that
we might be heading straight
for the troubles they are already
having, there, If we are wise,
we shall learn from their troubles,
Salvation for the Federation
might possibly lie in a new
grouping of farces in which Mr.
Garfield Todd's followers would
make common caust with the
ANG, Then, a new force could
arise to give to the ideal of
partnership a meaning acceptable
to the Africans. Otherwise Mr,
Garfield Todd"s fall could very
well be the beginning of the end
of the Federation,

But, as Mr. Bloemberg (Cape
Town, Castle) objected, then
why do away with the existing
statutory exemptions? Why not
merely add a new sub-section
enabling the Minister to create
new categories of exemptions?
The amending clause throws
these statutorily exempted people
at the mercy of the Minister's
arbitrary whim. Mr. D, J. G.-
van den Heever (Pretoria Cen-
tral) stated flatly tkat this was a
‘‘concession’’, not a “restriction’.
But he did not argue why, Mr,
H. Davidoff (Johaanesburg City)
doubted the Minister's “benevo-
lence” The new powers were
arbitrary and vicious.”

Mr. H. G. Lawrence (Salt
River) was amazed that, because
the Minister felt the existing
exemptions were not wide enough,
the answer therefore was “'to tear
up all existing statutory exemp-
tions and leave it all in his hands.
I thionk in the case the bon
Minister has been infuenced by
another one of his colleagues™,

The Minister, in reply, exam-
ined the existing exemptions.
He bad, of course, no ,objection
to exempting Government em-
ployees, Domestic servants? ]
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have no objection in most cases.”
But he did object te an Indian
employing cither a White or
Native domestic servant, ““We
then see where in fact it is then
leading,” But beyond this enig-
matic remark he at no time gave
reasons for his objections., He
merely  re-affirmed that  ““the
entire basis of our legislation has
been that we do not want the
Indian and the Native mixed.”
Itis a not unreasonable supposi-
tion that the non-participation of
Nationalist senators in the debate
(mentioped in the preceding
article) was partly for fear that
some of them might blurt out
some of the Government side's
less admirable motives in this
matter.

“Bona fide visitors’” Dr. Don=
ges agreed to. But ‘‘bona fide
visitors at an hote]l”"—unless
one is not in favour of social
segregation, these words should
never have appeared there.' The
Minister blamed his own pre-
vious drafting. “Patients in hos-
pitals” will be allowed. And as
all the other sub-clauses of Sec-
tion 4 (2) are subject to the
Minister’s discretion already, he
naturally approved of them.

At the Committee stage Mr,
Davidoff moved an amendment
to retain the cxisting statutory
exemptlions. Mts. Ballinger
(Capc Eastern) pointed out that,
while it might be servants for
Indians which were opposed to-
day, it lay in the Minister’s
power under the new clause to
deptive anyonc else of servants
too, The Minister said he
specifically objected to Indizns at
Lenasia having servants, either
European or Native, (The fear of
their obtaining White domestic
servants is surely  illusory?)
He agreed that, “if there are any
cases for which a proper case
could be made out,” ke would
consider allowing individual Le-
nasian Indians to employ Native
servauts. “But I cannot take it
further.'”

Mrs. H. Suzman (Houghton)
pointed out that Eenasia was a
VEry expensive, ‘‘a super sub.
