The Accra Conference—V
The UAR And African Nationalism

By JORDAN K. NGUBANE

UITE inevitably, quite a number of forces were at work in the
Q copference. The two most powerful were, of course, African
Nationalism, which sought to find in Accra its centre of gravity :n.d
those who preached Aftican Solidarity, who looked to Cairo as their

political capital

The Nationalists were mest
enthusiastic about the ideal of a
United States of Africa. They
did not want to commit them-
stlves to any Power Bloe, They
were pot going to be hostile to
any. They would do all they
could to work with both but
made it clear that they hated
imperialism from all sides and in
all its guizes. Dr, Nkrumah was
expressing this feeling when he
warped, in bis address, that the
Africans should beware of new
forces of imperialism which did
not necessarily come from Europe.
Ia the place of African Folidarixy
the African Nationalists wanted
Unity—rn important distinction
io the conference. - Solidarity,

- like multi-eacialism, presupposed

group rights and for this reason
would tend to perpetuate group
privilege, apart from creating
race divisions of a pew kind.
‘That, said the Nationalists, would
endanger Alrica's freedom pre-
cisely in the way that cace dis-
crimination does at the moment.
It would do other things. it would
set up group loyalties waich
weuld not advance the cause of
freedom, The delegates thought
it significant that oae of the
pillars oa which the Solidarity
doctrine leaned was religious
affinity, Islamic uaity was urged
in Africa by the Solidarists to
the extent that. even within the
conference itself the demand was
made that Arabic should become
one of the languages of the con-
fetence in addition to English
and French. This demand was
shouted down in one of the com~
mittees of the conference,

Decisive: Role

1¢ was significant also that as
a group the Nationalists tended
to favour the use of non violent
methods while the Solidarity-men
wanted violence. We South
Africany played decisive roles

. both in the leaders’ sessions as

well as in the committees in
strengthening the side against
viclence. My own instructions
from the Liberal Party bad been
to press for peacc‘ful methods;
to advocate non-ractalism and to
support the Declaration of
Human Rights, =

The teader of the UAR dele-
gation and I had collided on this
isaue at one stage and at later 1
asked for an interview. I sent
him a note in the leaders’ semsion
makiog this request. He did not
reply and we never met. Lates,
Ilearnt from a member of bis
delegation that he had actually
teceived my note. This was the
only rebuff I had in all the con.
ference.

So heavy had been the pressure
from the Selidarity side against
the establishment of a permanent
organisation in Accra that Nkru.
mah was forced 1o parade pla.
cards around the conference hall
some of which read: KEEP
RELIGION OUT OF POLI-
TICS! The three religions re-
prezented in the conference were,
of course, Cbristianity, Islam
and Animism. The first and the
last had staked po political claims,

‘The decision to establish the
All-African  Peoples' Conference
with beadquarters in Acera was
a major diplomatic victory for
Dr, Nkrumah apd a rebuff for
the Solidarity doctrine.

Unfair

It would, of course, be wholly
unfair to suggest that the role of
the UAR was consistently nega-
tive in -the conference. The
UAR delegates were as sensitive
a3 we South Africans were
against using tace as a qualifica-
tion for membership. Whenever
this issue came up, they tended
to take up an atiitude which
strengthened our side,

On quite another plane the
UAR emerged as haviag done
something which imptessed me
deeply. A large npumber of
brilliant and brave men and
women who had been exiled
from their countries because of
their opposition to White domi-
pation had been given shelter in
Cairo. I must confess, I was
moved deeply by the stories
they told of suffering at the hands
of the White imperialists I was
moved because the stories were
things I had known myself.
Their tragedy was the ttagedy of
every African in South Africa,

In many cases theze people could
have been shot oy would ~ be
rotting in prison were it not for
the fact that Cairo had stretched
out to them the hand of friend-
'hipl

these Africans what Caire had
done.

“There is a body of opinien
which holds that the White man,
on the African Continent, is an
expendable commodity. I believe
that this is the point of view held
by Russia, but—though pechaps

The Communists. he said, con®
sidered the White expendable be-
cause they stood in the way of
Russian impesialism. In the

Sir Roy went on: ““The trouble

exploited by Britain and other
metropolitan countries.

work the White man is doing in
Africa is blind
