Where Democracy Digs. Its Own Grave

By VINOBA BHAVE -

OLIT1CAL parties, whether in our country or outside, which
subscribe to narrow ideals and loyalties, are out of-date in this
Age of Scicnce. ‘They are the remnants of an age which~is fast dis-
appearing, To-day, before our very eyes, democracy is being trans:

formed into military dictatorship.

France, Egypt, Iraq, Thailand,

Pakistan and to some extent Burmwa, all are leading towards the

name fate.

In these fast moving times 1t is
difficult to foresce what shape
things may take ultimately, Very
often it happens that things
which appear contradictory to
each other come closer and ulti-
mately get transformed into the
other. We have seen how eanily
‘Commutism turns iteelf into
State Capitalism. A thing which
comes into existence as a reaction
to some other _thing does not
“take much time to assume the
character of the original. Hence
just as Communism comes closer
to Capitalism, so also democracy
to militarisro, because to demo-
cracy also secks to achieve the
welfare of the people through a
centralised government,’ Let ua
examine this a little more closely.

Surrender

Today we do not say to the
people that they tbemselves bhave
to strive for their own welfare,
Instead, we say to them “elect
such and such person as your
representative and he will do all
that is necessary for your wel-
fare”. Consequently, 2 ‘Welfare
State’ is formed and a great deal
of power and initiative is con-
ceatcated into the hands of the
government. Io these days in-
stead of surcendering ourselves
to God, we surrender to the
State. People are taught to look
towards the State for every litcle
thing. All this is being done in
the name of democracy. Every-
one says that you vote our party
to power and we will do all the
rest.  People thus elect their re-
presentatives but when the latter
are unable to fulfil their pro-
mises, people become dissatisfied,
In addition, people have also to
undergo a lot of harrassment due
to the maze of rules and regula-
tions, and laws ‘hecessary in a
centralised system.

, Under these circumstances it
becomes very easy for tbe army
to step in and take power into
‘own hands on the promise of- re-
lieving the distress of the people.
1 am not discussing here whether
this will bappen in India or not.
India is after all a small part of

&

the world, I am talking at

trated in the name of welfare of
the people and an army is.maic-
tained for its protection, demo-
oracy digs its owa grave by its

pwn bands, Whether it is a
capitalist = government or coms
munist, whether it is fascist or
democratic, or so called Gandhian,
today the sanctien behind every
government ia the Army 1f
tbat is so, all these belong to the
same category even though they
appeat in different garbs. If we
depend for pretection and for
maintaining the inteprity of the
country on the army, naturally
we must equip it with the mosat
modern arms. We have then to
encourage heavy industries for
manufacturing such weapons and
other requirements of the army.
Hence, once we accept the army
as inevitable, we have have to
gear our whole economy to it.

Dependence

Whether in India or in any
other country if the people are
taught to depend on government
for everything, then, whatever
the nature of the Goveroment,
the situation is potentially dan-
gerous.  Io its political evolution
the buman race bas rejected
monarchy because under mo-
narchy the people become de-

pendent, although they may

feel happy in the reign of a bene--

volent monarch. We should have
sense enough to undetstand thae
if the people become as much
dependent under the rule of a
Prime Minister in a democracy as
in monsrchy, there is not much
to choose between the two,

Itis no use saying that in a
democracy people bave the right
and the opportunity.to change
the guvernment every few years.
A little serious thought will show
bow hollow is this contention.
Four or five years is not a small
period in these days when scien.
tific advancement has changed all
the old values of time and space.
What one povernment does today
in the five years of its tenure
very often binds the successive
governments also, and capnot be
undone or left unfinished by
them ’

Modern governments are as
omnipotent as God., Such vast
power of such great variety is
concentrated into their hands
that it paralyses the initiative of
the people and leaves them help-
less. The centralised govern.
ments have then to depend on
the force of arms for maintaining
and carrying out their authority.
Under any circumstances this is
a dangerous atate of affairs and
calls for serious consideration
from all thoie who believe in
democracy.—From “Bhoodan."

Smuts (then Minister of the In-
terior) to Mahatma Gandbi in
1914; “It always has been and
will contioue to be the Minister's
policy to see that laws are ad-
ministeced with due regard to
veated rights...otherwise there
could be no security for anyone,™

- also.”
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. The Council was informed by
Miss Muriel Horrall that repre-
sentatives of the Group Arcas
Board had told Pretoria church-
men that it was clear that the
Indiaas had too large a share of
trade, and that’they would sub-
mit to some curtailment of their
trade in the interests of some
otber groups, mostly non White
—thus openly admitting ‘'a fact
that bas long been evident: that
in practice the Government is
going far beyond the aims of the
Act as expressed in its long title.
It is using the machinery of this
Act, not only to re arrange the
residential areas of the various
racial groups, but alse to control
their occupational distribution,’

Miss Horrall concluded by
saying: *The way in which this
legislation is being implemented

ness and, indeed, hatred that is

Asked to amplify his statee
ment oo “assault an colooial-
ism,” Dr, NErumah said that
the Accra conference had voted
in favour of non.violent non-
cocoperation for achieviog poli-
tical freedom. At the same time
each country would have to
determine its own course of
action depending on local cit-
cumstances,

A correspondent asked wheth-
er his earlier proclamation
about Ghana being a spring-
board for the liberation of
Africa would be consistent with
its internntional obligations mrs
‘a fovereign country. Dr, Nkru-
mah gaid, “We have made it
clear to the whole world that
our own independence is meane

Its object is to grant
scholarships, give financial help
to hospitals, iostitutions for the
welfare of women and childeen
and voluntary social workers, and
promote books of historical and
educational value. It was given
Mathai’s mother's name as a
symbol of Indian womankood.”
