condition of security for the
Alricans. 1 do not want any
man thrown out of his country
for reasons of race. I am the
friend of my brother, the buman
being. It is my most sacred
duty to see to it that I raise my
voice in protest when my brother
himself seeks to create conditions
which will ultimately being about
his owa destruction—even though
he might think be is very clever,
initially.

Finally, in this category, it
must be made clear that demo-
cracy does pot recognise such
thipgs as group rights of political
significance, It recognises the
right of peoples to determine
their lives.

Only Way Out

The only way out, it scems to
me, is to bhave real faith in de-
mocracy and to avoid the ¢slim-
ness'’ which is certainly going
to destroy Afrikaner Nationalism.

In
this artificially-created depression
of values, the Indian owners
suffered very heavily, In the
first place, the properties were
sold beeause of failure to pay-
rates, a probable indication ef
the inability of the owners to pay.
In pormal circumstances, such
an owner would have had a cons
siderable in cash after deduction
of claim and'costs. In this case,
however, very little remained
after deductions.

The Group Areas Development
Board was represented and pure
chased some of the properties. A
Durban Iandian businessman who
attended the sale states  that

ERLIN has again become an object of interest to the whole
wotld: Soviet Russia wants to briog about a change in the

present status of Berlin and the Western Powers object.

Soviet

Russia demands the withdrawal of all occupation forces end the
declaration of a “free town" Berlin, which meaus, according to the
West German Government, the establishment of a third German
state, and a probable consequence the incorporation of West Ber-
lin rod its three million iohabitants into the communistic East

Zone,

What is Berlin? Berlio is the
capital of Germany, sincs 3945
divided into an Americap, a
French, a British and a Russian
sector. Today, oue only talks
of West and East Berlin, The
part of Berlin, which is occupied
by the Western Powemns (ie.
Weit Berlin), can be compared
with a small island in the midst
of a sea, as Berlin iz almost
situeted in the centre of the
communistic East Zone: There
are only a few ways which one
can use for going from West.
Germany to West-Berlin, and

- all these ways go through the
Entt Zene, At the frontier one
gets controlled by West and
East German police, as if you
are entering 8 foreign country!

It wes a rainy day when I
reached the West-German {ron-
tier guard only fourty-five kilo-
meters away from Humburg,
‘The wind was blowing in short
squalls over the flat country of
green mesdows and fields. Now
and then a shower of rain was
whipping =against the winde
sereen of our car. The Weste
German frontier guard bowed
down to the window and asked
{or the identity cards. Aflter a
short glance into them he hand-
«d them bach to us and raised
turupike, We entered no man’s
land.

After the next winding of the
road we saw the first watch-
tower on the EsusteZone side,
and a few hundred meters
futther off we had to stop in
front of an East German police-
man, He waz weariog & Rur
sian uniform aund from his good.
German pronunciation we could
seo, that it was a German and
not & Russian.

Ruins- =

We had to lexve the car and
had to carry our luggage into &
large barrack, After & while we
got “‘controlled” by some cuse
tom-officers and we had to dee
clare the amounts of money

- which we we were haviog with
at; Theo we were allowed™to
carry bach the luggage to our
car, and. we could proceed on
4he road towards Berlio, We
were driviog 250 kilometers
through East-German territory,
until we reached West-Beslin,

The meny air-raids-and the

house to house battles had
terribly destroyed the imposing
capital of Germany.

Naturally
this is ao eysore 10 tbe com-
mupistic rulers, and they will
all the more welcome it when
West Berlio should come under
their control conce,

In the night I weat along the
Kurfuerstendamm in West- Ber-

lin. The main street of the
West-sector was {lashing with
light. A drizzling rain made
the asphalt shine like a mirror,
apd the lamps and the illomine
ated advertising got reflected
{rom it. There were still gaps
in the row of houses, but in the
darboess I coaldo't see it So
I got the illusion of a totally
rebuilt Berlin. Elegant modern
cars moved up and down the
broad main street, the peopls
were well dressed and their
fentures showed contentment,
In fact,at the last election in
West Berlin, the communistic
party got tremendously defeated
and this may also be taken as a
sign that Berliners felt content
with their government and do
not wish to accept a change
towards commusism. Of course,
they all want to come out of
their isolatiop, but an incor-
poration into the East of Ger-
many is out of question,
