One may
need to acquire a first hand
kr{owledge of the conditions
in South Africa to know
the practical effects of the
Group Areas Act but that
knowledge is surely
required to decide whether

not

the policy of the Govern-
ment is good or bad in
principle. The reason why
South Africa’s Colour Bar
policy is condemned by the
outside world is not only
because of its practical
effects upon those who are
affected by it but because
South Africa seeks to de-
fend it in principle—a thing
which no other country in
the world has dome. For
instance, India has never

sought to defend her prob-_

lem of untouchability. That
problem was treated as one
of her social evils and as
soon as India achieved her
independence one of the
first'things she did was to
adopt stern measures to
eradicate that evil. There
is Colour Bar in the United
States, but America's con-
stitution does not sanction
it. Even Australia with her
“White Australia” policy
has closed her doors to
non-\Vhites, but she has not
enforced that policy 'by law
on those who are domiciled
in that country. South
Africa is the only country
which defends her Colour
Bar policy in principle,
which must universally be
condemned, if there is such
a thing as the existence of
the moral law of God. Civi-
lisation consists in abiding
by that law implicitly and
basing the way of iife on

* that law.

South Africa is therefore
guilty of a double crime—
that of doing an injustice 1o
mankind and of seeking to

justify it as being right in
principle.  The deeds
South Africa are far more
eloquent than her words and
no amount of display of
words will alter what is
placed on South Africa's
Statute Book, The Group
Areas Act is the culmina-
tion of a series of legislation
based on' racial differentia-
tion that defiles the Union
Statute book., These laws
are unjust not merely be-
cause their  practical
application they are doing
incalculable both
morally and economically to
all those affected by them
but because they are wrong
in principle.  There is no
question of direct effects of
their application being over-
looked by those who are
championing our cause, as
*The Natal Witness' seems
to try to convey. What the
leader of the Indian dele-
gation to the United Na-
tions has said is that apart
from the practical injustice
perpetrated by the Group
Areas Act the Act is also
wrong in principle.

Mr. Louw’s Conception Of
Christian Justice
HITE civilisation in South
Africa was to-day in greater
danger than'it had been on the
cve of the battle of blood River,
said Mr. E H. Louw, Minister
of Economic Affairs, at the Cape
Town Dingaan’s Day celebratior s,
A new spirit seized the non-
Europeans of the whole world after
the war, and it had been stimulated
by the Communists and Liberaly.
At the African National Con-
gress in  Bloemfontein, Native
leaders had  demanded  equal
partnership with Europeans and
bad talks on the desirability of
non Europeans taking over the
government  of the country,
The effect of the discussions
at United Nations on the non.
Europeans was the most import-
ant factor in the creation of the

new  spirit amopg the pon-
Europeans. It spurced them
on to demand full political
and social cquality. ‘The cry
of “fundamental human rights”
had become the latest mode
in international circles, and
countries  whieli cried  the
loudest were  those  which
did not allow even the ele-
mentary tights-~countries like the
Communistic blog, India, Haiti,
the Arab States and several of
the Central American countries.
The Europeans of South Africa
stood virtually alone and could
expect little  help or moral
support from outside.  There
was only one road to follow
—all sections of the White
population must stand by the
policy laid down by the Voor-
trekkers, a policy of Christian
justice towards the non-European
taces, but a policy which, in all
aspects, made a division between
European and non-European, and

Rev. Michael Scott Declared
Probhibited Immigrant

The Rev. Michael Scott has

been declared a prohibited immi--

grant under Section 4, (1) (d) of
the Iimmigrants Regulation Act.
In a staizment issued by the
Minister of the Iaterior, Dr. T. E.
Donges, from Paris, the Minister
states:  ““Mr, Scott was declared
a prohibited immigrant in terms
under the above-mentioned sec-
tion, which bars entry inte the
Usiecn of “any persos who, from
information received from any
Government (whether British or
foreign) through official or diple-
matic channels is deemed by the
Minister to be an undesirable
inhabitant of or visitor to the
Union.” The order was, there-
fore, based on information re-
ceived by the Union Government
from official sources overseas, said
Dr. Donges. It was important to
note that thz order deeming Mr,
Scott a prohibited immigrant was
made by the Acting Minister of
the Interior on November 12,
1951, the day after ke, Dr,
Danges, arrived in Paris to lead
the Union delegation to the
United Nations and a consider-
able time befocc the South ‘Afri-
can delegation had received any
intimation that Mr. Scott would
be invited to appear before the
Trusteeship Committee, There
was, therefore, no ground for any
assumption that there was a cone
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nection between the ordcr. issuefl
against Mr. Scott and his acti-
vities in conncction with South-
West African issue at the United
Natiops Assembly, It was also
well to note, said Dr, Donges,
that the Union Government did
pot act in the matter wuntil !hc
expiration of the three year period
—this was on November 11, 1951,
within which Mr. Scott was en-
titled to return to South A[rfca
to qualify for South African citi-
zenship by domicile.—S.A.P.A.

