M GANDHI, in his
article  on  the
Bloemfontein  Conference
last week said that to fight
against the * injustices im-
posed by the Government
there was ‘not that pre-
paredness in us to conduct
mass action and that the
best course to adopt was
individual  action. This
merits serious consideration
by all those who wish to
fight the Government with
the clean weapon of Passive
" Resistance and are sincere
and earnest about it. Those
who do not desire to do so
and are not earnest will of
‘course work along their
own lines and we repeat
that they will bring misery
to the people concerned
and nothing but chaos in
the couatry. The reason
why individual action
suggested is because it will
be possible then to ensure
that the struggle will re-
main absolutely pure. It
will be possible to have
only those of whom we can
‘be sure that they will never
betray our cause; they will
_have thoroughly grasped
the true meaning of Passive
Resistance and will remain
teue to its principles. Tt
will be possible to keep a
check on‘ every Passive
Resister and to get a pro-
per z'\ccognt of himself.

It is folly to believe that
the struggle cannot be suc-
cessful unless it is a mass
struggle.  Passive Resist.
ance always depends on

is

quality, never on quantity
\We must have an army of
a handred, two hundred or
five hundred true ' Passive
Resisters. If we say that
is impossible, it only proves
that we are not ready to
fight. .-,

In 1930, Mahatma Gandhi
started the struggle in India
with eighty Passive Re-
sisters who had passed the
test in every respect. It
turned into a mass struggle
of its own accord. [t did
not require speeches to
rouse the emotional feelings
of the people. We have to
appeal to the hearts of the
people and to awaken their
conscience which will auto-
matically awaken by the
actions of the leaders.

In Passive Resistance the
motive is never to embarrass
or to coerce the evil-deer
because we do not hate the
evil-doer; we hate the evil
and we therefore refuse to
submit to the evil and in-

vite upon ourselves the
wrath of the evil-doer. If
the evil-doer feels em-

barassed or coerced thereby
it is not our fault. We only
wish by our quiet sufferings
to awaken the conscience of
the evil-doer and it is bound
to awaken if our sacrifice is
pure.

Tn 1942 Mahatma Gandhi
began an individual struggle
and the very first to be
offered at the alter was Sjt
Vinoba Bhave, an unassu-
ming person, absolutely un-
known to the world but in
so far as his purity is con-

cerned he is unsurpassed
by the tallest
Gandhi’s co-workers.

We need not fear that by
the foremost leaders being
the first to go to prison the
people will become leader-
less. \We must do our duty
and leave the rest in the
hands of God, with an in-
domitable faith in Him.

We have not to think of
how , the " struggle can be
started. The Government
has made that quite easy
for us by its Apartheid
policy. The Group Areas
Act is Apartheid in its
larger form. There s
Aparihcid in buses, in pub-
lic thoroughfares, such as
entrances at the
stations, ailway bridges,
Municipal libraries and vari-
ous other places ‘where one
can violate the law witout
in the least coming into

arrest others.  There must
be a never ending stream
ol Passive Resisters to offer
themselves to the Govern-
ment.

If we are not prepared
for this then we would
humbly suggest that we are
not at all sincere and all our
talk about a mass cam-
paign is meaningless and is
wrought with danger be-.
yond our control.

These views are offered
in all humility and sincerity
for the serious consideration
of the sponsors of the plan
of mass action against the
unjust and immora! laws of
the Government.

Nationalist Party Youth

HE Nasionale Jeugbond

{Youth movement of the
Nationalist Party) bas again sent
pamphlets to matriculants in
Transvaal schools exhorting them
to ‘“hold the name of our volk
high in the examinationroom.”
With the pamphlet is a card
signed “With republican greet-
ings, C. L. van der Merwe, or-
ganizing secretary.” Among the
objects of the Jeughond listed are
the making of every Jeugbonder
a totch bearer of Nationalism;
training a corps of members in
the art of fighting elections and
the making of that coips avail-
able to the Nationalist party, and
to fight for apartheid and a re
public divorced from the British
crown. ‘The Nasionale Jeugbond
is a school for the political leaders
.of the future,” adds the pampbhlet,
which puts these questions to the
recipient: “Do you realize that
the Boervolk in South_Africa is

again threatened by enemies in
side and outside the Union? Ar.
you willing to be a spettator of
the fight between your volk and
its enemies, or will you roll up
your sleeves and join the rest of
youog South Africa already or-
d in the Nasionale Jeug-
bond?” A copy of the pamphlet
was sent to “The Star’ by a matri-
culation student in the platteland.
“We, as children of the United
Party,” he says in his covering
letter, “protest strongly against
such propaganda. Let ys fight
the Nazi ideals of the Nationalists,
Long live the United Pacty.”

