by the State, local authorities and
voluntary bedies do not receive
the recogaition they deserve.”

He said the Insfitute must
maintain the view that racial
difficulties could nat be solved
umlaterally, and that there could
be no racial co-operation unless
it was founded on mutual respect
and mutual understanding be-
tweedl 125es,

“\e Europeans arc assumiog
too great a task when we seek to
rule without the co-operation of
four-fifths of the population, If
it be said that non Europeans
have shown little capacity to
share in government and litile
sznse of responsibilty in public
affairs, I would answer that cap-
acity to share in Government
and a sense of responsibility
can only be developed with the
opportunities t0 practise these
virtues,

“Let us beware too lest our
racial arrogance blind us to our
lack of knowledpe and under-
standing of the peoples and their
problems. We may seek justice,
but have not the understandiag
te find it or the wisdom and
courage to practice it.

“As a social worker with more
than 45 years' experience in South
Africa,’ Mr. Rheinallt Jones said.
I can say that, in that period, all
races bave made such substantial
advances in standards of living

-that 1 have every hope that, given
decent houses and educational and
economic opportunities for all,
South Africa can expect to have
an intelligent, industricus and
reasonably contented population.

“Racial problems have not been
approached with caurage, because
to the fear of other races has been

added fear of the other national

New Liquor Bill Turn
Many Africans Into
Criminals.

January 5.

In his comwents on the mew
Ligquor Bil, Mr. D. G. S.
M'Timkulu pointed out that the
Bill would not only have the effect
of turning many Africans into
criminals but would also cause
great hardship to the thousands
of Africans who used yeast and
methylated spirits- daily in their
homes.

Mr. M'Timkulu who is head of
the Ohlange Institute was ad-
dressing the twenty-second annual
council meeting of the South
African Institute of Race Rela-
tions. He pointed out that the
introduction of the new Bill would
result in the tightening up of the
regulations to stop the supply of
liquer to Africans, but that this
was a megative approach and
would not only result in a tre-
mendous inccease in the number
of convictious for liquor offences,
but would also increase the hos-
tility shown towards the police
who have to search the town-
ships and make the artests,

The prohibition of the sale of
yeast would probably mean that
most Africans would be compelled
to discard bread from their diets,
At present the urbag Africans
mainly make their own bread at
a very low cost, but with the
rising cost of liviog, manufactured
bread would be too expensive for
them to buy, and the rural
Africans would bave to go with-
out because of the difficulty of
obtaining supplies. The stopping
of the sales of methylated Zspirits
%o Africans too would be a great

hardship, as many of them use it
for theit stoves, and Mr, M"Tim-
kelu suggests that a type of
methylated spirits that is unfit
for human coosumption should
be manufactured.

He concluded by stating that
the time has now come when there
should be one system for all

bers of the cc ity, for
to have total prohibition for one
section and not for the other
when the lives of both sections
are closely connected, is almost
impossible and ceftaiply unde-
sirable. He suggests that a posi-
tive approach should be made to
the whole question of the supply
of liquor to non-European—that
better beer halls should be pro-
vided and that non-Europzans
should be able to buy beer from
licensed dealers for consumption
in their own homes.

Freehold Tenure
Ultimate Necessity

“1 admit that the conditions

interpretation’? Whatever else the
Institute does about this housing
question it is essential that it
make clear the ultimate necessity
of making freehold ownership
available to Africans.”

Senator Brookes Blames
Durban For Group
Areas Act

January 17.

«Rore than anything else, more
even, than the Government, the
City of Durban is responsible for
the Group Areas Act,” said Sen.
Dr. the Hon. Edgar H, Brookes
.addressing the council of the
South African Institute of Race
Relations at their !hird/ day of
meeting in Capetown.

Sen. Brookes, who has strenu-
ously opposed the Act from the
first, outlined the conditions in
Durban which were respounsible
for the introduction of the Act

~
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and pointed out that many of the
people wha attended meetings in
an effort to create the Act, ate
among thosc at present protesting
agawnst its implementation, “'Little
did they know when they were
sharpening the axe that they were
to be its first victims*' he said.

