Indiz’s Views On Colonialism
And Racial Discrimination

HE following is the text of the resolution passed by the Working Comimittet

of the Indian National Congress in Dclhi on December 6: The Indian

‘National Congress, in the course of its long history, stood not only for the
freedom of India but also for the freedom of other subject countries. It was par-
ticularly opposed to the colonial pattern of government which had developed under
foreign domination in many countries of Asia and Alrica.  This systemn was not
only degrading to the people of those countries but was based on an cconomy
which prevented the development of those peoples and impoverished them. Oun
many occasions, the National Congress gave its moral support to the strugyule of
other peoples for freedom. The great movement for the independence of Tudi,
carried on under the leadership of Gandhiji by peacelul methods, beeame a symbol
and an inspiration to other countries similarly situated.  Just as India had beecome
the classic land of colonial and imperialist domination and had thus been the in-
direct cause of other countries also being so dominated, so also the struggle for
India's freedom became an cxample to others. That struggle was not only for
political independence but also for social change and advance.
fied with a challenge to the theory and practice of racial discrimination.  India's
great and beloved lcader, Gandhiji, began his career of scrvice: and sacrifice  for
the suffering. the dispossessed and those who werc discriminated against in South
Africa, where the doctrine of racial domination had been made into «w state pulicy.

These ideals and objectives of the Indian people continued to move them
throughout their own struggle and, when independence was achieved, they hoped
.¢hat other countries under colonial domination, would also achicve their [recdum.
The current of history which had brought this colonialism to Asia and Alvica had
turned and the countries of Asia were coming into their own. The independence
of India and other countries of Asia was evidence of this reversal of the process
which had lasted for over two hundred years. It was hoped that this new process
would continue and would lead to the elimination of both colonial control and racial
discrimination.

The change-over from colonialism to independence was, however, checked
and recent events have shown that attempts are being made to reverse this process
and to consolidate, both politically and economically; foreign conirol of many
countries in Asia and Aftica and even elsewhere. This is evident in Norvh-Alrica
East Africa, Central Africa, in British Guiana and in some parts of Asia. 1n India,
small pockets of foreign territory continue. '

The Working Commtitiee have noted these developments with anxious con-
cern and consider them a grave peril to the peace of the world.  The great popular
forces that have been released in recent times cannot be dealt with for lony in the
manner of the old colonial regimes.  Attempts «t suppression arce bound 1o Le
resisted and to create deep and continuing crises.

It isa matter
for regret that some great nations,
who profess democracy and faith
in the Charter, have thrown their
weight on the side of racial dis-
crimination in South Africa. In
East and Central Africa the doc-
trine of racial discrimination is
not laid dowan publicly in the
sarme open manner 3s in South
Africa, but in practice this dis-
crimipation prevails against Afri-
caps and Indians and is resented
by both.

COMMUNISM ARD THE LAW

By C W,
HE recent decision of the
Appellate Division and WMr

Swart’s characteristic announce-
ment that he will “closc its loop-
hole! with new lecgislation mpext
session glve the Opposition an
opportunity to reopen tke whole
question of the rule of law ard
the extent to which 4t is im-
perilled by laws like the Sup-
pression of Communism Act.

The rule of law does not mean
merely the operation of laws
legally passed by a constitution-
ally elected Parliament. It de-
maands that those laws should
each be certain, just, ascertain-
able, definite in their scope and
enforced by an independecnt and
impartial judiciary. The Sup-
pression Act is zone of these
things. Its dcfinition of Com-
munism is bopelessly vague and
dangerously comprehensive, allow-
ing almost anyone of whom the
Minister disapproves to be
brought within its terms; it
stretches back indefinitely into
the past to actions “commniitted at
any time before the commence-
ment of this Act”—actions which
may have been perfectly legal
when they were committed; and
it is enforced by the Minister, a
party politician, on the basis of
police evidence untested by cross-
examiogation cr appeal in the
courts. Recourse to the courts,
as in the recent case, can be only
on very limited issues.

