DﬂQHE Phoenix Settlement was never as gaily” de-

spontancously within a ‘month. [t received impetus
by the generosity of the Administrator in accepting
the huomble invitation of Nr. Manilal Gandhi,

managing Trustee of the Settlement, to perform the open-
ing of the Kasturba Government-Aided Indian School
built to commemorate the name of his late mother. The
Administrator surely could uot be received shabbily in the
Settlement and so all the preparations had to be made ito
receive him in the best manner possible. This fed to
celebrating the great occasion and everything began to
take shape by some mysterious hand. [t was the will of
God that was working and the workers were only His in-
struments. The work began by the publication of the Golden
Jubilee Number of the Phoenix Settlement and simultane-
cusly thie repairing of the roads which, all those who have
kaown them would bear testimony to what a hopeless
condition they were in.  \With it began all the other
nceessary trimmings. It seemed as though God had sec
7 =l the elements at work.  The Provincial Roads Depart-
ment were never so energetically at work as, they. were for
the last three or four weeks.  The Natal' Estates Lid.,
gave their generous help with the mere asking to repaic
the private road leading from the main road to the
Settlement, and the Provincial Roads Departmeat people
were so enthusiastic that on the last day they sent their
own men to see that the road was in a fit and proper
condition. Triends in the District readily and most
enthusiastically lent their hands in decorating the place
with flags and buntings and making arches in the ' various
entrances. It was all a labour of love as conceived by
Bahatma Gandhi. He was in spirit with us and it was be-
causg of his and Kasturba's blessings and the help of God
. Almighty that the occasion was so beautifully success(ul.

This is the driest part of the season when lowers are
scarce and very expensive and yet the flower sellcrs brought
beautiful flowers which Jent gaicty to the surroundings.

The huge school building was decorated most beau-
tifully by the Principa' and the teachers with all
schiool children willingly lending a helping hanrd,

the

The front entrance of the school building was cover-
ed with a curtain twenty feet high and twenty-seven fect
wide. Behind the curtain were placed on each side
large size photos of Mahatma Gandhi and Kasturba
bedecked with flowers. Fifty oil lamps burning in small
carthen cups were placed on the window sills to mark the
fifty years of the Settlement.

There was great doubt as to whether there would be
a crowd of people, as it happened to be the end of the
financial year for most of the merchants and 2-30 p.m,
was rather an awakward time for businessinen to come,
especially on a Saturday, when they had to close their
shops at 1 o'clock. But to be on the safe side provision
was matle for fifteen hundred people.  Up dll 1-30 pm..
the people just trickled but within an hour from then
there was an upsirge and the huge open space was filled
up by over a thousand people.

There was no sheltered place to hold such a large
function and so it had to take place in the open. The day
dawned with a strong wind blowing oli all the buantings
and other decorations. The wind and cold showed no
signs of subsiding even up till nearly 12 o'clock, Then
all of a sudden the wind calmed down and when the
Administrator arrived winter had turned into mid-summer
time.

“Thé: Administrator arrived at 2.30 pom. and was
accompanicd by the Commander-in-Chief of the British
Navy, Vice-Admiral |. M. R. Campbell, and Mrs.
Campbell. They were received by Mr. Manilal Gandhi,

The 280 school children under the supervision of the
Principal Mr. Moorgan and the teachers, lined up on both
sides of the road to greet the Administrator who was
taken through the schoo! to the dias specially prepared
for the occasion. Seated.on the dias together with the
Administrator were Mr. Cacleson, vice-Consul of America,
Swami Nischalananda and Vice-Admiral and Mrs. Camp-
bell. The proceedings commenced with prayeis sung by
the children of the Settlement. :

Mr, Manilal Gandhi then welcomed the Administra-
tor by 'garlanding him with beautiful carnations and ex-
pressed deep regret at-the absence of Mrs. Shepstone,
who was unable to come owing to ill-health, and
wished that she may soon be restored to her normal
headth,

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Indian High Commissioner’s Office

O the office of the
‘High Commissioner
in the Union
now been closed. The only
purpose served by it since
the withdrawal of the High
Commissioner was of a post
oftice between South Afri-
ca and India and India way
able to have frst hand in-
formation about the state of
affairs here throligh her re-
presentative and Indians in
the Union felt the warmth
of India.  All that has now
ended. But it wasaprivilege
taken at the grace of the
Union Government.

