The reason is
simple. “The methods applied to the solution of the problem facing us is one of
peace and love. People all over the world feel that if the method succeeds here
it is going to have some influence on the world at large and it may be able-to find
a way 'to peace.”

She passed a day along with everybody on the march with great pleasue. She asked

“Signs of peace are definately observable. People have begun talking in terms of
“one world” these days and science too has advanced so much that its experiments
will either destroy human society or man’s -good sense will prevail and the very
hands that have forged these mighty weapons will destroy them., These are the
two alternatives facing man.” | Then with a smile he continued, “And then science
will surely achieve what.the Bible has failed to do!

Vinobaji immensely enjoys answering questions put to him by students. One
day a student put the question Do you think the world .will benefit by the way
science is advancing today?" :

Replying to the question Vinobaji said in the course of his speech of the day,
“Being myself a worshipper of science, I wish science to advance as much as it
can. But we must remember that science has two powers; it is a double edged
weapon. One of these powers destroys and the other conduces_to the progress of
humanity. Science can serve man as also destroy him. Science has no sense
whether fire should be put to the use of cooking food or destroying the homestead
by arson. This sense of what to do and what not to do is possessed by the science
of the soul. Just as a bird flies on two wings, man progresses forward by the
power of the. knowledge of the soul and the power of science.  \Ve know that the
motor car has two instruments—one for generating power for its motion and the
other for indicating the direction in which the car has to go. If the motor car
lacked any one of the two it would not be of any use to man.  Just as we see and
determine the direction of our progress in walking by the eyes and have the power
to move by means of our legs. Knowledge of the soul is man's eyes and science
his legs. 1 do hot know why man lacking the knowledge of the soul should not
be deemed blind. \Vithout science man_‘Will not be able to achieve anything and
without the knowledge of the soul science, will not have the sense of proper
direction.

agrce" to sell privately or to the,
Board at or near the “‘basic’
value, lest they be expropriated
at “market’’ value with even more
.disastrous financial loss.

I am afraid that this is dry
going, with which it will be diffi-
cult to interest the lay, unaffected
public, i.e. the vast majority of
European voters and owners. But
it vitally affects the rights and
investments of many thousands of
non-whites and a few white own-
ers too. Nor will their anoxiety
be diminishing by the koowledge
that, like the valuators, the De-
velopment Board will be a body
of men appointed by the Govera-
ment, of whom one each will be
nominated by the Ministers of
the Interior, Finance, Lands and
(inevitably) Native Affairs. For
those who oppose the Group
Areas Act, its amendments and
now ,its new satellite—the Deve-

-
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lopment Bill—and for those whe
are going to be its victims, there
is nothing about this “packed
Bench" to allay their fears. By
extremely intricate, involved Jegis
lation, removing jurisdiction over
a wide area of private property
from the courts and putting it
into the hands of the Minister of
the Interior (and his various
henchmen orr the Land Tenura
Board, the Reference and Plane
ning Committe, the Group Areas
Development Board and its
valuators), ingeniously exercising
various pressures designed to
compel owners to “‘agree’’ to sell
lest they be compulsorily ex-
propriated, the Government is
plansing to push its ideological
segeegation projects through with
the minimum outward appearance
of compulsion or eviction—thus
muffling the protests of anyone
tempted to inspect the details-of
the pattern and its underiying
motives, calmipg thz cosscience
of the great majority of whites
who do not take so much trouble
if left alone themselves,

OST of South Africa is
perm:ated with fear—fear
to speak out, fear of associations
over the colour line, fear of con-
sequences. The existence of such
fear is leading to confusion of
judgmgntand to a loss of per-
sonal integrity on both sides of
the colour line, and arguments of
expediency are .heard too fre-
quently,” said Mr. Quintia
Whyte, Director of the South
African Institute of Rzce Rela-
tions, when addressing a meeting
of the Joint Council of Europeards
and non-Europeans in Pretoria
on June 22. Enlarging on South
African fear, he went on to say:
“There are three kinds of fear at
work today: fear by Europeans
of the non-Europeans, fear of
disagreeing with the prevailing
attitude in South Africa, ,fear by
non-Europeans of Europeans.
Fear is humiliating and destruc-
tive, and I cannet see European
South Africa saving Western
civilisation by being afraid, nor
do I see it saving its own des-
cendants by being afraidi I be-
lieve that our children and grand-
children will look back with
perplexity, and perhaps scorn, on
our lack of principle and moral
courage, No great country can
be built up on this basis, Our
South Africa can be one of the
loveliest countries in the world.
Loveliness i |s not born of -fear; it
is born of 1o

The subject of Mr. Whyte's
address was ‘‘Recent Legislation,’”
He said:i “During this parlia-
mentary session we' have not
witnessed the same spate of radi-
cal apartheid legislation which
we have seen over the past six
years; it appears to be_more con-
cerned with the amendment and
elaboration of previous Acts, and
with stopping up the cracks in
the walls of apartheid.”

Of the Group Areas Amend-
ment-Act, he said that_the prin-
ciple that requlres both parties to
a dispute to be given a hearing
would no longer apply, and the
Land Tenure Advisory Board,
when making recommendations,
need not even appear to have
considered any but official evi-
dence on the problem before it,

The Bantu Education Finance
Act led Mr, Whyte to say: 4]
have yet to learn that it is prin-
ciple.of respectable public finance
that the poor must pay for the’
poor. This Act does not recog-
nise the increasing proportion of
Africans who pay iacome tax, or
the very large contribution they
make in indirect taxation," *

The “Locations in the Sky"
Act put the cart before the ho:se,
for esseatial prerequisites to its
implementetion are the provision
of alternative accommodation for
those displaced, and adequate

transport facilitiecs, In ]ohan-
nesburg there are 20,000 African
families on the official waiting
list for accommodation, while
hoste! accommodation is required
for 20,000 males and 500 females;
rand transport is prossly inadee
quate,

The Criminal Procedure and
Evidence Amendment Act, in
reducing the maximum sentences

for corpora! punishment, and re- -

cognising psychoneurotic and
psychopathic conditions, brought
South Africa into line with other
advanced countries. However, it
contained a clause cheap:ning
the value of human lives by ex-
tending the right to kill in certain
instances, and another which
might lead to the adoption of
“third-degree’’ methods

© The amendment to the Im- -
morahty Act would do away with
certain inequalities of which we
have had examples in the past
year or two.

"The Motor Carrier Transporta”
tion Amendment Act provides for
apartheid in ublic transport,
affecting the Cape Peninsula in
particular, where in the past bus
services have been run with godd-
will, efficiency and profit.

Of recent legislation in-general,
Mr. Quintin Whyte said: “One

is amazed that in this 20th cen-

tury there can be such disregard
for human rtights and human
petrsonality, and for the very real
problem of reéconciling racial
groups and improving race rela-
tions, Is it likely that human
dignity, and I wean also Euro-
pean human dignity, will be en-
hanced by most of this legisla-
tion?"
