—Baron Mountevans,

Socrates As Passive Resister

But when it became an oligarchy, the Thirty having sent for me with four others to the
Tholus, ordered us'to bring Leon the Salaminian from Salamis, that he might be put 1o death;
and they gave 'many similar orders to many others, wishing te involve as many as they could in
guilt. Then, however, I showed, not in word but in deed, that I did not care for death, 1f the
expression be not too rude, in the smallest degree, but that all my care was to do nothing unjust
and unholy. For that Government, strong as it was, did not so overawe me as to make me
commit an upjust action; but when we came out of the Tholus the four went to Salamis, and
brought back Leon; but I went away home. And perhaps for this I should bave been put to
death, if that government had not been speedily broken up. And of this you can have many

witnesses. N
HUS said Socrates to his judges when he was seventy years old. Ior him,
when there was to be a choice between his conscience—what he knew to be

good—and what the Government of the day had ordered, and what he knew
to be wrong, there was no hesitation even though it might have cost him his life.
Indeed, this trial was'a brilliant example of passive resistance. Ile had becn
preaching virtue to the Athenian youth. This tended to subvert the established
order of thought and, therefore, established authority. Socrates was, therefore,
charged, among other things, with having corrupted the Athenians. The penalty
was death.  Socrates preferred the poison-bowl and his independence to a life of

‘servile and superstitious obedience to human authority, even when it went under

the name of Government. “O Athenians,” says our sage, “I honour and love you;
but I shall obey God rather than you.” At the same memorable defencé, Socrates
says of his most virulent and self-secking traducers. “Neither will Melitus nor
Anytus harm me; nor have they the power; for,I do not think that it is possible for
a better man to be injured by the worse. He may perhaps have me condemned to
death, or banished, or deprived of civil rights; and he or other may perhaps con-
sider these as mighty evils. I, however, do not consider them so.” Not many
days after he uttered the memorable words, he died a peaceful death, discoursing
on the immortality ‘o the soul. The world knows today DMelitus and his com-
panions as murderers of a man almost devine, and Socrates lives for eternity. This
passive resister, just after the sentence was pronounced upon him, delivered in his
dungeon a discourse on the duties of a good citizei, and rejected the overtures of
his friends to escape death by stealing out of the prison. Then, he was as hard as
adamant and all respect for law and order. « In Socrates, therefore, we have one
of the greatest breakers as also respecters of law. The essence of his teachings
and practice was that it is lawful to disregard a law or order when it is against
one’s conscience, i.e a higher law, but it is not lawful to try to escape the punish-
ment that the law imposes for such disregard...... .

The test of good citizenship is not necessarily an acceptance of cverything
that law-givers may have to say. That would entail a travesty of good Govern-
ment, national stagnation, and destruction of the rights of the minorities. But the
minorities.who consider}certains law or orders to be wrong must, by not resisting
evil, suffer in their persons the penalties for a breach of those laws, until their
sufferings have produced a reaction in their favour. Acquiescence in a law which
is repugnant to one's notion of right is nothing but rank Z:owardicc. for it shows
disinclination to submit to physical inconvenience. Thoreau wisely said: “There
are nine hundred and n'inty-ninc patrons of virtue to one virtuous man. But it is
eaf.ler to deal v:vuh .th_e real possessor of a thing than the temporar\y guardian oy
it.”  And passive resisters are, beyond doubt, the real possessors of ‘‘the thing.’
When they have lost all, they have gained qverything. N
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Today, of all days, the joy of giving is uppermost in every heart

HE official opening of the

Durban Medical Scheol
last Tuesday by the Minister of
Education, Mr. J. H, Viljoen, was
certainly 2 great and Thistoric
occasion, There are 132 non-
European undergraduates at pre-
sent recewving instructions there,
The school has been built by the
State and the Department of
Education meets the running
costs of the institution, A con-
siderable sum of money, collected
by public subscription, /has with
State funds been spent on
movable equipment. In addition
the Government in the course of
seven years, will provide 105
bursary loans, which will be valued
at £300 of which the students
will be tequired to repay half.
The course at the Medical Schoo!
where students are studying for
the M.B. Ch.B. degree lasts seven
years. The degree is exactly the
same as medical dcgrccs\:oﬁcud
in European colleges and gra-
duates will be registered with the
South African Medical Associa-
tion, The students at the Medi-
cal School are mostly African men
and women. There are also a
number of Coloured and Indian
students,

The picture is quddul‘;t:dly a
' rosy one and it would be an act
of ingratitude were the non-
Europeans not to apprectate such
a fine gesture on the part of the
Government., It would appear
as though non-Europeans were
never satisfied however much
were to be done for them.

