“From time to time we
are reminded by our states-
men and political leaders
that .the Union of South
Africa is avowedly a Chris-
tian country. Further, it is
2 plain fact that one of the
articles of our Constitulion
acknowledges the Sove-
reignty .and Omnipotence
of God,'

"To this we must add
that there is a duty laid
upon us to acknowledge the
Divine Right of the State
as set forth by St. Paul in
Romans xiii 1-3

‘Let every soul be in
subjection to the higher
powers; for there is no
power but of God, and
the powers that be are
ordained of God, There.
fore he that resisteth the
power, withstandeth the
ordinance of - God: and
they that withstand shall
réceive ‘to’ themselves
jl:ldgment.'

No' Absolute Obedience

“Thus it is laid on our
consciences as Christians
to -obey the laws of the
State. But if that were the
end ‘of the matter I should
not flow be addrcssmg you.
Wc-have to inquire whether,
or not the State is em-

powered by God to demand
an absolute obedience from
us. Our Lord teaches us
that the State has no such
rightt  When asked about
the Roman tribute. ;money,
He replied, ‘Render to’
Caesar the things that are
Caesar’s, and t> God the
things that are God's'.

“There are some matters
therefore which are exclu-
sively God's, and which can
in no sense fall under the
competence of the State,
As our Article XXXVII
states: ‘We give not to our
Princes  the ministering
either ‘of God's Word; or of
the Sacraments.”

Limit Of Authority .
“To understand the limits
of the State’s authority, we
have to ask to what end the
State exists. Qur answer
to this will depend upon our
and
destiny of man, '

““As Christians we know
that our hope can never be
fully attained in this world,
and that we are citizens of
eternity, The individual is
immortal and the State is
not.

*“Indeed, as the late Arch-
bishop  William Temple
wrote: ‘This is the funda-
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mental conviction which
"must  always  distingish
Christian  politics from
secular politics. The end
for which the Christian
State exists is therefore

preliminary and preparatory
only: it is a kind of school,
training men well or ill for
eternity.’ \We infer .that it
can never belong to the
Christian State deliberately
to defy or deny either the
teachings of the Gospel or
the dictates of the Christian
conscience.

Man’s Obligations

*“Both the Gespel and the
Church have much to say
on the sub_]ectf of man's
obligation te worship God
and his relationship with
his fellows. e are all
children of the one'Heaven-
ly Father, and we are all
redeemed by the one In-
carnate Son. Geod is no
respecter of persons, and in
Christ, writes St. Paul: _

“I'here cannot be Greek
or Jew, circumcision or un-
circumecision, barbarian,
Scythian, bondsman, r,free-
man: but Christ is all and
in all.’

Ministers Powers

“Arising out of this teach-
ing we cannot avoid taking
note of the recent passing
irito law of the Native Laws
Amendment Act of 1957,
In this Act the Minister of
Native Affairs has been
given the power to forbid
the assembling of curselves
together under certain cir-
cumstances.

LEWS came through as we went to Press that the
N naiional committee of the South Alrican Institute
of Race Relations had decided to carry on the
work it had been doing as though nothing had happened
It would not advise its African members to resign or ask
for a Pass to attend its gatherings!

There are 1eally no -other honourable course open
but the dangers risked surround even the taking of the
only right course with an aura of something very much
like glory.

Tn recent yeats the Institute has been progressively
approaching the race problem from perspectives which
could inspire non-White confidence, If the Native Laws
Amendment Act was désigned to curb this process it is
simply because apartheid dare not face the truth., Itisa
murky philosophy of persecution thriving in the darkest
and basest corners of the human mind. The only effec-
tive answer to it is to stand up to it; to preach the truth
and to follow it with courage wherever it leads.

The Institute's decision suggests that it is in mood
to take this direction and in congratulating it very warm-
ly we shuuld like to add that in the dark and difficult
times which lie ahead it will redound to the good of al
concerned if the 'truth is seen progtessively from both
sides of the colour line.

Ouc convincing way of doifg this will be ta recognise
the nced for greater use of [nstitute platforms being open
on a wider scale to the various non-\Vhite peoples. A
case in point is the annual Hoetnle Memorial lecture; It
is becoming a fixed tradition that contributors from .this
platform should be all White. Let us make it quite plain
that we have the highest regard for both the integrity o
th¢ distinguished men and women who have in the past

been asked to give the Hoernle lecture and the quality,

of their contributions, But why should constructive
thinking on a problem which affects the non-Europeans
so vitally be a monopoly of people with a White skin?

