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Mr. Gbedemah’'s Warning

11E warning addressed to White South Africa by
H Mr. Gbedemah, Ghana's Finance DMinister, in
which he said that the free peoples of Africa will
not tolerate a situation in which two million Whites op-
press over nine million Africans was a very important
pronouncement for the Union. He gave thé Whites five
years within which to effect reforms. If peaceful per-
suasion within that time failed to produce the desired
results, continued Mr. Gbedemah, the peoples of free
Africa would know what to do.

Mr. Gbedemah, as is widely recognised, is one of the
policy-makers in the Ghana government. . He is not one
of the wild men of the Convention People’s Party. On
top of 1his, as finance minister he cannot afford to be say-
ing wild things which, when echoed in the capitals of the
world, might have the effect of frightening foreign capital
from Ghana. Of significance, also, is the fact that the
statement has been made by a top-level Ghanaian shortly
after the Accra conference and in this light would reflect
at least the uliimate trend of opinion among some of the
leaders of the free peoples of Africa. Of the greatest
importance, however, is that Mr.» Gbedemah spoke so
strongly against \White South Africa shortly after his
return {rom a trip to the United States.

Gh. nia is 2 very small country when compared with
South Africa. She would not have the army to face the
Union Defence Force. Distance would make implied
talk of war meaningless in ordinary cifcumstances. De-
feat for the Ghanaian ferces would be catastrophic for the
small \West African nation. \We are certain that Mr.
Ghedemah knows all these weaknesses full and much
more. But it is thHese very weaknesses which make his
warning so important.

History has placed Ghana in the position o spear-
head the African people's revolt against \White domina-
tion. Ghana if fully aware that as long as there is an.
Alfrican oppressed because of his race, that will be a point
of humiliation for every African Power. To assert the
dignity of the African is, for Ghana, more than just a
question of prestige; it is an issue ol duty. And in carry-
ing out this duty Ghana could raise a volunteer army
exactly as the anti-fascists raised one during the Spanish
civil war. It is diffizult to think of any major country in the
world, with pechaps France excepted, from which volun-
teers would not be forthcoming.  On top of that, the op-

pressed peoples of Africa themselves would only too
gladly rally to the standard ol such art army. Add to this
the fact that both Russia and America would be in anp
awkward position if they stood in the way of African
liberation and the meaning of Mr. Gbedemah's warning
emerges in clearer terms.  If the \Vhite man wams to
remain deal to reason, there are people on the continent
who will not hesitate to resort to force.  This is the real
meaning behind Mr. Gbedemah's warning; the real chal-
lenge to apartheid. -

ERHAPS in no century in the history of the world have there been
such revolutionary changes as in the century in which we are

privileged to live.

One of the greatest changes has
been the entire concept of the
place of woman in society. We
bave only to turn to the Victorian
era to Jearn that women should
be seen and not heard was an
accepted axiom. The fair sex
wag supposed to have heea created
by the Almighty to bear children,
to lock after their wants and the
wantz of their fathers. The
household was their domain and
they were not supposed, to have
any interests outside that sphere.

No Right

In our own country there are
still millions who helieve that
women have no right to enter into
what have been man's special
prerogatives from time immemo-
rial. ‘That woman should have
meekly acquiesced in this theory,
with brilliant exceptions of coutse,
is what has often puzzled me.
Why did we not break through
our shackles earlier and rebel
against our utter dependence on
man? The answer probably
ig that we were not educated to
kaow any better and we suc-
cumbed on the plane of heing
physically weaker and economi-
cally depecignt and did not
realise that it was wholly pos-
sible for us to give bhattle and
ptove our prowess on the moral
and intelleciual planes.

Now chancs i3 thie one un-
changing law of life and the fact
of increased education, of there
not being a man for every woman
to marry as. for example in Eng-
land, the strain aand stress of life,
the fact that women showed them-
selves capahle of suffering for the
sake of their country whether
during war or whether during
stcuggles for political independ.
ence and other circumstances
bave widened our horizons of
outlock and I helieve that the
most outstanding sccial reform
in the world bas beet in this
century the coming of women
into and the part they are playing
teday in both national and inter-
national public life.

I am not one of those who
wants-pedal  the duties which
nature has apportioned to woman.

