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Violence By The ANC

IE leaders of the African National Congress have

” gone on record as saying that they are committed

to non-violent methods in the fight to extend the

area of liberty in South African national life. Men of

goodwill have often taken their word when they said this

and supported them because this is the only sane method

by which 10 Iree the African and build a truly united
nation.

But in recent years there have been developments
within the ANC which lay the foundations for a situation
where anybody bent on transforming the movement into
an instument of violence could do so without the leader-
ship being in the position to stop events getting out of
control.

Volunteers

The formation of the volunteer corps within the
ANC was an unfortunate step.  These people are dis-
ciplined; they have a sense of coherence and, in moments
of excitement, would act as a disciplined unit in directions
which might not be desired by the leaders of the ANC,

In other words, they could very well be the shock
troops of the ANC. Their performuance at the Pan-
Africanist cciference in Durban illustrates this point very
well. A group of them tried to force their way into the
YHICA hail although they knew that the Pan-Africanists
were holding a conflerence and not a mass meeting. One
of them linully catered the hall and were it not for the
presence of mind of Africanist leaders a very ugly scene
might have developed.  When he was forced out, he
yelled, brandished a knife and physically assaulted one of
the people standing in front of the YMCA hall,

Another,an official of the ANC, actually made threats
of violence to the political correspondent of “Opinion.”
All these men can be identilied if the ANT wants to take
disciplinary action against them.

Prior to this, on June 26, girls had gone about town
shouting the Congress salutition and beating up anyhody
carrying parcels. They beat up men and women, f this
is what non-violence means, there is every reason to ashk
what precisely the leaders of the ANC mean when they
say they want to use peaceful methods.

Liquor Boycott Urged

HILE the boycott of potatoes
initiated by the Congresses
is directed againat White farmers
of the Bethal area, one inevitable
result is that middle men dealing
exclusively io potatoes have been
very hard hit, In Durban, there
are several well estaplished In.
dian potato merchants who have
for several years teaded in nothing
else. And in the Indian market,
there are a number of stallbolders
who deal entirely in poratoes and
onions. Now, their stalis are bare.
Ailthough they were got called
upon officiatly by the Congeesses
mot to stock this produce, there
are sumply no customers., And
they daren't even stock the spud
for their White customers. “Some
men came around,” one stall-
holder said, “and they said they
were from Congress, I never saw
them before. But they warned
me that they knew where I atay
and that if I sold any potatoes
my house would be burnt dewn.
I used to support the Congress
before, but in future they won't
get a peony from me.”’

Mecanwhile, it is clear that none
of the Congresses have authorised
apy of their supportese to intimi-
date traders, nor eveu consumers.
The action complained of by the
trader is probably due to an
over enthusiastic Congress sup-
porter or group of supporters
taking their own steps to cnsure
the success of the boycotr.

R. S6BUKWE'S speech to the Pan-Africanist regional con-
ference in Durban was not so much different from what he bas
said before on the attitude of the PAG to what he styles “foreign

minority groups”,

people of liberal persuasion gen-
uinely seek to identify thcmselves
with the oppressed.

N what was probably Durban’s biggest-ever meeting, transcendiog
in size even that of the much-vaunted Torch Comman-do
gathering held some years outside the Durban Post Office, the citi-
zens of Durban showed in unmistakeable mapner their abhorrence
of Goverament policies.

None of the various political
parties which bave blossomed
in the Congo recently hbas had
th? time or opportunity to ace-
quire a truly national follow-
ing, Most of them are tribal Jor
regional io outlook, The Abako
party, which the Belgians
blame in part of the January
tiots, is still the strongest of the
lot, even though afficially
baoned.

Organised originally ag a
study group, the Abaka speaks
primarily for the people of the
Bakongo tribs who populate
the -lower end of the Congo
Basio between Leopoldville apd
the sca. Because they have had
longer contact with the outside
woild than other Congolese
tribes, the Bakongo ars _more
sophisticated than the rest and
like to show it,

Aims For Federation .

