Plan To Fight

For Secession
BLANTYRE.

ELLINGTON CHIRWA, 3 former member of the
w Rhodesian Federal Parliament has announced plans

for a united political front to fight for Nyasaland's
secession from the Rhodesian federation and complete
independence within the British Commonwealth.

The decision in principle
to form the front was taken
at a meeting of Nyasalund
African leaders, including
members of the legislative
council, at Zomba, he said
in a statement. The front
would also fight for the
release of all political de-
tainees, the
granting and recognition of
African majorities in the
executive and

Mr. Nyaose Raises A New
Problem

FLEXIBILITY is a virtue in any politician who

aspires to tackle scriously the race problem (?f

«  South Africa at the moment. For this reason it

is of some significance that Mr. J. D. Nyaose, Secretary
for Labour in the Pan-Africanist Congress, revealed a
frame of mind, when he spoke at the Durban regional

conference of the PAC last week, which shows that
the leaders of Pan-Africanism are trying to face
realities.

He said that talk of mixed membership for, pelitical
trade union organisations might not be realistic as long
as there are glaring inequalities based on race. These
created preferences on the African side which would most
probably be not acceptable on the \Vhite side. It was of
the greatest importance that the African’s bargaining
power should first be built up to place him in the position
where the dignity of his person would be respected and
from which he could proceed to meet the more privileged
groups as an equal. At the same time he faced the fact
that the South Africans have different cultural and other
backgrourds; that in the final reckening all would have to
be united by o common loyalty,

To move events in this desired goal invelved sacri-
fices by all sides and not only by the oppressed, he
argued, Was the European who wanted to work hand
in hand with the Pan-Africanists ready to leave the White
areas, tbandon the privilege which goes with a White
skin and suffer where the African suffercd?  Was he pre-
patred to accept African languages as his own?

Thisis a realistic move forward on the part of Pan-
Africanism. It is mediocre statesmanship which will
deny that there are yardsticks by which 1o determine the
sincerity of u human being, Such insistence could very
well be indistinguishable from a double-faced attempt to
emulate Verwoerd. By putting these questions to the
White community, Mr. Nyaose was cautiously trying to
find his way into that form of identification which would
malie the PAC non-racial in word and deed. 1t js for
democrats on the White side to make earnest endeavours
to answer the questions which are uppermost in that
section of opinion for which the Pan-Africanists speak,
To attack the Pan-Africanists as racialists when no
genuine cffort is made to answer thejr questions
could very well become a dangerous technique of

smearing,

T is clear that the Durban municipal authorities are determined to

pravoke scrious trouble at Cato Wagor.

A few days age Bour-

quio, the manager of ihe municipal Native Affairs Department, asked
for the expulsion of about eight African leaders whom he regards as
baving been responsible to some extent for the recent disturbapces.
As these notes were written the Police had once more started the
raids which ignited the explosions of a few weeks ago

In the teare atmosphere which
still cxists in Durban these
moves are not only maladroit;
they are clear provocatio’n._ .

The municipality has not fome
out brilllantly in the riots.' Bor-
qQuin himse)f addreseed 2 long
and passionate plea to the muni
cipality and Durban's employers
of African labour for highesr
wages He argued cloquently
that at the base of the riots was
the economic factor; the ia-
tolerable poverty of the African.
Now it would appear, the povertly
of the African bas suddenly gone
off the scene; it is now the agi-
tators who caused trouble at Cato
Manor

These zig-zags in Bourquin’s
logic are neither clever nor smart
Whenever the African takes defi«
nite action Y0 protest against
iojustice, the Whire authority
promptly smeclls out agitators
and comes along with bans and
deportations  This will not
transform ipjustice 1o apything
better; it will not make the Afti-
can doclde It might soothe the
corrupted <conscitnce of the
majority of Whites in this coun
iry, but it will net crush the
African's spirit of revolt against
White domioation, In the long
run it is the very dynamite which
will one day bring White domj.
nation crashiog to the ground,

In a civilised community it g
the duty of the Police to ensure
that the faws of the Japd are
tespected. Thus if (here g
reasonable ground that crime §s
being committed at Cato Manor,
it is the duty of the Police to get
bold of the enemies of so cicty
But the Police are doipg some.
thing elsc at Cato Manor. Ia
their so-called raids for illegal
breweries they use methods
which are least calculated to
ensure respect for law apd order.

Homes are broken into during
the early hours of the morning:
The privacy of family life iy not
respected, Doors  apg other
propesty ate smashed and, g
many ways, violence {s ygeq
where there is, atrictly speaking,
no nced for it.

1f these things were doge to
the White people there would

be a hue and cry from every
platform  But because they are
done to the African, the city
fathers can ia all seriousness con-
sider the idea of banning men
and women whose only real crime
is, in the final reckoning, the fact
that they have dared to say
injustice is a wicked thing "~

Tae fact that there is so much
irresponsibility from those who
assess human worth in terms of
race places a very beavy res-
ponsibility on the African people,
The latter have to impose a rigid
form of discipline on themselves
and avoid creating  situations
which the Bourquing could use
to justify their bans on African
leaders,

For this rcason alone, if for
vo other, it is of the preatesy jm-
portance that techniques should
be perfected, not only to narrow
dowa the area of violepce but to
extend the ficld where nop viplent
methods can be used,

Tyranny js not going 10 be
changed by sporadic demonstra
tions. These might at times
bave a value all their own. @ts
back will be broken by concerted
efforts and co.ordinated action
by those organisations which
claim to fight to extend the area
of liberty in  South Aftjcan
national life:

Thus, where from the side of
the rulers we pet irresponsible
provocation, we should get, from
the anti apartheid side, realistic
statesmanship which will be ready
ta siok the differences of the
moment in the face of common
dangers and pool the resources of
the oppressed for a definite and
effective stand against injustice,

In the final reckoning this js
the basic challenge hurled ac all
of us by the attitude of the city
council and the Police. If liberty
is precious to us, we have to
accept it, Aod it is precioys
because it is the only condition
which would enable us to make
the best possible use of our lives.