Africans Protest

The Locations Advisory Boards
congress which  concluded its
session in Durban last Monday
derided after a lively discussion, to
discuss the Government's action
in declaring the Rev. Michael
Scott to be a prohibited immi-
grant. The Congress passed the
following resolution: “That this
congress of the South African

presses itself strongly against this
act by the Government in the
name of justice, fairplay and
democracy, and asks that the
order be withdrawn and the Rev.

Separate Electoral Rolls In
Kenya
The Kenya Legislature has
passed a3 Government Bill pro-
viding for separate electoral rolls
for Moslems and non-Moslem
Asians, in spite of strong opposi-
tion from Hindu, Native and
Arab members. The Bill also
makes provision for reserving
two seats in the Legislative
Council for Moslems. The
separate clectoral rolls were only
a temporary measure, a Govern-
ment spokesmen said, because
the whole question of Kenya's
future constitution would be con-
sidered by a local commission to
be established next year. Mre., A.
B. Patel an unofficial member and
aleader of the Indian community
accused the European and Mos-
lem members of forming a com-
mon front against Hindvs on this
issue because the Hindus had
opposed the European cliim to
parity 1 the legislature. (This
means equality of European un-
official membership with that of
all other races combined, and this
is one of the big issues facing the
constitutional inquiry next year.)
The Government of Keaya was
embarking on a course which
would end in disaster, said Mr.

T is not,always appzéciatcd that
our world — the wotld in which
we live, move and have our being
—is a thought world; that the
“Things" we are conscious of are
““Thinks,” mental pictures re-
ceived through the sense organs
from without and reflected in the
organ called the Mind; or, ideas
formulated by the individual with-
in the mental field and being his
conception of himself and the
Universe of which he is part.

Thoughts, then, are in very
truth, things.

Since: the Law (“The Law that
moves to Righteousness') ordain-
es that we reap what we sow in
the fields of thought and action,
it must follow that our present
experiences, whether pleasant or
painful, are the fruitage of our
past sowing. .

The confusion and misery in
which the world finds itself
plunged is then, po other than
our own wrong thinking, desiring,
and acting, come home to roost.

It is being brought home to us
that we have “looked for our
gains’” in the wrong directioa.
That too much of our thioking,
desiring  and acting has been
based upon false prémises; upon
“wrong knowledge;” upon dis-
regard of well established and
proven truth; upon preference
for unteuth; upon the distortion
of truth to subserve our own
selfish ends and feed our passion
for self-aggrandisement.

The fundamental Truth of
Truths is to be found in the
simple formula “The Fatherhood
of God and the Brother relation-
ship of Mankind.”

That formula embodies the
sum of Right Knowledge for
Man.  Without at least some
recognition of the truth it expres-
ses Right Knowledge (and there-
fore Right Life} is almost if not
quite impossible.

sure way to Knowledge of the
Real, the Permanent and Ever.
lasting i.e. Right Knowledge.

Man is potentially, i.e. may
become, omniscient, omnipotent
and omnipresent, by developing
his potentialities and converting
them into powers. ““Koowledge'’
is derived from the verb “To
know,” and “to know' is ‘‘to
ken," ““To Can,” “To be Able,”
to have the power. Knwledge is
power. .

Man developes the powers —
that is grows or becomes “hke
unto the Father” by practise of
the Virtues or Perfections (para-
mitas).