‘The Uaited Nations Organisa-
tion General Assembly called for
the establishment of a three-man
commission to help South Africa,
the Indian Republic and Pakistan
settle their differences over the
treatment of people of Indian
origin in the Union. The reso-
lution, passed on from the special
(Ad Hoc) Political Commitiee
was finally approved by 44 votes
to nil, with 14 abstentions, South
Africa was absent ifrom the
session. The resolution callson
the South African Government
to suspend enforcement of the
Group Areas Act and states that
the item is to be placed on the
agenda of the mext Assembly
session. The Indian delegate,
Mr. R. K, Nehru, ccmplained to
the United Nations General As-
sembly that South Africa would
pot discusss the removal of dis-
abilities on Indiaos except on the
basis of  repatriation — “their
bodily removal,”  The resolution
stated that the Commission would
be composed of one member neo-
minated by South Africa and cne
nominated by the Indian Repub-
lic and Pakistan together, The
thitd member would be nomi-
nated by the first two nominees.
The members would be appoint-
ed within 60 days, but in the
exent of default, the Secretary
Geperal of the United Nations
Organisction, would lend his
assistance | to the Governments
cobcerned “with a view to faeili-
tating appropriate  negotiations
between them.”” The resolustion
also allows thz Secretary General
to appoint an individual to give
such aid. Sir Keith Officer, of
Australia, said he did not con-
sider the Geperal Assembly com-
petent to intervene in such a
domestic matter. His country
wollld abstain from voting, The
14 rountries which abstained from
voting on the resolution weret
Atgentine, Australia, Belgium,
Canada, Denmark, France,

WORM TROUBLE

4. HOOKWORM
Continued From Last Week

HOOKWORM disease is an affli-
cation that js very common in
conditions of poverty, malnutri-
. tion and lack of sanitarien. Thus
we find jtin places like India, tro-
pical Africa, the eouthern parts of
the United States and many
other places where there are
many poor people living uader
unhygienic conditions and poverty
io a warm and damp climates.
It consists in infestation with
" large numbzrs of a small worm
with a peculiar book on it by
which it anchors itself to the
bowels, where it drains the vita-
lity of the patient and at the same
-time produces a substance that
breaks down the blood and causes
severe andemia, Haemoprhage is
also a common complication of
":hookworm disease. /

People who work with bare feet
‘and hinds in mud, mines, dams,
tunnels and so on, where the soil
is contaminated with the eggs
of the hookworm, are most liable
te infection, So also are workers
on tea estates, caffee plantations

. and sugar-cane fields, as well as
people who produce hacdle and
sell vegetables.

‘The eggs of hookwbrms pass
out from the bewels and are then
distributed on the soil, where
they lie until somecne with bare
feet or bare bands comes along.
When the bare skin is brought
into contact with the larvae of
hookworms, these larvae stick to
it and bore through the skin until
they get into the blood-stream.
Once in the blood-stteam, they
eventually get carried to the
lungs, whete they again bore
their way out, get into the air-~
passages and up to the thfoat,
where they are swallowed, thus

~tending vp in the bowels where
they attach themselves to the wall
of the bow! and start producing
their blood-destroying.substances.
Sometimes hoockworms stay in
the stomach or even the breath-
ing-passages.

We can see, therefore, that
people infected with hookworm
are very likely to have severe fits
of ceughing. This would be
caused by the irritation of the
wotms travelling from the blood
into the lung and thence into the
breathing passages and the throat.
It is also easily understandable

) ‘why the disease is so much more
prevalent among the very poor
and dirty element of the popula-
tion who often go "barefoot in
soil that has been contaminated
And who are very careless in their

habits and also suffer from lack
of sufficient good food.

People with hookworm infesta-
tion ‘may not realise what is the
ruatter with themselves, The
worms sap their vitality and
poison the system and thus weak-
en the whole constitution, there--
by making it liable to collapse
under the strain of any Hlness.
such as malaria or dysentery or
other diseases such as are com-
mon in warm climates where
hookworm flourishes, When the
diet is poor and instifficient and
the habits of the people not up to
proper standards of hygicne,
hookworm disease gets a terrible
grip on the population and is the
cause of much suffering and
sickness, ' -

Sufferers from hookworm dis-
ease are Jespecially apt to be very.
lazy, stupid and sickly., Their
minds are dull; they have no
energy, no liveliness and no ambi-
tion; and they have no resistance
against disease. The complaint
is very likely to be marked by
bouts of feverishness, stomach

_troubles, such as heartburn, pains

and indigestion, as well as consti-
pation alternating with diarrhoea,
Owing, as said before, to hook-
worms  producing a substance
that breaks down the blood, there
is severe anaemia, which may
even affect the heart and sight
and give rise to dropsy. Usually
there is much wasting of the
tissues so that patients are exes-
sively thin — bags of .skin and
bone.

Death can be, caused by the
infection, but usually the person
is sa reduced in vitality and resis-
tance that some other disease
comes along and carries him off
casily.

It should be noted particularly
that insufficient or wrong food
very greatly increase the liability
to hookworm infection, .

Cure is effected by the use of
Thymo! or Carbon-tetrachloride
in  physiological dose, which
means that treatment, fog legal
reasons, must be carried out by
an allopathic doctor. Thereafter,
great care must be taken to pre-
vent re-infection, and the consti-
tution requires to be built up by
pleaty of good food and other
Nature Cure measures,

Prevention Of Worm
Infestation

In the case of all worm troubles,
prevention is indeed better than
cure, DPeople, especially those
living in country districts or in
crowded poor ateas in towns,
cannot be too careful, too parti-
cular to be clean and hygienic.
Filth and dirty habits must be
avoided at all costs.