Similar protests have been
made in Pietermaritzburg, not
against the removal of Indians
from European areas, but against
the creation of Indian areas to
accommodate the Indian people
so removed. “There is a real
danger, said the Seaator, “that in
fact the Indians will be removed
from European areas, and denied
the right to settle in the newly
proclaimed Indian areas, for, I
doubt if one can expect even
moderate fairness when two races
are in competition but when only
one of those races does the
dividing."” {(Applause)

He dwelt on the serious condi-
tions which have arisen from the
protonged uncertainty about the
Act and stressed how this un-
certainty interfered with the lives
of all the people.

Of Capetown he said, “I jiist
do not know, I just cannot see
the solution of the problem of
implementing the Act in this city.
It will bring about a complete
change to tens of thousands of
lives—1 cannot see a solution to
this problem.

Wilh the coming of Gaodhi,
the women of Iandia-—of all
ages and olasses — began to plan
a deoieive role in their own ad-
vancement and in other phasts
of sooial and political life, faclog
hardshipa with charaoteristio fcr-
titnde. Duriog years of stfaggle,
their seoial and political disabili*
lies had remained unnchanged.

Among the women appointed to
high office was Vijsyalakshmi
Pandit, Mr. Nehru's sister, who
was appointed Ambassador for
India £ret in Mossow and then
in Waehiogton.

The Mipistry of Health was
put in charge of o woman, Raj
Kumari Amril Kaur, whoia well
kpown ‘outside India for her
work with the World Health
Organization. Famed for over
two decades for her complete
abgorplion in the oanse of the
nntouchables; whose social die-
qualifications were many, Rame-
shwari Nehru ie today in obarge
ot displaced pereons, nprooted
by the disturbances following
the partition of the Indian snl-
continent in 1947. The ecope
of her work deals with refogees,
lone and kidoapped womsn and
iha varions complexities of ron-
ning huoge refogee camps.

only “paper” rights, for in the
social world women still remain
In an inferlor position, This is
the presont struggle — astruggle
agalnst lgnorance, superstition
and illiteraoy. It centres round
the efforta to medily and codify
the ancient Himdu laws, which
In many respects costradict the
declarations of Lhe Constitntion.
Women ocall for the abolition of
poligamy and for the grantiog of
fall rights of inheritanoe — these
are two amoung several instancea.
DBut illiteraoy and ignorance
have deep roots, and there are
women who take no interest in-
the struggle, and there ars both
women and men who feel that
changes will mean a breakup of
the kiod of family life that has
existed for po mauy centuries in
India.

gling sgainet there superstition
and
the people that the Constitution
must be implemented in prac-
tical wayae if Indiais to progrees
in step with other democralic
countrics of the world.

Bat, in the meantime, thou-
gsande of Indian women are
showing the way. Every indus-
trial town hae ite quota of women
who work in factories expertly,
even under diffienlt conditiove,
Working in mioes is not gene-
rally a popular occupation, bat
women in Irdia find io mine
work 8 career which enables
ihem to keep their family life
intact. The peasant women ls
indiepensable in the fislds ~= her
task ie twofold, for she must also
look after the activities of her
home. So far their principal
inberitance has been poverty,
malauatrition and insecurity. The
middle oclass and the “‘white
collar” class have struggled on
through mediocre eduocation
towarde an eccpomic existence
whose standard is not very high.
Bat the leaven is working and
out of them have emerged dra-~
atio actresses and danocers of
the oalibre of Mrinalini Sarabhai
and Amnsla Nandy, who have
ehown outstanding talent and

striving hard to convince |
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gecnred [ntarnational recognitions
parliamenlarians such ss Ranoka
Ray, Dorga Bai and Amma
Bwaminadhap, who are fighting
for women'n rights withk the will
and the courage of pioneers;