It is important to understand
just how limited the issue before
the Appeal Court was. All irs
judgment requires of the Minister
is to give a man an opportunity
to state his case before proceeding
to ban him from attending meet-
ings. The Minister's discretion
ta overrule the maa’s objections
is in no way questioned, nor can
the objections then be referred
to the courts on their merits,
Nothing in the judgment curtails
the Minister’s unfettered power
to ‘“‘name”’ a man and order him
to resign from political organi-
sations and trade unions. At
worst, therefore, the judgment
imposes a brief delay on the
banning order. And all the Min-
ister has to do about the 100
banning orders at present invalid
is to give the men an opportunity
of stating their objections before
re-banning them.

This trifling obstacle to the
Minister's designs hardly deserves
to be called ““an ugly loophole in
the law.”” Burt the reaction of the
Nationalist press is clearly less
concerned with the actual loop-

hole than with defending the
principle of this arbitrary law, It

fs said, in the pale, that Com-
minits, here and elsewhcre, have
abused the latitude accorded to
them in the courts to make pub-
lic propaganda for their cause, If
this were-a substantial argument,
it could be met by holding their
trials in camera;, little as we like
the idea of secret justice, But a
much broader reasoning §s ad-
vanced, Admitting that it is a
serious matter to deprive men of
their right of access to the courts,
it is argued.that ““the. Communists
are dn extraordinary danger, an
unusual group of people who are
intent on destroying democracy,”
who therefore must be dealt
with in an wnusual way “with no
claim to the natural rights which
every ordinary person oupht to
have.” In our uncompromising
fight for survival there is no room
for squeamishiness about the
means we use,

But there are two serious de-
fectsin this argument, First, if
we can only conquer Communism
by adopting some of its least
attractive features, such as re-
stricting freedom of opinion and
trial, bave we oot lost half ihe
battle beforz we begin? Mr.
Swart's police State is not the
triumph of western democratic
freedom which we seek.

Secondly, there is the assump-
tion that the Suppression Act will
only be applied to Communists,
But this 15 just where no party
politician can be trusted with
such tremenddus

powers, un-
supervised by any impartial
judicial authority, From the

beginning the Act has becn op-
Fosed precisely because it leaves
the Minister alope to determine
who are Communists. Neither
the public nor the person affected
can effectively challeage his de-
cision or the grounds on which it
is based.

We do not doubt that among
the 500 named and 100 banned
are some genuine Communists,
But we do know also that some
are not- Communists; and the
presence of even a few non-Com-
munists on the lists ig sufficient
to condemn the whole procedure,
Take, for instance, the case of
Solly Sachs, who was expelled
from the Communist Party in
1931 for what would today be
called “bourgeois deviations.” He
was banned because he was a
Communist \wenty years before
the Act was pasged, Or Pjet
Huyser who during 1945 zng

1946, when Russia was friendly
and Communism almost respect-
able, attended a number of party
meelings and was a member of a
Jobannesburg district committee.
Under the Act he can be sup-
pressed for the rest of his life.
Even if the ban on him is now
partially withdrawn, it can be re-
imposed at any time. In both
these cases it is hard to resist the
conclusion that their miin offence
was their key position in trade
unions the Nationalists have long
been trying to infiltrate and their
resolute opposition to apartheid
policics, And what can we say
of ¢x-Chief Luthuli, Dr. Moroki
and Nana Sita—to name only the
most obviously non Communist,
Liberal-minded leaders of the
African and Indian Congresses—
who were found guilty with
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seventeen others of ‘‘statutery
Communism 7" As the judge
said: ““The charge has nothing to
do with Commuanism as it is
commonly known.”  All have
been banned.

Communism is a complex prob-
lem, It is a theory and a way of
life, a vocation and the political
and economic inspiration of half
the world, These »2spects are
beyond our jurisdiction. But in
so far as Communism is a re-
volutionary conspiracy in our
midst, its apents should be
punished for their subversive
activities on the production of
duly tested evidence before a
court and not according to the
whim of an active politician,
whose temper is markedly un-
judicial.

COMMUNISM V. WESTERN DEMOCRACY:
A FALSE ANTITHESIS?