In our view it was entire-
ly wrong to keep the High
Commissioner's office going
after the High Commission-
er had been withdrawn.

has

That the Union Govern-

ment did not interfere all
this time cannot be regard-
ed other than its magnani-
mity, ~ [t could have then
and there asked for the re-
* moval of the office when the
High Commissioner was
withdrawn. To have the
High Commissioner's office
hiere was much

more to

our own advantayge than to .

the advantage of the Union
Government. It does not
seem at all in keeping with
our own dignity and self-
respect to be told by the
Union  Goverpmznt that
“we do not want you, you
better clear out of here,”
That is what it has amount-
edto. It is a pity that
India cannot find a more
effective way of protesting
against the insules hurled
. by the Union Government
without the slightest com-
» punction. The trade sane-

tions too are really in name
only. llere of course our
own people in this country
at fault.  They
seem hopelessly to be lack-
ing in partriotism.  Not-
withstanding the fact that
India has imposed trade
sanctions on South Africa
one finds Indian goads in
abundance in Indian stores
and there is a great deal of
black marketting on those
goods. There is nobody
to ask them where the goods
come from or how they
come. There is a
market for them which
shows that not only the
merchants but the con-
sumers foo are lacking in

are more

ready,
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patriotism. If the latter were
at all sincere there would be
a complete boycott of all
goods coming from India.
Then the merchants would
not import them, Of course
the goods do not come
direct from India.  They
are first consigned to some
ports such as Singapore or
some [Zast African ports by
clever agents of local mer-
chants and then reconsigned
from there to the Union. [t
is no use blaming the In-
dian Government for not
doingr anything to help us
if we ourselves are so cor-
rupt. If we want to fight
for our just rights in this
country we must be true to
ourselves, truc to the In-
dian Government, true to
the Urion Government and
to all.  Nothing can
be gained without sacrifice
but if we are not prepared
cven tor a little sacrifice we

true

can neither expect nor do
we deserve any help from
outside in the troubies we
are laced with.

THE END OF THE INDIAN HIGH
COMMISSIONER’S OFFICE

\
HE following statement has
besn fssued by the offics of
High Commissioner for India in
Cualon;

The Gavernment of the Upion
of Boath Afrioa having exprese-
ed the desire that the Indian
Rapresontation in the Uslon
should be withdrawn. the Gov-
ernment of India have dsoided
to close the office of the Indian
High Oommissioner in the Union
with eflect from July 1, 1954.
The office of the Indisn Repre,
rentative in the Union, then
designated as Agent, was rat
opened in 1927. In 1941 the
Representative was desigoated as
High Commisioner. The laat
High Commissioner was reoslled
home for convaltation in May
1946  after the Asiatio Land
Tenure and Indien Representss
tion Bill, which probibited the
ocoapalion and acquisition of
property by Indiana ia -Natal
except'in certaln exempted arear,
had been approved by the Union
Parliament. This legielation was
pashed through in epite of the

Governmont of India’s request
~

for postponement, The Uaion
Goveroment ignored the Goy-
ernment of India’e saggestion
that an alternative eolation be
explored wilth a view to adjast
ipg the differences of view be-
tween the two Governmenls
withont infringing the Uaion's
sovereignty. The new law
marked the oalmioation of a
discriminatory  polioy against
the Bouth African oitizens of
Indian origin which the Ugion
Government had been parsuing
for over half a century and wae
entirely Inconsistent with the
aspurances glven in 1926 when
the Cape Town Agreement w.p
reached between the two Gov-
ernwunts. When the Bill was
‘first - introduoed in Parliament,
the Governmet of India ga e
notios of termination of their
trade agreement with the Union
1 in order to be free to take pnch
counter measures as they might
coneider necesssry. When the
Bill was passed into law.‘ the
Government of India felt thal Do
useful pnrpose wonld .be served
by -the oootinaed resldence 'of
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their High Commissioner in /the
Union. They hoped however
that at soine fatare date condi-
tions might improve and In that
hope continued to maintsin the
office of the High Commission
in charge of a Junior Officer.
Since the Union Government
n)w want the Government of
India to break even the plender
link which has existed between
the two conntriea daring the last
fow yearp, the Government of
India have no choice but to
agrea.  With regret therefore
they have decided to close their
Mission in the Union with eflect
from July 1. Fatore contact
between the two Governmenta
will e maintained either direct
#t Gavernment level or throngh
their respeotive High Commis-
siopers in London,