But the background of this
otherwise a magnificent 1nastitu.
tion is not pleasing, However
much one tries to hide it the
fact remains that this institution
establishes once for all the prin-
ciple of apartheid in its 6ractical
application, which means that
Apartheid has come to stay in
South Africa.while it 15 being
abolished wherevzr 1t -exists in
the outside wortld,

Apartheid in 1rself 1s an ab.
horrent thing. The ‘more en-
lightened a person becomes the
more abhorrant it becomes, or at

least should becomr, unless: the
person concerned is devoid of
self respect and takes as a matter
of fact that he or she is an inferior
being merely because of the colour
of his or her skin, It is the height
of degradation on the part of one
whao imposes it and for him who
tolerates it being imposed,
is a matter of profound grati-
tude that the Witwatersrand Uni-
versity and the Cape University
are the two enlightened univer-
sities where there is no segre-
gation, which is as it should be,
We do hope and pray that they
will never lower their dignity
uader any circumstances by in-
troducing it.  In the Natal Uni-
versity it has unfortunately been
introduced by people who were
very zealous that the non Euro-
peans must not be kept backward
in the academic field, They felt

quite sincerely that however de«

grading the circumstances literary
education should not be neglected.
The non-Europeans are ever
grateful to them and they do
not in the least doubt their sin-
cerity.  But is learning of any
use really at the cost of one's
self-respect?  Will not the White
man in South Africa try a little
to feel what it is like to be a non-
White? We dare to say that if that-
feeling is dead in the non-Euro-
peans because of other'selfish
interests and they can reconcile
themselves to the lower status im-
posed on them it is a sure siga of
their degradation. If this does
not occur to those who hold high
academic qualifications, who are
supposed to be the thinkers and
the leaders of the people, what
can be expected from the ignor-
ant and the unenlightened? Does
it not ever occur to the doctors
and lawyers and others who hold
high  academic qualifications,
what worth is their learning
when they cannot be treated with
the respect due 'to them as
self-respecung human-beings? Is
there no such thing as human
digaity for the non-European?
The present Government, of
course, will say most emphati«

Ie’
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cally without the slightest com-
punction—No. And the average
White man will not have a very
bigh regard for us when we
bave reconciled ourselves to the
situation. We attach more im-
portance to the raising of our
moral and spiritual standard

than our literary standard, And
so we feel that this new medical
school opened for non-Europear s
will mark the closing in time to
come of the doors of other uni-
versittes to us apd that it will
stand as a living monument of
Apartheid,

Mr, Louw Looks Foolish

The East London ‘Daily Des-
patch’ dated June 27 writes:

R. ERIC LOUW, South Afri-

ca's Minister of External
Affairs, is one of the many
Nationalists who are for ever
complaining of misrepresenta-
tion of South African affairs in
the overseas Press. This type of
accusation goes down well on the
platteland, but we thought Mr.
Louw would have had more sense
than to make such a charge while
in a foreign though friendly
country. Apparently not. Un-
fortunately for him, he made the
usual allegation of “distortion'’
of facts and “misleading’ com-
ment against no less a journal
than the ‘New York Times,’
which, like its namesake in Lon-
don, prides itself on its accurate
foreign reporting. Even more
surprising, Mr. Louw chose to
object to a description of the re-
cent session of the Union Parlia-
ment which, to our way of think-
ing, was quite moderate, as well
as incontrovertibly truthful.

All that the correspondent of
the ‘New York Times' said was
that the recent session of Parlia-
ment had been one of the un-
happiest in the nation’s history
and bad been condemned as lead-
ing to the establishment of a
one-parly system of goverarment
and a republic. The newrpaper’s
headliges were: “Strijdom’s Grip
Sirengthened . Parliament  Ad-
journs After Adding Power to
Nationalist Regime...Long Tenute
for Government Foreseen' In
a letter to the Editor of the
‘Times,” Mr. Louw described
this as “‘misleading’’ and ‘“dis-.
torted.” In what way it is mis-
leading or distorted we fail to see,
Io suggesting that it is, Mr.,
Louw accuses himself of being
incapable of understanding the
meaning and implications of, the
Senate Act, the provisions of
which even a  school boy
could understand and interpret.
We had not thought that the
Minister for External Affairs
would make himself and his
Government look so foolish,

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MORE ABOUT GROUP AREAS—II

By C. W, M, GELL

( From * The Forum', Johannesburg)