Dynamite In Rhodesian Federation

HE White Press has given very little publicity to
the fears of Africans in Nyasaland and Northern

Rhodesia that the Central African Federation is
beeoming one more White trick to entrench White supre-
macy in the way it has been established in South Africa,
The mood of the politically dominant White groups
seems to be to concede civil liberties as the opening of
valves to control the release of dangerous steam, rather
than an open and warm-hearted acceptance of the African
as a citizen in his own right. There is dynamite there,
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The African wants neither the valves nor what Pro-
fessor Pistorius calls outlets.  He wants to see his right
to self-determination rccogn:sed If the Central African
Federation is slow in recognising it he will not hesitate
to make a bid for sovereign independence on the Ghana
model. If opposition to his aspirations in this direction
continues to be unreasonable an explosion, which might
rock both the Commonwealth and the ideal of partners
ship can be confidently said to be in the offing.

It would not be confined to Central Africa. I would
reinforce very heavily our own Africanists in the Union.
For this reason Black and White democrats have the duty
to exert all possible pressure to ensure that political wis-
dom and sanity dominate as the Federation approaches

1960, when its constitution will come up for review.

The point I am trying to
make here is that the Native
Laws Amendment Act is devoid
of all moral content; it is one
culminating point in a process
which has been systematically
destroying the moral basis on
which our legislative institutions
have been established. Itis a law
which does gross violence to the
buman conscience; to baman de-
ceacy. Toobeyit is to debase
HMan and therefore to sanction
slavery. To obey it is to deny
that Man was created in the
image of God—it is to say that
Masn is a means to an end.

When a law goes to these ex-
tremes; when it sets up political
tbuggery as the supreme arbiter
in- matters affecting the con-
science of Man, it is patently a
threat to society and a danger to
bumanity, The only duty of the
reasonable citizen in those cir-
cumstances is to refuse to obey
itand pay the price. It is to
this pass that the Anglican
Bishops have been brought.

But inspiring as their action is,
it is not enough, in a society
where political thuggery has be-
come the order of the day, merely
to refuse to obey., It is not
snough to be passive in opposi-
tion, There is the moral obliga-
tion to oppose a wicked ideology
sffectively.

Futile Gesture

By themselves the Bishops,
their clergy and laity are not
maay enough to defeat the moral
evil of apartheid. If they stand
by themselves the danger is real
that a2 demonstration which has
the potential to defeat apartheid
might tuen into a futile, some-
what exhibitionist gesture and an
opportunity lost for striking a
decisive blow for human decency
and justice.

The logical step which sug-

° gests jtzelf from the decision of
the Bishops, then, is the launch-
iag of a powerful campaign of
moral protest embracing all sece
tions of the Christian Church
which have not declared them-
welves in favour of the Church
Clause. .

With this in mind, may I
suggest, in all humility and on
b:half of the millions of ine
articulate African Christians and
just men and women that it
would make all the difference in
the fight against apartheid if the
Anglican and Catholic Bishops
seriously considered the possi.

But we are, together with Feder-
al citizzns, fnside the problem.
We are nat really outsiders. We
have scen some of the reasons for
th: inevitable decline of the
epeaditional South African way
of life” into thz biasskap-apart-
h:id fanaticism which has brought
gsuch suffering to four-fifths of
our population and, by its ex.

If, therefore, we say that it is
doubiful whether the Federation

a generation behind us was the
recent motjon  to amend the
Immorality and Indecency Sup-
pression Act. The original Act
prohibited intercourse between
African men and White women.
Its prime cause being the
op:ration of certain  White
prostitutes, there was some
justification for its title. The
recent motion, seeking to .pro-
hibit intercourse between White
men and African women, would
camplete the ban on  extra-
marital relations between White
and Black which was imposed by
South Africa’s Immorality Act
nearly thirty years ago. One of
the first actions of the Malan
Gaovernment in 1948 was-to ex-
tend the ban to relations between
Whites and afl non-Whites,

‘The selective pature of the
Upjon's Immorality Act,~as of
the mow suggested Rhodesian
law, shows that it has nothing
really to de with “immorality".
It is not “4llicit carmal inter-
cofirse'’ as such which is peohi~
bited. That may still be in-
dulged betwien White anld
YWhite, or nan-Waite and non-
Whaite, or (1n Raodesia even if
the motion becamz law) between
White, Indian or Coloured, Wise
governments recognise that not
all sins can or should be made
crimes, and extra-mafital sexual
intercourse is generally so re-
garded Tae Immorality Acts of
the Union and now poassibly of
Roodesia are frankly iospired by
racialism. Waether the Rhodesian
law, if amznded, will lead to the
odious prying, snooping, harag.
gsing of p:ople who bad some-
times maintained affectionate
family lives-—such as character-
ised the early Nationalist admin-
isteation of South Africa’s Act;
whether it will be disgraced by
the often oae-sided legal victi-
misation of the more vulnerable
race group, as in South Africa
today, remiins to be seen. But
even if it were to avoid those
excessts for the moment, s
blatantly racial character would
remain offensive both to -the
great majority of the Federal
population and to the jiberal-
minded :verywyere.