She is the natural pre-
server of life and as the mother
of the race it is her proud pri-
vilege not only to bring life
into the world but also to rurture
her children to become goad
citizens. A good race can only
come into existence if the mothers
are good and efficient. Experi
ence shows that man bears the
impress of his infant and child-
hood years up to the end of his
days. Apart from the onerous
task of the upbringing of her
progeny, woman has an import-
ant role to play 1n the home. A
bappy environment, a conteated
husband, a clean and artistic

It is sometimes
said that women coming into the
professions means negle..l of their
duties at home and it also means
more unemployment for men, |
have no doubt 1bat if we atrange
our lives methodically there is no
reason why the home should be
neglected. And in a well-ordered
state it is the inherent right of
every individual (¢ demand op-
portunities for work. In {he
USSR, where women, fifty years
ago, were just as backward ag we
sill are in many ways, they are

practically manning the kealth
and education services of the
country, In tbe USA it is quite
amazing ‘what an enormous
amount of work, both voluntary
and paid, is heing dotie by wemen
and consequently they exercise a
very great influence in the policies
of their country. The women of
the East too ate at loang lamt
awake and more and moce the
woman's voice must be heard in
the coungels of the world.

Special Contribution,

This is all to the good for
women have a special contribu-
tion to make, in particular in the
world of today where the dark
clouds of suspicion and mistruses:
cast a shadow of gloom and we
geem to stand on the edge of a
precipice all the time,

In our own country we women
have too keep the home fires of
hope and faith and charity hurn-
ing. We bave to get and demand
standards of integrity and deny
the accepted dictum that “politics
is a dirty game.” We_ can also
offer battle against the demons
of untouchability, caste and com-
munalism which still menace
society, Social service is our

#
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special field jn which we can play
an intelligent and devoted role.

Finally while I want women to
take an active part in life in
every sphere, I never want them
to gointo the armed forces and
Iearn the use of the ghbastly wea-
pons of war., We at any rate
must remain faithful adherents of
the creed of non violence. If we
desert that armour we are lost.

Jatat and Dikshit at the cone
trols kept fighting against odds in
the switling airpane. It was a
hard task to keep the airplane
undet conuol under such ad-
verse conditions.

The bydraulic system had fajl-
ed soen aftet the explosion, and
made controls harder to mani-
pulate; the tight-hand wing area
was being damaged mote and
more evety second, and this ug-
‘balanced the lift from the wings
and tbhe aitplane could no mote
be made to follow a steaight and
lower coutse.

Pathak stood behind the pilots,
peeting batd in front, looking out
for the Natuna geoup of islands,
pnear which was the site chosen
for ditching, D'Cunba kept
vigilantly at the formidable cask

and deptessutising the cahin in
an evet-descending aicplane.

The passengers, with an iton
will, temained in theit seats in
spite of the flaming death-dance
atound. Miss Betry, D'Souza
and Pimenta bravely temained
with the passengets to keep up
their spirits.

Duty

It suddenly flashed actoss my
mind that the crew members in
the cockpit might not he equipped
with life-jackets So I picked
thtee life-jackets (I could not
carfy more thao three in one
trip) and dashed to the front.

I left these in the Navigator's
compattment and was retutniog
to the cabin to pick up two mote.
As I opened the cabin enttance
door, I perceived Miss Betry
with theee life-jackets heading
for the cockpit.

Het face was white, exptes-
sionless, she did not look at me,
but merely stared in front seized
up by a sense of duty which
makes actions look more mechani-
cal than inspited

T dated not look into her face
too long, she looked so geim., I
metely held the cabin doot epen

fot bet to enter the cockpit aod -

followed her. I gave one jacket
to Pathak and one to D'Cunha,
apd Miss Berry, put the two
jfackets on the two pilots.”

D’Cunha slipped the jacket
around his neck. Since both his
hands were engaged, I stepped
up to him and the straps of his
jackets around his waist. Then
I heaced myself with a jacket in
a burey®

Only aftet secuting the pilots
with life-jackets, did Miss Berry
equip betself with one. I stepped
Jorward to Captain Jatar and
told him my opinion ahout the
extent of the fire.