Other tribes are inclined to
regard them with suspicion, a
fact that may give Mr. Kasa-
vuby some trouble in his ¢forts
to attain leadership:  HHg party
wants a federal type of govern=
ment for the Congo, perhaps to
facilitate its pet project of re-
viving the glory of the ancient
Bakoogo Eingdom.

Most other parties (and the
Belgians) are opposed to fed-
eration. Up.country opposition
is based partly on fear of Ba-
Dongo hegemoay, partly on fear
that federation would provide
an excuie lor certain remote
patts of the country—for exs
ample, the [fabulously rich
mining belt of the Katanga
and the “white bigblands™ of
the eastern frontier—to seek o
large measure of autonomy,

The ooly party bhesides the
Abako which bas shown any
sigoificant strength so far is
the Daps, led by Partrice Lus
mumba, He fisst came to pubs
lic notice a few years sgo when
he was jailed forallegedly heip-
ipg himself to public funds
from the till at a postoffice
where he was working.
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Luter, he got publicity of a
more lavourable Rind when with
two other Congolese nationalists
he mccepted an invitation to
attend the Pan African confers
eace at Accra.

Abako Firm On

The
spark which set 8 Durban shanty
town in flames last weeb could
as easily do its damage in any
other usban concentration ip the
Ugion, since the basic raw
material for violence—human
hatred—is omaoispresent. Og
this eoccosion, the immediate
causeiappears to be the myni-
cipal autherity’s atiempt to
destroy the Zulu women’s illicit
stills which, coming after the
destruction  of their shanty
homes im a slum-clearance
scheme, proved the metch to
the powder-barrel, FPeople are
prepared to suffer many depri-
vations, so loog as they canp
drown their sorrows: For the
natlive women, it iz more than
a question of drowning sarrows,
since the illicit stills ace one ol
their main sources of income.
Any authority which attacks
both the peoples' drink and
their livelihood at cne and the
same time is asking for
trouble.

S surely as Africa will soon be 2 continent of newly free men
secking a direetion for their future, one of their leaders in that
search will be a~young, eloquent and dedicated Kenyan pamed

Tom Mboya,

At 29, Mr. Mboya is a member
of Kenya’s Legislative Council,
general secretary of the Kenya
Federation of Labour, president
of the Nairobi People’s Conven-
tion party and—most important
to the continent as a whole—
thairmap of the steering com
mittee of the All-African People's
Conferetnce. In that role, he
carries heavy potential influence
indetermining where the emerging
nations will stand in relation to
the power blacs of the world.

Recently, Mr, Mboya added
ta his list of titles that of honot-
ary doctor of lawa from Howard
Unpiversity.  During a three-
day visit to this country to accept
that depree, be slowed down in
Washington long enough for a
conversation about Africa, the
Uaited States and tomorrow.

He is a handsome man of
medium height, who walks with
a soft tread and 2 sidewise roll of
bis shoulders that could be a
mild swagger of self-conscious-
ness, of self confidence. He is
well-tailored, and hkes dark
glasses outdoors and bright ties
outdoors and in- His thick hair
is shaved square across the back
of his neck.

Ap air of seeming diffidence he
wears ob mecting turns out to
be mote politeness than shyness,
for he blossoms with enthusiasm
and is bard to interrupt once he
begins talking to an interested
listener.

It is not exact to say I have
‘warned’ that Africans may turn
to communism if the West does
not offer them true democracy,
But out of sheer necessity, the
people have to turn somewhere
for held, bath political and eco-
nomic. Every African leader
eventually bas to  deliver the
goods, and often those goods
must be imported,” Mr. Mboya
says.