THE are in Howick, Natal, of

being illegally in Natal, has again
spotliphted the ridiculous pro-
visiots of the Immigration Act,
1913, In terms of this bit of
legislative nonsense, no South
Afcican of ladian otigin may
travel or reside in any province
of the Union, other than the pro-
vince of his birth {or of substi-
tuted domicile) without being in
posseesion of a permit issued by
the Immigeation Department In
effect, a South African citizen is
regarded 33 an alien in parts of
bis owa country.

The result is that the immi.
gtation offices are nearly always
inundated with applicaats for
permits. Whether 2o Indian de-
gires to trave! on holiday, or on
business, or urgently to visit a
sick relative or even more urgent.
Iy to attend the funeral of per-
haps his cwn father, hf has firat

f

of all to obtain a permit. This
entaila the usual long queucing,
labotious form-filling, the some-
times deposit lodging, all of
which involving a fantastic waste
of time, quite apart from the
totally unnecessary inconvenience.
In Durban, the officials at the
immipration department are al-
ways helpful. The fault {3 not
theirs, but that of a stupid system
imposed by a vicious law. To be
faic, the United Party is as much
to blame for this law as are the
Nationalists, just as much as the
U.P. supporters share the guilt
for most of the oppressive legis-
laticn that sullies the Union
statute books.

Dr. Dadoo was in this instance
issued with a temporary permit
after being detained for one night.
But the provision nevertheless
remains, with the police ever

CCORDING to Peking
Radio, Iadia’s Kerala
lepislative assembly passed the
agrarian relations bill proe-
posed by the Communist Party.

provides that all landholdings
in the state be restricted to
15 acres of- double-crop land
for a family of five. In cases
where the family has more than
five members the ceiling would
be raised to & maximum of 25
acres of double-crop land. ‘ All
land in excess of the limit of
the ceiling will be surrendered
to the government, which will
pay compearation to awners at
50 per cent. of the marketable
value of the Jand. Land sur.
rendered to the government
after the imposition of ceilings
will be distributed among land«
less peasants acd those with
small lapdholdiogs. The bill
prescribes maximum and mini.
mum r1ates of fair reat for
various classes of land. The
bill also provides for the pro-
tection of the interests of small
landholders, owning less than
five acres of land, who form the
bulk of the Kerala peasantry.
It extends protection for fixity

of tenure and landlords are pot
allowed to take bach rented
land at will. According to the
Indian constitution, !andowaers
must be compensated if land
reflorm is to be carried out,
Both tbe extent of the ceiling
and the rate of compepsation
in this bill are the lowest so
far fixed in the country.

HE debate in the Commons en
the deaths of eleven Mau
Mau detainees at, Hola Camp, in
Kenya, rose to 2 high level of
argument and of dramatic force
says an editorial in the “Man-
thesier  Guardian®. Both the
Colonial Secretary and Sir Frank
Soskice, wha spoke first for the
Opposition, threw a good deal of
fresh light on this disastrous
incident and its background, The
Opposition had, ou the whole,
the better of the argument; but
they did pot bave things all tbeir
own way. There is very litile
doubt left after the debate that
the responsibility for this disaster
spreads a good deal farther than
the camp officers against “whom
charges have already been framed
Itis plain that there was a dread-
ful miscarriage of prison adminis
tratien, and that what was on the
best izterpretation a very difficult
and delicate experiment was
carried out with an almost reck
fess lack of preparaticn, under.
standing and supervision On
the other hand, there is (still 2
shade of doubt about the lCowan
Plan jtself—whetber it was, as
Sir Frank said, at once ‘‘lunatic
io conception™ and 1llegal under
the Kenya prison code, ot
whether, as the Colonial Secre-
tary argued, it was in itself a
possible solution to a very diffi-
cult and peculiar problem of
Mau Mau psychology, which
failed only because 1t was not
properly carried out. His argu
m:nt may s:ve, f accepted, as a
defence of Mr. Cowan himself;
at the sime tme, it damos even
more thoroughly the prison ad.
ministration, in whoss hands, as
Sit Frank Saskice said, 1t was
"hopelessly bungled 1n execution,
owing to their muddle and mis-
managemens '’

The zebabilitation—can no one
find a more human word?—of
the geeat majority of the Mau
Mau prisoners and detainees has
been a tremendous achievement,
of which the Kenya Government
may well be ptoud, and of which
anyone who visits Kikuyyland
todiy may see the fruits Mry.
Lennox Boyd was quite right
both ta recall this context to the
debate and to draw attenticn to
the good work done in other
aspee.s of Hola Bay. For Mr.

Is it maintained that, as the
plan aimed at a psychological
cffect and not at the performance
of a material task, it ceased to be
a form of forced labour?

changing their eourses, erroding
towns and leaving a trail of
devastation, misery and suffer-
ing in their wake. Ta this re.
gard Assam also suflers a great
deal.

Recently the country bas been
heariog of the grave suffering
ol those liviog in Assam, pecti-
cularly io Kemprup in Gaubati
District, The greit Brabma-
pulra river swhich has been
praised in legend and mythology
ag well as in historical records
often {uras aut to be a river of
sorrow.