But they
cannot be lightly dismissed, for
they represent the views of a
great Asiatic State; asd they carey
with them the approval of the
many people in Asia and else-
where who know little of the
South African Iodian, and care
even less for his real interests,
Even those South Africans who
do not approve of the Group

THE EVIL

Areas Act and othes measures of
“apartheid” will realise with
alarm that their country is being
condemned in terms which go
beyond any actual offence she
can have committed, and which
stamp her in the eyes of the
world a3 an aggressor and as the
source of an “evil principle.”
They must evea feel some alarm
when they contemplate the suc-
cess with which this impression
of South Africa has been spread
through the world, so that she is
widely regarded as the head-
quarters of a doctrine of White
‘Hesrenvolkism,” as a mation
which denies on principle the
right of its non-Eutopean subjects
to any share in the control of
their political destinies.

It is this accusation, and not
any complaints of particular in-
justices to non-Europeans, that
South Africa has most to fear,
and that she should do her
utmost to counteract. It is for
the most part an unjust accusa-
tion, for even the apostles of
“apartheid”’ do net in fact deny
political rights to non-Eutopeans
as a matter of principle. (In
fact, the whole theory of terri-
torial “apartheid’” is based on the
belief that in the long cun it will
be impossible to deny political

PRINCIPLE

tights to the non-European; it is
for that very reason that the
scheme for separate non-Euro-
pean territories has been evolved.)
There is no South Adrican states-
man who would think for a
moment of proclaming in * an
international assembly that the
non-European was  inherently
incapable of exercising political
rights, or would attempt to
justify a policy of permanent
suppression, .

Yer by some strange mis-
management, by some failure on

" the part of our diplomacy and

of our publicity, we have allowed
the impression 1o be created that
we do in fact hold views which
the world at large regards as evil,
and in particular that we are
thorough going political racialists.
It is this belief that has ranged
the new nations of Asia against
us, for aithough they might easily
overlook an injustice to South
African Indians, they are certain
to resent with the utmost bitter-
ness any suggestion that  they
belong to an “inferior” race or
to a *backward” civilisation. It
is this impression, moreover, that
makes it difficult for our friends
in Europe and America to defend
us, for they, equally with the rest
of the world, abhor any_sugges-
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tion of political racialism, and
are embarrassed by out uvn-
fortunate reputation.
. South Aftica owes it to herself,
and to her friends and allies
of the West, to make it quite
clear to the world that the mea.
sures she bas taken (o deal with
a difficult internal situation are
not ie fact based on any theory
of racial superiority. This ought
not to be a difficult task, for
there is no educated person who
will seriously maintain the in-
herent superiority of any parti-
cular skin-colour. But it is com-
plicated in practice by the violent
prejudices which bedevil South
African  politics. No South
African  stateman, speaking for
his country before the bar of
warld opinion, can feel quite safe
in repudiating cacialism for he
may at any time find himself the
victim of a violently racialist
attack within his own country.
This dilemma now faces Dr.
Donges, as it once faced General
Smuts.  If we are to redeem our
reputation in the eyes of the
world we shall need “cool heads
and calm tempers, Nothing 15
easier than to submit to violent
feelings of race prejudice, and
nothing, in the long run, could
be more certainly fatal to the
interests of the European inm
South Africa. We must on no
account allow our epemies to
fasten this “evil principle” upon
us,
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N view of the growing serious-

ness of the situation in regard to
non-Europeans in South Africa,
owing 10 the increasiogly unjust
and oppresive policy of the
present Government and in view
of the dire necessity for all non-
Europeans to work unitedly and
in barmomy to put up a fight
against that policy, I deemed it
my duty to acquire first hand
knowledge of how the mind of
the Afcican people, who repre-
sent the bulk of the Union's
population and are the most op-
pressed, was working. It was
with this purpose that I was
prompted to attend the Confe-
rence of the African National
Congress, held in Bloemfontein
last month,

Though I thad laid my
cards quite open before the Gov-
ernment, my movements were
watched with suspicion by them,
‘This was brought to my notice on
my arrival in Bloemfontein and I
took the very first opportunity I
was able to get to clear the air.
I must express my deep sense
of gratitude to the President
General and to the delegates
present at the Cnnferfnce for the
kindness and cotirtesy with which
I was received,

On my arrival ] found that the
executive of the Congress was
sitting and in the main Hall
where the conference sat, there
was a social. To my pleasant
surprise I was received there as a
guest of honour.