Before touching any food, see
that the hands have been washed
thoroughly in clean runoing water.
The hand should also always be
washed after going to the latrine.
Take the greatest of care of the
drinking water and ensure that jt
is absolutely pure and clean and
free from contamination. A great
deal of worm infection of all sorts
orginates in drinking water that
has been contaminated.  So often
drinking water is carelessly drawn
from shallow wells, fountains and
other sources that have no pro-
tccﬁon‘ whatsoever from bci_ng
contaminated by rain or storm
water, animals’ droppings, and
even by seepage from gnearby
latrines. Infection can so easily
result from such conditions.

All food must be handied with
clean hands and should be washed
off carefully several times in clean
svater.~This is especially the case
with food that has been grown
with nightsoil or animal dung,
‘Take no risks in this connection.

Never let animals, such as dogs
and cats, lick the skin, hands or
faces of people. Any amount of

infection is picked up from
pets. Do not let children hug
or kiss or sleep with dogs and
cats. Never go barefoot around
pigstyes or other places where
worm eggs may exist. Avoid also
letting the soM of such places
touch the bare skin.

Never eat raw mecat, under-
done meat or meat from an
animal that has had “measles.”
And, of course, it is simply in-
viting trouble to eat meat that
has not been carefully inspected
by a competent health inspector.

Dispose of ali nightsoil bygeni-
cally and especially so in the case
of the motions of pecple kaown
to have worms of any sort.

Never let people spit promis-
cuously where others have to
walk about,

Forbid people to have motions
in the open veld; or if ope .is
taken shert and cannot manage
otherwise, then the motion shouid
be passed in a shallow trench dug
in the ground and afterwards this
should be well covered with earth

Maintain a high standard of
general health by eating pleaty of
good, sound, fresh health-giving
foads, especially fresh raw salads,
root vegetables and fresh fruits,
also dried fruits; and avoid all
‘“worm food” such as sweers,
cakes, white bread, roti and so on.
Remember that a good, sound,
healthy body has a high resistaace
to worm infection. Parasites and
pestsareonly Nature's instruments ,
for temoving the unfit and those
who will not conform to her rules
of commonsense to keep sound
health. Those who do obey her
and who follow her fundamental
rules will receive her protection
and help at all times.

So simple a thing
as washing the hands and cleac-.
ing the nails is fun to them. Oa
the first occasion it did pot
occur to me that they them-
selves could make a nail.cleaner
of bamboo and, with caoly one
pair of scissors, we bad a loog
queus of children singiog -an
African cannibal song,

I was afraid we might burt
the children’s feelings with our
cleanliness parades, but thay .
laugh at ooe another and are
cleacer next time, Though sges
are from 7 to 35, not infrequent.
ly a big girl brings her baby
sister or brother, whom she is
to look after while her parents
are at work is the fields, More- ~
over, we can always count on
adults to swell the andience,
perticularly the old mep, too
old to work but not tog old to
learn.

They reallv take an active
part ia the lesson, loudly ex.
pressing their surprise, approval
or joy—and they often answar
questions  meant _for  the
students,

Agaio in the Untouchables'
colony, we also dohumavin‘ﬁng,
act as sanitary inspectors and
persuade  the householders to
clean the aurroundings, dig re-
fuse pits, burn what cup be
burned and form g kitchen
garden with fencivg. Ag an. -
cooperative  house owner s
warned that if he doesn’t do as
we advice, we will do it. Aad
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when we nurses together with
the big boys of the colony clean
up, the fact that women and
children should do his work is
such a Reenly felt disgrace that
subsequently his place is always
clean.

The boys ate especially clever
and interested. They clean the
clinic floor,” bring water, Reep
order in the crowd and help
pack our supplies when the
work is done. Thean they jump
into the jeep to have the excit-
ing trip to the bungalow they
have dreamed about all week.

And the results of our intrinsic
work of malaria control de-
moostration” Hundreds of
labourers have been taught the
DDT spraying technique and
each kouss sprayed in an area
of 3,600 square miles. Thou-
sands of mosquitoes have been
caught, dissected and examined
for malaria infection, Also,
thousands of rats have been
caught, combed and the insects
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found -on their bodies examined
for plague-infection to see the
result of DDT sprayiog. Not
aae case of plague has appeared
in our area since the ficst DDT
sprays two years ago,

In the schools the results can
easily be seen, but in all the
villages™ the team is pow well-
koown. Our two jeeps are wel-
comed by . cheering crowds.
Ooe grobp will watch the big,
beloved doctor while he exam-~
ines people; another group will
follow the young insect collec-
tors with their tubes to the dark
corpers of a house or to the
siver. Still another crowd
clusters to see what we nurses
are doing in the midwives’
house or in the school.

In bealth education, asina
garden, we have to wait before
the seed can flower. We are
here only for a time and our
hope js that ope day the chil-
dren themselves will gather