THE embattled hosts of Com-

munism on the one bhand and
Capitalist (or semij-capitalist) De-
mocracy on the other continue
their war preparations aganst one
another, spending on instruments
of destruction on an unprecedent-
ed scale.  Where will it all end?
Which will comc first, war or
bankruptey? Recourse to modern
methods of warfare is miore hkely
to involve rhe almost complete
destruction of both partics than
the complere victory of one ¢f
them.

Perhaps the outcome will he
entirely different from what is
geaerally  supposed. Perhaps,
after all, the anrithesis of Soviet
Communism and Capitalist De-
mocracy does not represent the
real issue in our modern world.
The democratic character of an
American foreign poliéy which
seeks allies in fascist Spain and
commugist Jugo-Slavia already
raises doubt In many ‘West
Eutopean minds, while on the
other hiod Soviet Communism is
prepared to ally itself with, or use,
pationalist movements in colonial
territories which have very little
in common. with the doctrines of

Karl Marx.

Behind the din of the slogans
and mutuil denunciations of the
press, the wireless and the poli-
ticians of the two blocs, behind
the endless accusations about pre-
parations for, or use of, this or
that new typc of horror in war-
fare, there are voices seeking to
draw mankind's attention to the
unreality of the Democracy v.
Communism conflict and to
indicate 2 new approach to the
world’s present malaise - which will
entirely by-pass that. antagonism,
“Voices crying in the wilderness™?

Yes; but history has a way of
justifyiog such voices.

Here are four quotations taken
more or leéss at random from
publications which have reached
me recently from widely separated
parts.of the earth but all pointing
in the same direction;

The above writers and many
others who are seceking to pene-
trate below the surface of the
ills of our centemporary world,
have realised the following facts:

(1) that behind the facades of

Communism and Democracy,
there is  going on the same
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strupgle for power, both ccono-
mic "and politieal;

(2) that whether the material-
ism of the modern world assumes
a capitalist or a communist form
of organisation depends largely
on thic relafive wealth of the
commumity  concerned, 'Our
countries cannot afford the Juxury
of capitalism,” it lias beerr said,
and a plance around the world
today tends to support the truth
of that assertion;

(3) both Capitalism and Com-
munigm arc prepared to  use
hutnan beings as means to their
ends—the maximum production
of material goods—with scant
regard for the persomality and
spiritual welfare of those hiuman
beings, whether it be the con-
veyor beltin U.S;A, or the labour
camp in U.S.8.Ry The difference
is oric of degree rather than of
kind.

This last point has been ob-
served by prominent writers on
Sociolugy but apparently without
its full significance being generally
recognised;—e.g» by TProfessor
R, M., Maclver of Columbia
University:

“The. most novel and per-
vasive phenomenon of our age
is riot capitalisth but mechani-
sation, of which modern capi-
talism may be merely a by-
product, We realise now that
this mcchanisation has  pro-
foundly altered our modes of
life and also of thought.'’

Mass production and division
of labour, the regimentation and

decreasing 1ndividual responsti-
bility of the workers, whether
under communist or capitalist

auspices, are means to the cutput
of the moximum quantity of eco-
nomic goods at the minimum
economic cost and are not con-
cerned with human and spiritual
values., If is in the things in
whioh they resemble one another
that the communist and capitalist

systems both threaten spiritual
values, The intensification of
their mutual antagonism, the

gearing.of their productive sys-
tems to war preparations, in-
creasc these evils, )

What mankiod needs is not a
further development along the
lines which, whether accompanied
by hot or cold war, is creating a
more and more robotised society,
but a synthesis of those values
in the western and eastern ways
of life which make for the in-
tegration of human personaljty
and for the subordination of
tconomic to social and indjvj-
dual ends, The emphasis of the
West on political freedom  has
tended to a policy of “each for
himself and devil take the hind-
most,”  The emphasis . of the

East on cconomic equality hag
tended to a lack of appreciation
of the importance of individual
freedom—of thought as well as
of action. Clearly the New So-
ciety must provide the social
gecurity—the irreducible  mini-
mum of cconomic welfare—pro-
miscd by Communism, togcther
with the intellcctual and personal
freedom demanded by Democracy

The threats which face man in
the more highly developed coun-
tries today are: dehumanisation
through mechanisation, and de-
personalisation through totali-
tarian government, Neither Com-
munism nor Capitalism in rtheir
present form can save us from
these because both are closely
associated with, cven if not the
products of, these cvils. We
must clearly seek a third way, a
new social form which, while
retaining the valuable scientific
gains of the modern ape, subordi-
nates scicnce to human welfare.