THE ADMINISTRATOR’S SPEECH

*HE following is the text of the
speech delivered by Mr. D. G,
Shepstone, the Administrator of
Natal, on the historic occasion of
the Golden Jubilee of the Phoenix
Settlement on Saturday, June
26, when he offtcially opened the
the Kasturba Gandhi Govern-
ment-Aided Indian School in
the presence of an audience of
about 1500 people:—

Oge of the most laudable traits
of the Indian parent in Natal is
his eagerness to obtain for bis
children the opportunity of
attending school. I bave often
spoken in praise of the ready
contribution made by the Indian
community towards its share of
the building of schools. 1 am
well aware that they do give
of their pleaty, often give until
it hucts. Itis only natucat that
magy communities should desire
to give to the school erected by
their efforts a name indicative of
their faith, their society or
generous donors. Unless the
* suggested names are unduly loag
or too similar to names already
in existence, the Education De-
partment readily agrees to the
suggestions of the proprietars of
2w schools—hence schools with
aimes like Arya Yuvak Sabha,
Shei Vishnu, Talwantsingh and
soou. Others ‘have desired to
ds honour to the representatives
of Iodia i this country-—we have
Sastri College and the Sir Kurma
Reddi School. Today I am
called upon to open a school
bearing the pame of Kasturba
Gaadhi, the wife of one of India's

greatest sons—Mahatma Gandhi.

It is unoecessary for me today
before this audience to dilate
wpon the figure of Mahatma
Gipdhi. The tremendous fole
that he played on the world’s
£tage is too well known for me to
b: able to add anything to it.
He practised the profession of
Law in Durban for a aumhber of
years and those who ‘are old
ecough to do so will remember
bis courteous and considerate
disposition, his undoubted sin-
cerity and his high principles

It fs natural that he should be
beld in veaeration by the Indians
in Natal, more especially when
we have ia our midst sa clase a
link in the person of his sog,
Me. Manilal Gandhi, to whase
effores and inspiring guidance
the establishment of this school
is " largely due,

So pgreat is his enthusiasm
that, when there was urgent need
of accommodation some years
ago, be was quite prepared 1o
vacate his home and have it coa-

verted into 2 school. Somehow
he managed to erect two accept-
able temporary classrooms for
£200, and that formed the aucleus
of the present schoal.

The school started from very
small beginnings—it was estab-
lished in 1907 by Mahatma
Gandhi in the building which
vow hcouses the priating press.
The Mahatma himself taught
in the school and at his feet as
foundation scholars sat his son
Manilal and the Desai brothers,
There was no formal school
.syllabus as we know it today—
much time was spent on indus-
trial training and practical work.
The £4,000 required as the
community’s share of the build-
ing costs of the new school was
subscribed by the Transvaal
Indians as a2 memorial to Kas-
turba Gandhi after her death in
1944, It was Mahatma Gandhi's
wish that the school erected here
be named after his wife Kasturba.
The new schoolis the partial
realisation of a dream he cherjshed
when he created the Phoenix
Settlement. It is most appro-
priate that the schoal be opeaed
ta 1954, just fifty years after the
Settlement  was  founded by
Mahatma Gandhi. I cap think
of no better way of macking the
Jubitee,

Few of us here outside the
family circle had the privilege of

meeting Mes. Gaandhi personally, '

but we do know that she was
the faithful belpmate of hec
famous® husband and that her
influence was felt wherever she
went with him.

The school which bears her
name is a further mark of the
steady progress of Indian educa-
tion. We need look back only
over the past few years to tealise
what great strides have been
made: in J949 there were 45,000
Indian children at school, in
1953 there were 66,500. Op the
other side of the picture, a
census taken in 1951 showed that
there were 16,000 children unable
to gain admission to any school;
in 1954 there were 9,244, Ob-
"-viously we shall bave to continge
expandiag until these children
too are at school, Varioys means
of expediting their accommodas
( tion bave been considered, and
already we have the platoon
schools providing for some 7,000
children who would otherwise
not be at schaol. The sugges-
tion that there should be parallel
. schools with reduced curricula
bas ot met with approval,
primirily  because it woyld be
unfair to reduce standaeds foe
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66,000 children in order to pro-
vide accommodation for 7,000
The remedy, as I see it, lies in
further building expansion.

I understand that the members
of the Natal Indian Teachers’
Society have created a  Trust
Fund, to which teachers contri-
bute by regular monthly pay-
ments, in order to have money
available for the building of more
schools, Thisis a most praise-
worthy effort and further proof,
if any were needed, of the teach-
ers’ idealism and altruism, es-
pecially when I remember how
hard they have tried to convince
me that they are underpaid and
overworked.