HE second event since my May
article is the extension of
Group Area proposals to the
Transkei and Wild Coast. But.
while we may recognise certain
consequences which will flow
from Mr. Prinsloo’s original
utterance of May 2--the loss of
business confidence, withdrawal
of capital, restriction of credit,
foreclosing of bonds, sharp drop
in property values, on the one
side; the encouragement given to
small reactionary African elements
to opt for apartheid on the
geounds of local self-interest, on
the other—we should keep our
sense of perspective about all this,
Damiging as the consequences
are for the 18,000 whites of the
Transkei, they have been assured
that they do not face expropria-
tion or forced removal. The
expansion of their interests and
businesses will be discouraged;
they will, in fact, be Teft to
fiwither away.” But they will
not be turned out, Non-whites
all over the Unicn are faced with
the imminent prospect of expro-
priation and eviction, involving
(:if they are Africans) the com-
plete and uncompensated extinc-
tion of their freehold rights and
their permane gt incarceration in
locations, on farms or in the
reserves; or (if they are Indians
and, to a slightly less extent,
Chinest) their compulsory re-
moval to small isolated townships
fir from the business areas on
which many have depended for
their living; and in almost all
cases (whether they are African,
Indian or Coloured) their removal
from developed areas, where
many have long lived, to undeve-
loped ones which the new Deve-
lopment Board is empowered (but
pot obliged) to develop Is it
then to be wondered that, to
these non-whites and their friends,
it has seemed positively indecent
that there shou'd bé such an
uproar in the press and parlia-
meat over the eventual fate of
these 18,000 whites while so little
has been said by so few whites
about the far more immediate,
nuymerous and grievous injuries
which so many more non-whites
are likely to suffer under the
Group Areas Act? Would not,
I have been asked by Indians and
Africans, the case of the Transkei
traders be much stronger and
m:re convincing today, if they
had first raised their voices
against the proposed fate of
Sophiatown, Cato Manor, Mait-
land, South End? These are
questiony which admit of oaly
one apswer,

N

That answer is cmph:sised by
the third significant event since
my May article—the most trivial
and yet, in a sense, the most
revealing.  “'Representatives of
the Group Areas Board'"—as re-
ported in the press and I am not
sure whether the Land Tenure
Board or the Reference and Plan-
ning Committee is meant—visited
the little hamlet of Haarlem in
the apple-growing Longkloof
valley of the Eastern Cape. They
told the villagers that, since Haar-
lem could not be divided between
the rrces, it must be zoned either
for Europeans or for Coloureds.
While no decision 25 to which
group will be ‘axed” has been
announced, the 100 Europeans
fiving among 1000 Coloureds have
drawn their own conclusions.

Now it may seem—it is—fdn-
tastic that our segregation ideo-
logists should bother to disturb a
village worth perhaps £50,000 all
told, containing an amicable little
community, But the general feel-
ing among the Europeans is that
they do not mind too much, pro-
vided they get “a reasonable
market price” for their properties.
In interviews with the press some
said they did not yet know where
they would go; others had plans
to move to relatives in Cape
Town elsewhere.

This little episode and the
Transkei affair stress how greatly,
even in adversity, the white man
has the advantage over the non-
white, At the first whiff of dan-
ger in the Transkei, there is an
uproar which may or may not
achieve its main objective, but
which will certainly ensure that
the process of removal and com-
pensation will as nearly give
“justice and fairplay’ as is pos-
sible in matters of this sort. And
no doubt something will be done
on the same lines for the white
residents of all the country's
Haarlems. But there is very
much less confidence that equal
consideration will be given to
non-white claims for the *‘justice
and fairplay" promised them by
Dr. Donges. At the notorious
Group Areas hearing at Nylstroom
in Octol':»:r 19521, Counsel for the
Municipality said: “My learned

.{Counsel for the :Indian com-

munity} has been much concerned
about justice and fairness. These
words apparently mean to him that
the Indian must get exactly whay
Qe wants. It has been put to wit-
nesses that the alternative areas
propased by the Town Council do
not afford the same oppartunity for
(rade as the areas where Indians
are today. Well, Mr, Chairman,

of course they do not. I am not
here to go through the hollow pre-
tence of arguing that rthey are
equally fit for trade. I say imme-
diately that there are going lo be
losses, there are going to be substan-
tial losses and no ‘ene can hope to
deny it.”’ ’ '

With complacence, be foresaw
the entire loss being borne by the
Indians who did not desire resi-
dential and commercial segrega-
tion, itstead of by the whites who
did,

This brings out the funda-
mental difference between the
fates impending under the Act
for the few whites aud many non-
whites affected. Whether or not
either or both receive equal and
adequate compensation in regard
to property transfers, there is
absolutely no compatison between
the opportunities open to each
thereafter. The white victim has
before him nine tenths of the
Union in which be may freely
move and settle, Indians are
being dumped in ghettoes, the
Coloureds only a little so, and
the Africans moved off into the
benevolent control of Dr. Ver-
woerd’s ever spreading imperial-
ism.