Alarmed

A Sosuth African liberal is
perhaps even more alarmed by
the repercussions of the Matimba
marrjage, We who are so ac.
customed to being asked if we
would like our daughters to

marry Africans, koow that the
answer is “only if she and he so
desire.”” Differences of outward
appearance -added to (for the
present) coniiderable differences
of culture and background make
any large number of White-Black
marriages improbable. But some
will occur and, as the cultural
gap is closed, their number will
jncrease. The theology of the
Dutch Reformed Churzches in
South Africa permits them fo

exclude evolution from  their
calculations. For Afrikaners,
therefore, White and Black,

Brown and Yellow were *‘created”
separate and distinct species like
d.fferent species of buck. But
this is not the opinion of science
which traces man back to at most
three maia roots  (Caucasoid,
Mosngoloid and Negroid) - and
perhaps only to pae. In any
cise, although closely similar
animals such as horses and
donkeys, lions and tigers and
certain buck can be induced to
inter-breed, their progeny are
javariably neuter (ie. “‘mules™),
But all varieties of homo sapiens
can inter-breed and produce fer-
tile offspring, thus establishing
that biologicaily we are one
species,  Moreover the Bantu
of the Uaion and Federation
descend from a mixeure of Hami-
tic (Caucasoid) with Negroid
and, therefore, certainly share a
commog historical apcestry with
us.

Biological Reason

There is thus no biological
reason against mixed marriages,
however sirong the other deter-
rents  Nor, outside the D R.C,,
can any Christian object to those
few who decide to venture into
them. In South Africa, before
the Mixed Mirriages Act of 1948
prohibited them, such marriages
numbered less than 100 a y:agin
a population of 13 millions, of
which only 5 a year were between
Europeans .and Africans, Our
racial segregation laws have not

yet really caught up with the
bandful “of lawfully contracted
mixed marriages. But we are to
deal with them on the principle
of “degrading’’ the fairer pastner
to,the race-status of the darker,
A White Coloured couple will be,
treated as Coloured for the pur-
poses of racial ‘classification and
residential segregation. A White-
Africap one as African. This is
sbocking enough, But is it worse
than a cquntry like Southern
Rhodesia which legally permits
mixed marriages but makes it
nearly impossible for the couples
to live together at all?

I have deliberately taken these
two sexual aspects of racialism asg
my first examples” because our
own South African experience
has proved that much general
prejudice and discrimination de-
rives from them. They are cer-,
tainly a basic cause of racial
conflict, possibly the basic cause.
All South African bistory attests,
the importance of facing up to
and clarifying our attitude to-
wards them, If we shirk that, we
shall shirk 1he rest—and so will
the Federation. Itis nota ques-
tion of e¢ncouraging mixed mar-
riages. One may still discourage
them for a number of good and
rational reasons. But one must
be prepared to accept, and accept
fully, those mixed unions that do
occur and their children. Most,
if not all, the so-called “degene-
racy’’ of mixed offspring has been
traced by the social scientists to
the hostile and prejudiced en-
vironment in which the children
grow up and the frustations they
meet with in life from one form
or another of a colour bar. A
multi-racial society, genuinely
non-discriminatory, cannot be
built on those foundations of
pbysical repulsion and  racial
arrogance which are embodied in
laws agaiost ‘‘immorality” and
mixed marriages.

because of this incident. Hum-
bly and sweetly he begged the
two communities to unite and
to let the bleod from his wounds
cement their [riendship.

appeal urgently to all White South Africans to conrider t'l'lc
“evils” of apartheid and scek to strive for an immediate change in
the Government's racial policy before the country faces a “holocaust,”

destruction in the holocaust.

“But a change must come,
otherwise our country faces a
disastrous future.

“The time'is short. The need
is urgent. Those penalised by
apartheid must be given concrete:
evidence of the chanpge before it
is too late,”

The chaoge, the statement said,
involved the elaboration of a
sensible and just policy enabling
any person, irrespective of race,
to qualify for the enjoyment of
full civil rights.

Up To Whites
No South African Government
could attempt such a change with-
out the consent of White citizens
—on whose shoulders lay square-
ly the burden of responsibility,

The Bishops concluded: “To
all white South Africans we direct
an earaest plea to consider fully
what apartheid means—its evil
aad anti-Christian character, the
injustices that flow from it, the
resentment and  bitterness it
arouses, the harvest of disaster
that it must produce in the coun-
try we all love so0 much.

The Bishops, meeting in Pre-
toria at the plenary session of the
South African Catholic Bishops
conference, decided unanimousty
to mainrain the church's stand
against apartheid,

A statement released by the 25

describes apartheid as “blasphe-
mous” and “a purpose dwarfing
every ‘every other purpose, an
end justifying any means.”