“Captain Jatat, the wing may
dtop off within a couple of
minutes,” to which Capt. Jatar
metelysaid in a cool unpertutbed
voice, “We are ditching.” Those
weee his last wotds to me,

When he said, “We ate ditche
ing,” it was useless ceturning to

the cabin to watch the fire, for
nothing hut flames were visible
through the windows. And now
a more important job awaited me.

That was opening the emet-
gency escape windows and doots.
I bad alteady decided the ordet
in which to open the windows,
There is a definite ptocedute for
opening the emergency windows,
which when cartied out in otder,
expels the smoke ftom the cabin
if any.

I was now only awaiting otdets
to open the emetgency exits, and
the otder would be given as socn
as the cabin was fully depressutis-
ed, because unless that is done
the emergency exits and doots
cannot be opened, :

As I stood there waiting fot
my otders, D’Cunha agitatedly
infotmed Capt, Jatar that Mo. 3
engine was on fite. This was
from the fite warning indicating
system. We all knew that it was
not the engine that was on fite
but that the fire bad spread upto
the engine.

Emergency

The Captain ordered the en-
gine to he stopped and fite
extinguishing ptocedute to be
followed. I had half a mind of
advising the Captain not to stop
the engine, hecause stopping of
this engine was going to worsen
the switling motion of the ajr.
plane,

But on second thoughts I fele
it was bettet to face a wotse
bandling of the aitplane than
wotse fire. Fire had alteady
reached up to the engioe and
unless the engine was stopped,
its pumps would litetally add fuel
to the fire.

Immediately on the Cap-
tain’s orders, the éngine was
stepped and the remaining set of
cathon-dicxide hottles discharged
on the engine. Vet the fitz did
not abate in the least,

‘The next warning in the cock-
pit sounded ftom the right-band
cabin heatet. (There are two
heater units, fot the purpose of
sending in heated air in the cahin,
situated in the belly of the air-
plane in line with the wing tear
edge)

The fitz now had crawled upto
this heatet unit—ie. upto the
main hody of the airplane. But
no more carbon diexide was left
over.

Thete was nothing to be done;
and even if we had some |catbon
dioxide available it would? have
been ineffective against this mam-
moth fire. The size of the fire
was too big to be combated by
the normal equipment availahle
on an aitplane. ,

The designer had not antici-
pated such a fite, and ceteainly
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not in the Jocation whete we had
eocountered it. Hence bhe (de-
signet of the aitplane) had made
available fite extinguishing equip-
ment only in locations where
there was likelibood of an in-
ternal fite, and that too, of a
limited quantity—enough to
smother the fice of an anticipated
mapgnitude.

The fite was abnormally large,
and in an unexpected place. It
ruthlessly went on spreading
ovet the wing, in the same way
as a tiver spteads mercilessly,
once it bas broken through a
dam.

Hatdly a minute had lapsed
since I last stepped in the cock-
pit awaiting orders for opening
the emergency escape windows.
D'Cunba ioformed the Captain
that the cahin now was fully
depressutised.

1 stood in readimess to dart
to the cabin and out came
otders from Capt Jatac, “Karnik,
cpen the emergency exits.”

Order

Itis necessaty to open these
exits before the impact of the
aitcraft with water. On  impact
the body of the aitctaft, even in
the case of the most cautious and
skilled landing, gets distorted
and petfectly fitting exits get
buckled and in mapy jnstances
cannot be opened,

When a notmal laading is
made on hatd gtound the wheels
and specially-designed  shock
ahsotbets take all the landiog
impact. But in the case of a
landing on water, wheels and
shock absorhets ate of no avail
and the main hody of the ait-
plane ditectly teceives all the
sheck, with the tesultant buck-
ling.

Captain Jatar had barely given
his order when I tushed into the
cahin., The cabin was like a
smouldering futnace, red as
blood and intensely hot. The
window on the tight side showed
nothing hut flarres, big red
flames and mote red fames.

It was amazing that the wings
still remained attached to the
main hody. It still gave lift,
though at a diminisking rate.
The 1eft wing was clean, intact
and in one piece.

In those few miputes each one
in the aircraft had sensed death
—red-hot and fiery Everyone
had hattled against it; hoping
against hope te ¢ome out alive.
All were alive this minute,

A few minutes later it would he
a different stoty. Pethaps none
would live, Yet I hoped that
the aitcraft might float for a few
minutes. Even three minutes
would be encugh to save all on
hoard.