He leans forwatd, and his
browo cyes pin you down. “We
in Africa are watching closely
the comparative propress of
India and China, It is very
obvious that Communist China
is now moving faster than India
and will soon be a major econo-
mic power.” He does not add
to this, seteming to think s
sigaificance is obvious enough,

“To say we want and need aid
is not tosay we want outright
pifts of dollars, We would
rather have co operation and
partnership, for example, in the
form of - longsterm, low.interest
loanf, instead of gifts,

“The United States bat a
major role in our future becauss
no country is more powerful,
none has a bigger potential or a
firmer commitment to democracy
than it does, Italso has a very
direct stake in how Africa de-
velops  We expect the United
States to accept its moral respon-
sibility, and put out a hand to
us to help us berome free, then
to help us succeed after we are
free," he continued,

He makes it clear he has been
watching the Middle East, as
well ag the India-China contesty
*lastead of waiting until coun-
tries are almost run over by com-
munism before showing an in-
interest in them, the United
States should move early, identi-
fying itsclf as a friend of the
people 28 a whole Then it
would not be forced always to
take sides in domestic issues,
with the resulting nezd to assume
a defensive position before the
opposing side.

“I feel strongly that the
United States should exert all ber
influence on Britain to leosen her
colonial control and allow us to
run our owa affairs, Again, this
is a2 marter of self-interest, In
every case in which the West has
to take the defensive or apologise
for colonialism, the West is
weakened in the ceyes of the
world; its moral standing s
barmed, This opology presents
ta the colonial peoples a picture
that tempts them to look the
other way, away from the West,

““Yet,”” he goes on, ‘funless
something very drastic happens,
I cannot believe they will turn
toward communism or toward
dictatorship. Because of our
background, our education, we
must prefer democracy and free-
dom.”

Mr, Mbaya's own background
typifies the way in which West-
ero, usualy British, sthooling and
political standards bave left their
stamp on leaders all over Africa
Born a2 Luo tribesman o 2 sisal
estate in Kenya’s white highlands,
he was the son of illiterate parents
who had been converied to
Catholicism, He went to Cathalic
lower schools, then Holy Ghost
College, then the Royal Sanitary
Institute’s Medical ‘Training
School, then the Jean's School,
near Nairobi, Later he spent a
year studying industrizl relations
and political institutions at Rus.
kiz College, Oxford.

He was appoizted a cily egani.
tary _iuspcctor in  Nairobi, but
dismissed for his palitical activity,

He won one of the eight legis-
lative seats allowed Neproes in
Kenya beginning in 1957, and
since then has agitated for more
representation for his  people,
The number has gone up to
fourteen, He now is pushing
for 23 of the total 34, which still
would be short of propostionate,
for Kenya has 6,000,000 Negroes,
ess than 60,000 whites and some
180,000 Asians and Arabs

In politics, in settling labour
disputes, in everything he has
done and advocated in Kenya
and in his fast rise to much
wider recognition, Mr Mboya
has replaced the Mau Mau
terrotism led by Jomo Kepyatta
with strong  unremitting—yet
legal and non violent—pressure.

Of the work of tke All-African
People’s Conference, organised
last year at Accra, Ghbaos, he
says:

“We are contributing to the
national struggles withk aid and
leadership, trying to strengthen
their organisation  But of course
we cannot go into colonies from

outside to organise resistance to
the Government. We aid largely
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with advice. And we have built
‘defence funds’, which enzbled
us recently to give help to the
families of men jailed during the
trouble in Nyasaland,

#The objectives of the coh-
ference, 50 of the steering com-
mittee, have to be broad and
general because we cover such a
big territory with such a wide
variety of local situations. One
of the conference’s purposes is to
be a forum for ideas from these
different areas, and keep up the
impetus toward an eventual Afri-
can federation. I for one believe
stroogly in such a federation,”

Aud, switching subjects: “What
Awericans do I admire most?
Jefferson, Lincoln  What about
American attitudes toward Africa
today? It is encouraging that in
recent montchs, the past couple of
years, many of the Americans
who have come to Kenya are not
there just to see the animals, but
are intelligent observers, people
who care what is happening in
Africa.”

Significant aod encouraging,
tao, is the fact that when in the
flow of genecral conversation he
speaks collectively of the United
Statss~!he West—and  Africa,
Tom Mboya uses the word “we."