The following morning the
Conference was in session at
10.30. I was introduced to the

delegates by the speaker, Chief
Luthuli, and in expressing my
thanks I said I did not wish to
involve either the Congress or
any individual in regard to my
visit to Bloemfontein or my pre-
sence at the Conference. 1 had
come purely in wmy individual
capacity as a journalist and as a
public worker. I was entitled in
that capacity to go anywhere in
this country or, for that matter, in
any part of the world. I express-
ed my grateful appreciation to
the Presideat-Genceral for treating
me as his honoured guest,

Iwasprivileged tobe present even
while the Conference was sitting
in Committee, which gave me an
opportunity of knowing all that
was going on. I found that there
was over-enthusiasm among the
majority of the delegates, particu-
larly, from the Transvaal. lo that
spitit they desired things to be
passed  without realising the
consequences and the prepared-
ness to face them,

The vitally important question
before the African people was
how to combat the evil forces
sct in motion by the present
Government, which tended 10
deprave them of all the opportu-
nittes of progress and to reduce
them to perpetual serfdom. That

required a great deal of sober
and calm thinking and a proper
planning of a course of action.
It was therefore regrettable to see
that two-thirds of the time
was spent  in  lengthy debates
on comparatively unimportant
matters and less than one
third of the time was given
to the all-important question of
how to face the evils.

Mass Action

A plan of mass action was
placed before the Conference
which, it was felt by all the sober-
minded leaders, required very
deep and careful consideration
and that it could not nor should
be rushed through. The spon-
sors of the plan, however, ardently
desired that it must be imme-
diately passed and acted upon.
All were unanimously agreed that
in principle it was unobjection-
able but many felt that everything
depended on how it was worked
and that once they started work-
ing on it there should be no re-
tracting under any circumstances.

The plan aimed at mass action
to be begun on April 6 or June
26 against the Pass Laws and
other oppressive measures in
pacticular  and  for demoeratic
rights for all in general,

The reason for selecting April
6 was because it was the day
when Van Rebeck Day was
be celebrated, which signified the
Day of Slavery for the African
people.  June 26 was selected
because that was the day when a
Union-wide strike of all non-
Europeans was taunched last year
to mark in inauguration of their
fight for freedom.

The opinion of a large number
of delegates was that the people
were ready for such action and
the leaders to lead them were
also there and that those who
held views to the cofitrary were
defeatists and believers in the
policy of appeasement.

The sober-minded leaders had
to express there views very
cautiously for fear of being mis-

d d and misreg ted by
the extremists. They fele that
the time for action had undoubt.
edly come but that any thoughtless
and rash action would be suicidal
and would defeat the very pur
pose for which they were fighting.

The plan of action was how-
ever passed in principle by an
overwhelming majority and was
to be discussed by the respective
provincial organisations a3 (o the
mapner in which it was to be
worked,

The Speaker very kindly afford-
ed me an VppoluNIty 10 express

my views and 1 must sincerely
thank all the delegates for having
given me a very patient hearing
though they did not wholly agree
with what I bad to say, Isaid, I
was very pleased indeed to see
the enthusiasm of the delegates
and that I was a hundred per
cent, with them in so far as the
principle of the plan of action was
concerned. But, Isaid, I likened
their enthusiasm to that of inno-
cent children. Their blood, I
said, was bot while the blood of
those veteran leaders on the
platform was cold, but they should
at least be given credit for their
matured experience. Little chil-
dren often built fine castles on
sand and they found to their
great distress that they collapsed
and sometimes tragically burying
those who had built them. Before
you make a rush to reach your goal,
Isaid, you must guard yourselves
against any pitfalls you may have
to encounter. You must be strong
enough to surpass them without
falliog into them. If you are not
you should first acquire that
strength  before hazacding such
a step.

The Means

1 said, the plan of action very
surprisingly was silent on the
means to be adopted. If they
desired to use violence as a means
to achieve their end, I wished
to warn them, I said, that their
action would end in utter failure
because their enemies were su
well armed in that that they could
never be defeated.  So they must
think of a weapon which would be
far superior to their enemies and
which po power on earth could
defeat. That was the weapon of
non-violence, which was made
use of successfully by Mahatma
Gandhi first in South Africa and
subsequently with amaz ng suc-
cess in India against the mighty
British Empire. Leraving aside
for the moment the moral grounds
in favour of that weapon, and
viewing it purely from the point
of expediency, I said that
was the one and only weapon for
the non-Europeans in South Africa
for their salvation.