In the experimentation to-
wards such a society both com-
munists and democrats can par-
ticipate. Both ideologics will
have something to contribute.
This view ubndoubtedly lics be-
hind the term “’spiritual commun-
ism" which is acquiring currency,
Once the two rival blocs perceive
that the real ememy is not the
members of the opposing blac,
wha are striving in the light of a
different  historical  background
and somewhat diflercnt cconomic
conditions to cope with similar
problems, but certain attitudes of
which they are both victims, the
stage will be set for a fruitful
collaboration on the forward path.
After all, it is surely in accord
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dialectical
of the historieal
procesa that the antithesis of
Communism and Capitalism
should not reault in the complete
defeat of either but in the emer-
gence of a synthesis combining,
in the next stage of human social
evolution, those aspects of each
which are of value.

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SIGNIFICANCE OF CONGRESS BOYCOTT
DECISION

T ita Queenstown nonual

conferencn, the African Na-
{lonn! Cangrees decided 10 Iannch
a new oampaign to Loyoott
asmmerginl and indostrinl orpa-
nisations which  dircrimionle
apainet the African, The iden
{8 to work up Afriesn pnblio
opinion in gnch a way that in
the end no Grm will bar its
doore apninst emploving Afri=
cang in {ilie better=paid jobs.
Nor will fhera Lo any which
in any way {reals the Afriesn
in & monner not approved by
Congrees.

Ia a very epecinl sense, the
decision represcents & -6ompro-
wige DLetween the domiuent
Centre and ILeft wiogs of the
Afrioan National Congress- Both
joined forons some yorrs ago and
guoceeded i crushing the Con-
gress Right wing. Both stood
together throughout the resis-
tanoe movement, When this
came to @ somewhst sbrupt end
tensions mado themselves felt.
The Cenire group wanted ths
resistance movement continned
at all coste; aven if it meant that
only a handful of men con-
tinued it.

The Left wing, with an eye
on the effects on the anti-de-
flance laws on the masses, felt
it was time to change the step.
In the struggle which followed,
T.oft won {he first romund and
persnaded the Centre to forget
all about sending men and
women to prison for lhe time
beivug. A haslily.drafted scheme,
the Mandela plan, was sdopted
to intenrifs the internal organisa-
tion of the African National
Congress,

In a epecial eqpee, the Mandela
plan wasg a preparation for going
underground in {he event the
Government took np a more
sirident attitade ogoinst the Afri-
can Nalional Qoungress, That
the plan proved unworkable was
more a result of ite hurried oon~
ception {han aony other single
factor. In their hurry to fore-
gtall the Government, the leaders
of the African Nationsl Con-
gress sppeared to bave for-
gotten the tremendous awakan-
ing which had followed the
repigtance csmpaign. DPsyoholo-
gloally, the post-rosistanocs Afri-
osn waf more confident of his
ability to win than he had cever
been in the past. People condi-
tloned thie way were in no mood
to go nnderground suddenly
whien their whole tradition had
been to fight in the open. As n

resnlt the Mandela plan flopped.

There wera, of oourge, odM-
plicating fastors. Tensions grow
np within the movement. over
Scorelary.Genaral Sienlo’s trip
to Bunobarest. The new draft
constitntion, with ite provision
for a georotariat and fanotion-
arfes who would gerve as politi=
ol commiesrrs in the ronks of
Congrees, oaused guite s storm.
In the Tranpvaal, the lendership
of the provineial Copgress
gscomel dotermined to kill the
Tiberal Party ontrights To do
this it bad serionsly onnsidered
abundoning the o0ld boyoctt
polioy of having no interest in
wwhet passes for African repre-
gontation in the Sennte and the
Lower Hougse. If oonferencs
agreed to supporl white candid-
ates in the eleclions for African
representativey, the Transvasl
CUongress would have been placed
in the position to support the
Congress of Domocrats; a laredly
Euaropean organisation whose
programmo is more in ths liking
of the Congress in the Transvaal,

There had, sleo beecn very
queer goings-on inpide the ex-
ecutive committes and the work-
itig committee. Feelings hod
remsined somewhat strained bhe-
tween Left wing 8and the
Centras after the Adams con-
ferenos which had been attended
by top-notch Cobgross leaders
of the Centre. In spite of n
determined slander campaign by
the Left wing to soare the
Centre men ioto absteining
from attending the Adams ocon-
ferenoe, the latter had made it
plain that they would not stand
intimidation from any qusrter.