The indications are that before
many years have passed we shall
be able to accommodate all chil-
dren seeking admission, save in
the most thickly populated areas
where suitable sites are extremely
difficult to obtain.

It is easy to find much to cavil
at—it is equally easy, tbough
perhaps not so likely to produce
headlines, to fiud much to be
grateful for, much encouragement
and much to iaspire faith in the
future, I am therefore all the
more pleased to learn that the
vision of the Pboenix Settlement
Trust extends beyond what has
already been achieved. Today
we bhave this primary school

.
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built to accommodate some 276
. children, The Administration
bas already contributed £4.000
towards the building costs and
£340 towards the purchase of
desks. A further grant of £1,000
towards tbe cost of septic sewer-
age is now under consideration,

In the future the Trust eavi-
sages the establishment of a high
schocl with boarding facilities
and eventually a vast cultural
and educational centre providing
primary, secondary, techaical
and university training.

I wish you, all of you, the joy
of achieviog your aim and of
living up to the ideals of thac
great apostle of simple living and
lofty thought who founded this
Settlemeat.

I trust that the children who
attend this school will receive
inspiration by learning to honour
the memory of Kasturba Gandhi
from generation to generation.
To your leader, Mr. Manilal
Gandhi, who is devoting his life
to the Settlement, I extend my
best wishes for the success of his
eaterprise.  With the prayer that
ali those who pass through these
portals will strive to live up to
the highest ideals of citizenship
and of service to their fellows,
I declare this the Kasturba
Gandhi Government-Aided In-
dian School officially open.

MR. MANILAL GANDHI’S- SPEECH

Mr. Manilal Gandhi delivered
the fallowing speech on the occa-
sion of the opeaning of Kastur:
ba Gaundhi Government-Aided
Indian School, by the Adminis-
trator, Mr. D. G. Shepstone, on
Saturday, June 26;

ODAY is a greatday in the his-

tory of the Phoenix Settlement.
It was established fifty years age
by my father with very lofty
ideals based on the principles
preached by two of the World's
great philosophers—Tolstoy and
Ruskin—one a Russian and the
other an Englishman, Both were
tene Christians because they did
not cnly preach Christianity
but lived up o the principles of
Christianity. Bath believed in
simple living and high thioking.
They believed in the brotherhood
of man and the fatherhood of

God and were nearer  to
God than many professing
Christians.  That is why my

father was so fascinated with the
lives they lived and the gospel

they preached. One. of the
characteristics of my father
was that be immediately put

into practice what he believed
to be true before peaching it to
the world. And so when he read
the lives of Tolstoy and Ruskin
he was so profoundly impressed
that he decided within tweaty
four hotrs to change the whole

mode of kis life and from an
aristrocrat that he was he became
a saint by renouncing all the
material wealth that he possessed,
for the good of bumanity and
dedicated bis all to thar. Up to
that moment be was stjli suppart-
ing his vear relations in India
and giviog us, his wife and
children, all the best things of
material life, But from that very
momert his thoughts on Jife
changed and he realised that
that there was no difference be-
tween ome human being and
another and that his love should
g0 not oaly to his near and dear
ones but to all bumanity withoue
any distioction and hence the
first thing for him to do was ta
lead a life of renunciation.
He began practising ¢ by be-
coming detached from all worldly
things. He found the essence of
?vhal was preached in Christianity
in one siegle verse of the Hindrs
scriptures—the Vedas—the trans-
latioe of which is:

“In the world, in all that is,
there dwells the Lord, rejoice
then, yee with rerugciation, and
covet not what is not thige.”

It was "with these lofiy ideals
that be founded the Phoenix
Settlement, by gettiog together
(l?osc who readily fell in with his
views, to lead tbe life of renuncia-
ten, to ¢ill the land by hapg®
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rabhour to earn their bread and to
dedicate the ' remainder of the
time to public service. The chil-
dren of the Sewlers and those
who were entrusted to him by
parents who admired his lofty
ideals were all brought up in that
atroosphere.  When my father
left South Africa for India most
of the Settlers and cthe children
feft’ with him. Before leaving
South Africa my father made a
trust of this place for the beaefit
of his people in South Africa and
today it stands for those who
cherish bhis ideals, The legacy
he left to his childrea is his way
of Jlife, not other worldly pos-
sessions., \We possess nothing,
We have aot a penny in the bank
we can ¢all ours.  We may draw
from the funds that we get, for
our maintenadce, 25 long as we
truthfully and foithfully  serve
this Institution, We may not
hoard anything. That is our life
here. All the pomp you may
perceive here today and the re-
past you will be scn{:rl with, in.
cluding the flowers aad the token
gift, I am shortly to make on
behalf of the Settiement, to our
honoured guest, belogg not to us
but to the public, ta whom we
are greatly indebted.