‘Thus, even if the Group Areas
Development Bill achieves in
practice what it parports to be
doing in theory —stabilising prices
of affected property—it makes no
attempt to tackle the far greater
ipjustices consequent upon the
Group Areas policy. One can-
not measure the increased restrice
tions on "Africans in terms of
mopey. Their loss is intangible
but very real. But it is possible
to calculate Indian losses fairly

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exactly. Ia Rustenburg, which
1 quoted last month, their pro-
perty losses might have been be-
tween £100,000 and £150,000.
“Their trade losses will not be less
than £30,000 to £45,000 a year—
say a capital sum of £600,000 to
£900,000, bearing interest at five
per cent. No one has yet ex-
plained who is going to meet that
bill and all the others like it. And
until an effort is made to offer
full financial restitution for rights,
amenities and livelihoods which
will be lost under the various
Group Areas proposals, or those
proposals are radically amended,
the less sdid about “justice and
fairplay” the better for all con-
cerned. Pious pledges redeemed
and respected bave not been the
most conspicuous feature of our
public life. ‘

Foolnote: Last month I quoted the
following figures for the racial groups
to be displaced "under the Durban
Group Arex proposals: Euaropeans
3,000, Indians 63,000, Africans 80,000,
Coloureds 8,000. Since then, an Indian
Ieader has given the following figures:
Europeans 3,462, Indians 106,076, Afri-
cans 119,653, Coloureds 13,475, My
figures were based on a 1952.53 esti-
mate and are very probably too low. 1
have not yet secn the basis on which
the later figures were calculated nor the
very much higher value of the Indian
properties now said to be involved (1952
estimate quoted by me, £9 million, 1955
Indian estimate about £25 million). 1
have not yet seen any attempt to com-
pute the annual value of Indian trade
in Durban nor what percentage is now
likely to be lost.' Very many million
pounds must be involved.

“Our struggle here for equal
rights for tbe Negro people con-
tinues and grows stronger despite
the stubborn resistance of those
who once enslaved us and who
are determined to maintain the
system of oppression and ex-
ploitation which has denied us
true freedom in all the years
since the overthrow’ of chattel
slavery.

“The Supreme Court decision
which outlawed Jim Crow schools
last year is defied by the rulers of
the Southern States, and our
people face a long and difficult

for equal rights"in employment,
housing, political representation

and in all other matters continues.

“Here, as in your homeland,
leaders of the liberation move-
ment ate persecuted, and repres-
sive attacks are being made against
American supporters of ou
cause. But despite all difficulties,
full freedom shall be won—in
Mississippi, U.S A., and in South
Africa.

“The teachings of Frederick
Douglass, great Negro leader of
the anti-slavery movement, in-
apire and guide us.

“ “If there is no struggle,” he
declared, ‘there is no progress.
Those who profess to favour
freedom, and yet deprecate agi-
tation, are men who want crops
without plowing up the ground.
Power concedes nothing without
ademand. It never did, and it
never will.”

“Certainly the great victories
of our times—the rise of a free
and mighty China linked with
the great Soviet Union and the
new democracies of Europe, the
winning of independence by
India, Burma, Indonesia and
other former colonies —are living
proof that the peoples’ demands,
backed by their united strength,
must be granted,

the Freedom Charter adopted
by the Congress of the People
held at Kliptown, Johannesbarg,
on June 25 and 206:— '

“We, the people of South
Afrioa deolare for all our ooun-
try and the world ‘to know :

“that South Afrioa belongs to
all who live in it, black and
white, and that no government
oan jastly olaim aunthority unless
it is based on the will of all the
people;

“that’ our people have been
robbed of their birthright to
land, liberty and peace by a form
of government founded on in-
jastice and inequality;

“that our country will never be
prosperouns or free until all our
people live in brotherhood, en
joying eqnal rights and opportu-
nities;

“that only a demooratio State,
based on the will of all the
people, can secure to all their

,birthright withount distinction of

colour, race, sex or belief;

*And therefore, we the poople
of South Africa, black and white
together—equal, corntrymen and
brothers—adopt this Freedom .
Charter. And we pledge opreslvés
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“Be assured, dear friends in
South Africa, that your struggles
are closer to my heart than ever
before, and that I shall continne
with increased devation and
energy, to rally support for
Africa’s freedom.