Any weapon, whether it be that
of violence or of non-violence
required a code of discipline, I
said, which had to be followed
implicitly and it required far
greater discipline to wield the
weapon of non violence than it
did of violence. It required a
tremendous amount of self-dis-
cipline to develop moral and
spiritual power. It meant making
a complete change in the way of
life of the leaders in particular

_advocated by anarchists.
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and the people in general I
‘ quoted Mahatma Gandhi's mes-
sage which he had given before
he left South Africa for good in
1914, This is what I quoted:
“If the Natives (the term *Afri-
can'" was not used in those days)
in any ctisis adopt this method
(of Passive Resistance—meaning
pon-violent action) of meeting
what they believe to be injustice,
rather than resort to force, we
ought to be devoutly thankful. It
would mean that the gun and the
assegai would give place to peace-
ful tactics, Men who see far
believe that the problems which
are connecled with the Natives
will be problems of the future,
and thar, doubtless, the White
man will have a stern struggle to
maintain his ascendency in South
Africa. When the moment o,
collision comes, if, instead of the
old ways of massacre, assegai and
fire, the Natives adopt the policy
of Passive Resistance, it will be a
grand change for the Colony.
Passive Resistance can only be
carried 10 4 successful conclusion
if the cause is just.  The accept-
ance of suffering, instead of the
infliction of it, requires such
moral power in those who adopt
this policy that no community
could successfully use it in an
unjust cause, Injustice and Pas-
sive Resistance have no affinity,

“When the Native people have
risen sufficiently high in the scale
of civilisation, to give up savage
warfareand use Christian methods
of settling a dispute, they will be
fit to ex:reise the right to vote in
political affairs, This will be the
great solution of questions come
nected with Passive Resistance,
The one tritmphant way of meet-
ing all such combinations is to
deal justly with the Natives and
to give them, directly or indirect-
iy, a voice in the settlement of
those questions which concern
their welfare.

“True Passive Resistance never
tends to become active resistance,
It recoils, of necessity, from the
m:thods of violence or the methods
Itis at
the opposite pole from the spirit
of war. If, then, the Natives
accept the doctrines which are
now so prevalent amongst the
Iodian community, South Africa
need not fear the horrors of a
racial uprising. It need not look
forward 10 the necessity of main.
taining an army to keep the
Natives in awe. Its future wil)
be much brighter than its past
has been.”

In conclusion I suggested that
the plan of action which they had
just passed, in my opinion, ought
10 have a preamble definitely
stating the principle and policy
they were going to adhere to in
working it.

gates,  Of one thing T was certain
that the Congress is fast falling
into the hands of extremists and
Dt. Moroka, the President-Gen-
eral, who is by no means aa ex-
tresmist, will find it very difficult
to contro} those forces, If they
get out of control it will be a
sorry day for the African people.
There will be ckaos in the country,
the Government will adopt ruth-
less measures of oppression and
suppression and instead of march -
ing forward to progress the Afti-
can people will be thrown back-
watd by half a-century, which is
just the thing the rulers are seek-
ing to do.  Everything will de-
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pend upon the leadership. It
will be foolish and suicidal to
rush into mass action unless the
peaple have thoroughly under-
stood the meaning of non-violence
and have been trained to use that
weapon  Once they have done so,
and ate preparcd to lay down
their lives, come what may, with-
our ralsing even a finger against
the opponent, freedom will be
theirs in no time.  In my humble
opinion they must think a thou-
sand times before going into mss
action without bzing prepared. 1
firmly believe that if we take care
of individual action mass acticn
wilt take care of itself.

conclugion which is n complete
‘S8ine Qoe Non' and which is
morre beseless than your genera-
lieation. Yom eay: '‘We have
muok to learn {rom the White
people  Dbefora we cac olaim
cquality with them...The ten~

denoy among ue is to copy the
vlces of the White poople bub
pot the {their) virtues.”

This is a serions charge under
any circumstances, and the more
80 becapsae it comes from a paper
founded by Maha'ma Gandhi.