The Loft wing of Congress
did not like thie but felt power-
leps to do anything to make the
Centre tos the Left line, There
were reports subsequently, that
plane were afoot to oust the
Centrs leadership of the Afrioan
National Congresss On seoond
tboughts, howsver, the Left
wing deocided not to overplay its
carda.

The effect of all those straina
and tensions inpide Congress had
been to incapnditate the move:
went for an efectiva oontinua-
tion of the stroggle. Paralysis
was the goneral condition of the
organisation in every provinge.
Even in the Uape, which lLad

had the strongest Congrese,
poralysis was very muoh in
evidence.

It wne oRainet this background
that the delegates went to Quesne-
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town. The white Press and
somo Congress leaders from the
Trapevaal had even feared that
thore might be a split. Bat
there was no need to go to these
extremes, in the view of those
who know their Afrionn politics
well, It is true there were very
gerions tensions inpide the Afri-
can Nstionsl Oongrese. Baut
African opinion wos solid in its
opposition to white domination.
YWhile this commom enemy re-
malned powerful, differences of
opinion would be tempered very
largely by the unwillingness to
presont o divided {ront.

From the very beginning tho
tone of the conferenoce was set
by Mr. Luthuli, the President-
Qeneral. In his presidential
address, he made a bold bid to
keep the attention of his
followers on cesentiale; the
ptruggle inpide Sonth Afrion and
outside world interest in it.

The delegates rallied im-
mediately. Mr. Lutlholi’s states-
manship shone at its brightest
when he carried the oconference
ptep by step over the hurdles
and rocks whioh, in lesser hands,
wonld have brought about u
gplit in the ranks of Congress.
In the end both the Centre snd
the Left decided to give and
take im a oonstructive epirit.
Tha result was a oconference
which rose to new standards of
debating. A new spirit of toler-
ance made itsslf manifest and
Congress wan able to spealk. with
one voice.

The decision to boycott apart-
heid commercial esatablishments
mesans that for the time being
both the Centre and the Leaft
wings have declded not to have
pn immediate show dowh with
rulers. For the lime heing
energies will be direoted towards
working up African opinion into
s new and intenser pitoh of
group-consciousness. In short,
Congrees haa deoided jto try the
weapon of psychological war-
fare. The idea will be to exert
pregsure on commercs whiech, in
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tnrn will exert ite own on the
Government. Whilo this hap-
pene, the African man in the
straet will ba told to roport to
Congress nany disoourtesy, dis-
orimination or unfair treatment
moted out to him beozuse of his
colour or raoce.

This will give Congress the
advantage of emerging as the
militant obampion of the op-
pressed while not moking any
drastio ealls for sacrifice on the
part of the orpanieation. This
wiss husbanding of energies
will give Oongrees leaders a
breather from the crippling bans
—onoe hopee—and enable them
to give Dotter attention to the

internnl orgonisation of tho
movement,
The resnlulion to boyecolt

apartheid establishments is non-
violent in that it seeks to harm
no one who ig just towsards his
fellowmen of all races. IL does
not onll on the sorely-pressed
maeses to wake any new Buper=-
human saorifices 88 yot. At the
pame time, however, it Leeps
them marching. What is more,
it might appesl even to the
ohickenelivered who dared not
support the resistance movement
openly. Because it embrooes
every seotion of the African
people, it will neceesarily take
time to get into its atride.