One of the terms of the Phoenix
- Settlement Trust reads:

“The Trust may found a pub-
Ilc library and school, subject to
rules made by the Trustees and
built from donations given by the
public These shall be named after
my deceased wife, Jlasturba,”

This clause was inserted after
the death of my mother which
took place when both my father
and mother were kept in prison
in Indis for fighting for the In-
dependegce of that great country.

Today, on the fiftietk anniversary
of this Inostitution, we are thanok-
ful to God Almighty that by the
very geaerous help of 'our Trans-
vaal brethren in particular, and
others in general, and by the
Kindness of the Provincial Ad-
ministration io giviog a grant on
a pound to pound basis, and the
very kind and helpfu) advice and
assistatice of the Department of
Education we have been able 1o
fulfl the desire of Mahatma
Gaundhi. ’

I should state here that more
sigaificanz: is attached to this
memonal, which His Hon, the
Administrator has so kindly open-
ed, than a memorial 1o my
mother, If it were only that it
would bave been sheer auda-
city oo my Rast to put 1be
Administrator to all the trouble
and inconvenience to come out
so far in 1he wilderoess. As
1 bave already stated, my
fatber bad renounced all worldly
attachments and made the Uaqi-
verse his own, 0 we could not
claim him as our father; ke was
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the father of the lndian Nation
and both my father and mother
are today revered as such,  This
memarial is therefore not ta my
mother but to one who is revered
as such by all the Indian people.

Hence the question arose in my
mind as to how the opening of
this memorial could be perform-
ed worthily. I feft that it would
be appropriate only if it were

.performed by some great per-

sonality in South Africa and my
eyes fell on His Hon. ibe Ad-
minictrator, Mr. D. G Shepstone,

Not only because he is the
Administrator but because there
was a2 close link betwesn him
through bis noble father and my
father, who were friends and col-
leagues, being in the same pro-
fession. Not only that but be-
cause our present Administratdc
himself possesses the same nobil-
ity as we have all witnessed in
our dealings with his Honour in
regard to out affairs. It is notan
exaggeration to say that we have
yet to meet a more kind, gener-
ous hearted and God fearing Ad-
ministrator than Mr. D. G.
Shepstone. In saying this I am
sure I am echoing the sentiments
of all our brethren, So I was
inspired to request Mr, D. G.
Shepstoone to perform the open-
ing of this memorial school, not as
the Administrator of Natal but as
Me Shepstone. Had he not held
the post he bolds today I
would still have humbly request-
ed him to do this great homour
to us,

His Honour is one of the old-
est associates of Makatma Gaadhi
in South Africa, and, I would like
to mention here yet another name

connected with my father and -

that is of Mr. William Campbeil
of the Natal Estates Ltd,, He
100 was conmected with my
father through his late father Sir
Marshall Campbell. 1 mention
Mr. Campbell's name here be-
cause it has been through his
kindness and generosity and that
of his Company, the Natal Estates
Ltd., that the ground om which
this fuoction is being held was
levelled up as a playground for
our *school children. The story
of how it was done is a very
pleasant one.

.

Y was at my wits end as 10 how

I could get the ground levelled. 1
ealled for estimates aod the figure
came to £500, which I could ill
afford to spend. It just dawned
on me to ask the Natal Estates if
they could do the job as cheaply
as possible.  Two or three days
later as I returned from my early
morning walk I was surprised
and shocked to find a bull.dozer
-working full, swing om the
ground. My heart was beating
and 1 said to myself how can
these people do the job without
telling me how much it was going
to cost? However before I could

.
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make further enquiries the job
was beautifully completed in two
days and when I went to thank
the management over the phone
for the promptness with which it
was done and yet wondering

what the bill was going to be, I

almost lost my breath when I was
told that the Natal Estates were
happy to inform me that the job
had been dooe free of charge for
which I had to thank Mr Whlliam
Campbell. I am sure 1 am
voicing the sentiments of my
brethren when I say how deeply