“Claimed by her people, liber-
ated Africa shall soon—yes, in
one day—rise to greatness in the
world; and the flowering of her
culture from the ancient roots of
glory, shall enrich the culture of
the world,

‘‘Brotbers and sisters of the
Congress of the People—with the
deepest admiration for your
courage, I salute you, With all
my love, I clasp your hands,”

A MISUNDERSTANDING

DURING June the Union Gov-

ernment decided to tighten
the screws on Basutoland (be-
cause the Basuto do not wish to
join the Union), and to advance
one step nearer their apartheid
heaven. So Dr. Verwoerd forbade
the Basuto of Basutoland to do
what they have done for a hun-
dred years—to enter Free State
towns to wotk and shop, and
thereby to profit themselves and
the Free State. This happened
on about June 5, A new Police
post was set up at the Union end
of the bridge ot Ficksburg, and
the buondreds of Basuto wha
sleep in Basutoland and work in
Ficksburg were turned back one
day, without any warning being
given to them or their masters.
The hundreds of Basuto who
arrived in buses to shop in Ficks-
burg were turned back and were
not allowed into the Union. So
far so good The Government
had once more proved bow ‘krag-
dadig’ (powerful in actiop) it is
But a large percentage of Ficks-
bvrg's business is with " the
Basuto. The Ficksburg Chamber
of Commerce say that *‘the eco-
nomy of Ficksburg ..... depends
almost entirely on the purchasing
power of the Basutoiand Natives.”
And that day, and the next,
Ficksburg ‘“died. It became, in
the words of one inhabitant, ‘a
ghost town’ " (‘Friend,” 18.6 55)
Mr. Pictarsen, chairman of the
Ficksburg Afrikaanse Sakekamer,
said “I did practically no business
on those days......If I had to rely
on European trade in the district
I would go out of business.” Mr.
C. Willie, chairman of the Cham-
ber of Commerce, estimated that
*about 70 per cent of the trade

in the town comes from over the
border.” And so the Afrikaanse
Sakekamer and the Chamber of
Commerce called emergency
meetings. The Afrikaanse Sake-
kamer, sent a message to Gova
ernment urging the removal of
the ban, and the Chamber bf .-
Commerce wired the M.P. for
Ficksburg, Mr. H. C. Keyter:
“Police bave taken action under
Section 6 of Act 16 and are pro-
hibiting Basutoland Natives from
entering Ficksburg. This will be
disastrous to the economy of
Fickesburg as it depends almost
entirely on the purchasing power
of the Basutoland Natives. Please
endeavour arrange free entrance
for purpose of making purchases,
Suggest you get support of Min-
ister of Economic Affairs,

And so for once apartheid has
hit White South Africa. Hit it
far far harder thanit hit the
Basuto, for they could buy in the
many shops that there are in
Basutoland, And through their
organisations the White people
made their voices herd in Cape
Town, where they have an M.P.

What happened then? Three
days later the Minister of Native
Affairs, Dr. H, F. Verwoerd, told
the parliamentary correspondent
of the ‘Friend’ that the ban on
casual day-to-day visitors acrosg
the border had arisen through a
misunderstanding, and he “had
instructed his Department 1o
rectify the position immediately,

What (are the lesgons to be
drawn from this instructive little
*misunderstanding’? 1 think the
first is this—that the biggest mis-
understanding was that of the
Minister who has not yet under-
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stood how necessary fo the wel-
fare of White South Africa the
Africans are,  If he ever perpet-
rates his ideas of partitioning this
cyuatry he will make our whole
lovely country into a desert waste
—1 ghost country, Next, it is
v clear that it will be exceedingly
difficult for the Government to
freeze out the Basuto, by eco-
nomic or political boycotts of any
kind, But lastly, and most im-
portant, let us all note how quick-

\
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ly this tyrannical act was put
right, because those who suffered
bave the wvote, ahd bave their
M.P. at Cape Town to speak for
them, Let usall see that it is no
use trying merely to alleviate the
pain of government tyranny in
individual cases. South Africa’s
national cancer will only -be
cured when there is a shift in the
balance of political power, when
all have the vote. Let us be
satisfied with nothing less,