Yon give ses an example of the
‘White man’s “virtne” the fact
that “all {(White people) are

agreed in principle on the ireat-
ment of the non White people.””
Your point is that our people
shonld aleo, in prineiple, present
a united front. Well, do they
not? Do ws not, all of us,
oppose tho discriminatory laws
whioh have been enaoted againat
us? In prioeiple, yom capnot
deny, that our people “are one™
on this.

If it is & case of individaals
only, why do you condemn all
our people? 1 think yon will
find weak individuals in every
poople and commaunity.

N these days of meat short.
ages, and especially with all
the “Black Markel” meat being
run into town, meat that is aot
even inspected for disease, I am
indeed glad that 1 am a vegeta-
_rian ol 28 years’ standing. For
tape.worms in man can coms
only from eating meat —in.
cluding fish and poultry. No
meat no tapeworm, It is the
“measles” of measly meat that
contain the seeds of tape-worm®

The life.history of the tape.
~vorm is interesting and remark-
able, There are a great maony
different kiunds of these parasites,
and they infect all manner of
creatures; fish, birds, buck, dogs,
poultry, cattle and man, Even
white ants are infectdd, Fortu-
nately, only a few varieties ins
_{ect map. In other words,
many tape-worms ol fish, birds
and other creatures, will not
become parasitical in the hu-
man body.

A tape-worm, as the name
indicates, is a long, flat, broad
creature that looks very much
like o piece of tape, It consists
-of a head that buries itself into
the wall of the bowel, where it
-stays firmly anchored by means
-of hooks and suckers; and from
his head the body grows, The
dong flat body is made of seg-
ments or little sections, that
vary in size according to the
<variety of worm, and these seg.
ments break off from time to
time and pass out of the bowel
with the stool. Somefimes only
# short length is passed out con.
sisting of just a few segments.
Again, there are times when
pieces several feet long can be
passed, much to the constera
wation of the patient i he or
she has not known of haviog
this trouble,

When these parts of the tape.
worm are passed out of the
body, it is usually because the
segments are ripe and ready
to start f{resh worms. Each
segment Is really a sort of egg,
<capable of starting a new worm
under the right conditions. But
before this can happen, the seg-
ment must spend a period in the
body of an intermediary host,
‘What happens is that the seg-
ment passes out with the stool
and then is either eaten directly
by some animal, usually a pig,
-sheep or ox, or ¢lse it gets wash.
+d away in some water until it
geaches a place where some

animal drinks and swallows the
segment,

Tape-worm is very prevalent
in many parts of Africa and
other countries because of the
simple fact that so many people
suffering with tape.worm are
almost criminally careless when
they bave a wotion of the
bowels. A tapesworm sufferer
should never, never under any cir-
cumstances lel his excrement lie in
the veldor in any place where. any
animal can come along and cat the
stool or eat grass where lhe stool
has lain, or where water can wash
the segmenls inlo some drinking
place for animals

I everyone took special care
in tbis respect, the wides.spread
incidence of tape-worm infes-
tation in human-beings could
be reduced almost to vanishing
point, -

When an animal suchasa
pig, cow, sheep or ox swallows
the segment of tape.worm that
bas passed out with the stool of

b ing, the digestive
juices of the animal go to work
on the outer coating of the seg-
ment and a little worm hatches
out, this little worm then bores
through the wall of the animal’s
stomach or bowels, gets into the
blood-stream, and travels
around the body until it strikes
a suitable spot. It then settles
down and becomes transformed
into a cyst, & sort of small
bladder, in which form it may
persist for years. The favourite
place for thess cyst to form is
under the tongus of & pig or,
although they can occur any-
where else, The occurrance of
such cysts in flesh for eating is
called measles,

Let it be cles.:ly' understoed |
measly meaf is nothing more nor
fess than meat with the cyst of tape
worms 1n it- The cysts are the
“measies.”