One hopes that the touoh of
statesmanship and the apirit of
toleranos which munde Congress
speak with one mind will be
allowed o influence delibern=
tions when it comes to less
genersl and mniors thorny mat-
tors wwhich conferenoo left very
laygely nntqgched-

is still the Plebiscite Adminis-
trator of Kashmir and Pakistan
did not agree with the Indian
viewpoint that he should be
Irom a small Asian or Buropean
country,” Mr. G, M, Sadig,
President of Xashmir Consti-
tuent Assembly, has prowptly
declared that the American
Admiral Nimitz would not be
sllowed to set foot on the so0il
of Kashmir ns Plebiscite Ade
ministrator because he was not
acceptable to the people of
Kashmir. 1lndia has already
made it clear that she is not
prepared to accept a representa-
tive of any ol the Big Powers
as Plebiscite Administrator,

The Congress Working Com-
mittee, the party in power in
most of the States and the
Centre, which concluded its
{wo-day session at New Delhi,
expressed great concern over
ths recent attempts by the
Colonial Powers to consolidate

_ both politically and ecoromic=

ally, foreign control of many
countries in Asia and Africa and
evea elsewhere, which consti-
tuted “n grave peril to the
peace of, the world,”

In aleogthy resolution adopt-
ed at the meeting the Com-
mittee made specific references.
to the happenings in British
Guiana, Kenya and other parts
of Alrica,

The resolution said that *the
great popular forces that have
been released in recent times
cannot be dealt with for long in
the maoner of the old colonial

regime, Atlempts] at suppres-
sion are bound to be resisted
and to create deep and con-
tinuing crisis.

The Committee also strongly
condemned the racial discrimi-
nation in South Alrica as well
as in East and Central Africa,
and expressed regret that neither
the U.N. Charter nor repeated
declarations of the U, N, Gen-
eral Assembly had produced
aoy result, It is a matter of
regret that some great nations
who proless democracy and
faith in the Charter have
thrown their weight on the side
of 1acial discrimination in
South Africa,

The Committes also ¢x ressed
concern over what they des.
crtibed as “the new phase in
Alrica which aims at the estab-
lishment of so-called scli-
governing nomination where all
the power is held by a smnll
group of white settlers and the
others, and more especially the
vast majority of Africans are
prevented from haviog their
legitimate share in it,"”

“This establishment of white
dominpation in Africa against
the wishes of the inhabitants of
the countries concerned and
opposed to their interests, is a
pew form of colonialism which
is full of danger for the develop-
ment ol Alrica and even of

Asia”

The Board of Trustees and
the Exacutive Committee of the
Gandhi Smarak Nidhi bave
sanctioned a grant of Rs.

courage any fssiparious ten-
dencies,

Saurasktra Government is
proparing to make revolutionary
changes in the present system
of education. A comprchensive
syllabus for an eight-year course
in basic education to replace
the present system of primary
education in the State is under
the active consideration of the
Saurashtra Government,

The new curriculum, which
proposes to dispense with Eng-
lish in the primary stage except
as a special subject, will devote
attention mainly to the teaching
of useful crafts in the schools
and will make it incumbesnt on
the pupils to undergo training
in subjects like hygiene, nature
study and art aod literature.

According to a special com-
mittee appointed by the Gov-
emmment for working out the
new syllabus the proposed
eight-year course of study will
cover the entire ground now
covered by the eleven-year
S.8.C, (Matric) course,

After the eight-year courss
undex the,new cursiculum a
pupil will not only have equip-
ped himself for a calliog in
life, but will also have turned
bimsel{ into a useful ci‘izen
consciout of his rxights and
respnnsibilities to the State,

The new venlure in the field
of primary education now
engaging Government’s atten=
tion followed successful experi-
ments carried out at several
centres in the State. A pumber
of basic schools started by
private bodies or individuals
were being granis-in.eid aod
facilities. for the {raining eof
their teachiog staffl through
Government trainlng cemtres.

Prompted by the initial suvc-
coss of these institutions ten
thousand Charklas (spioning
wheels) were introdnced in the
primary schools of the State
during 1952-53 to give a “basics
bias” to the existing curriculim
in ‘these schools: Under the
present plan it was proposed to
convert y50 primary schools fo
the “basic typs” every year and
to ensure in lhe traosition
period that all npew schools
opened in the State {ollowed
the new curriculum. Teachera’
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training courses wele also buing
amendsd to meet the needs of
the now curriculuru in primary

schools.