Occasionally buman beings
swallow a tape-worm segment
which hatches out in the body
and becomes a cyst, This can
be very dangerous indeed, I
remember a case where a woman
suffered terrible headaches and
eventually went mad and died.
The post mortem examisdation
tevealed that she had a tape-
worm c¢yst on the brain. In

.that human-being.

another case, a cyst back of the
man's eye pushed that organ
right out on to his cheek. It
was believed that he swallow-
ed the cyst in water froma
shallow fountain that was not
adequately protected from con-
tamipation when rain washed
dirt down from places where
people weant to stool in the open,
The moral is that one can never
be too particular about keeping
drinkiog water supplies protect-
¢d and clean,

When measly meat is eaten
by a human being, the cysts
that are swallowed hatch out
ioto tape-worms in the body of
Then the
whole process starts over again
and the person with the new
tape-worm can in furn start
infectiog animals, causing
measly meat to be produced,
and thus spreading tape-worm
infestation. Measly meat should,
therefore, be avoided liRe the
plague. Unfortunately, it is
not always possible to tell that
meat is measly. In fact, who-
ever eats meat is always liable
to infestation.  This liability is
greatly increased if the meat is
pot very thoroughly cooked
before being eaten. Those people
who eat undeidene meat, or as
some pevple even do, raw meat,
are simply asking for trouble,
It takes very thorough cockiog
indeed to kill a taps-worm
cyst.

Another way of making
measly meat ‘'safe” is to deep
freeze it for several days. Public
health authorities claim that
such meat is then safe to eat,
And so bas arisen the disgusting
practice of taking measly meat,

putting it in a commercial
refrigerator  or cold storage
plant for deep freezing for

several days, and then selling it
to the public as wholesome food.
Thank goodness that 1 ama
vegetarias, Imagine eating fro-
zen tape-worm cysts for dinner)
Not for me, thanks,

People who give board and
lodging to a tape-worm are
often anaemic. Sometimes they
suffer from pervous troubles.
Often there is some sort of
stomach trouble, such as pain
in the belly, colic, nausea, or

constipation alternating with
diarthoea. Particulasly in chil-
dren there is a ravenous appe-
tite that causes the person to
eat enormous quantities of food,
but the patient remains thin
fmd weak, In many cases there
i3 weakiness and faintness about
1% o'clock in the wmorping. And
on account of the terrible drain
on the patient’s system, he
seems to be verp lazy and indis-
posed to do any hard work,
Proof positivce of the existence
of a tape-worm is, of course,
the presence of segments of the
worm in the stool,

Treatment is often difficult
and even dangerous, if purely
allopathic measures are used.
The poorer the patient’s general
lcondﬂion, the more difficult it
15 to get rid of the worm And
as long as the head Temains, a

new body will grow, In such
cases, allopathic treatment,
whichk consists essentially in

?oiwning the worm, can resolve
itself into a toss up as to whet-
her the patieot or the worm is
the tougher, The ultimate efiacts
on the patient’s general health
can earily be imagined, No
treatment is sound that doeg not
take into consideration the
patieot’s general condition., In
fact, there is a school of thought
that coosiders it barmful to re.
move a tape-worm  without
mabkiog a radical change in the
patient’s mode of life so as to
ensure a better state of the blaod
and bowel contents in particular.
Itis held that the tape-worm
actually helps to clear up
poisons that otherwise may do
grave damage to the system,
And when these poisoos are
cleared up, the worm will pass
out of its own accord. It will
oot be able to survive in the
bealtby bowel,

Be this as it may, there is no
doubt that a good fast is often
an efficacious way of getting
rid of tapeworw. Byt there is
daneer in fasting when a person
is weab and ill, Fasting is not
to be undertaken lightly by
9ve:ybudy. On the other hand,
if meat is entirely cut out of'
the diet, this wil] g% a long
way towards making the tape-
worm ill at ease. It may thep
yield easily to certain remedies,
Often good results are obtain.
ed by eating] portidge made of
crushed pumpkin seeds, taben
after a short fast and followed
by 2 dose of castor.oil twq
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bouss later, Even if this does
not briog away the head, it
certainly always cavses evacua-
tion a lot of the body of thbe
worm, to the relief of the
patient,

Ususlly some preparation of
msle ferp is obteinable from 2o
allopathic chemist] but it must
“be used with & certain amouot
of care, And, in any case, it is
pot sufficient or wise merely to
attempt to destroy the worm,
The prime essential is to try to
build up the patient’s health to
such a pitch that the patural
resistance of the bady will be
almost enough to expel the
worm. Then the assistance of
some worin medicine, such as
male ferv, will be most likely
to achieve success with least
damage to the patient.
