The Dangers Of Indiscriminate
Boycotts
By JORDAN K. NGUBANE

NE of the blunders in the conduct of the resistatice movement was
the failure to call it off at the time when it remained a disciplined
demonstration. It was allowed to drag on until it virtually fizzled
out, projecting into the fore the real weaknesses of the organisers and
leaders rather than those of the people. In the end the morale which

it had built up was allowed to weaken.

It would seem that some of

the legsons of the resistance movement were not fully learnt if we
ook at the conduct of the potato boycott.

There is reason to belicve that
the potato boycott wa$! midre of
an emotional reaction to" prove-
cation of a certain type rather
than a very carefully planned
demonstration designed to im-
press apartheid with the African’s
bostility to it, Having committed
itself to the potata boycott in a
hurry, the Congress Movement,
like everybody, was taken by
complete surprise by the success
of the demonstratioh.

In Durban alone, it is atill
difficulr for the citizens 1o get
potatoes from non White dealers-
It would appear as if the Con.
gress Movement has now been
overwhelmed by its own success.
Finding the Africans (and the
othernon.Whites for that matter),
willing to make collosal sacrifices
to demonstrate opposition to race
oppression, the leadership doex
not seem able 1o kiiow precisely
what te do,

Thig weakness arises from the
very nature of the boycott itself.
Indiscriminate boycatts might be
easy to launch; so also, possibly,
those of patticular products. But
the danger is that you can never
know bow far to go with such a
boycott. 1fthe potato affair i
any guide, sooner or later it gets
out of coantrol. Some peoplé
start buying the product while
the others desist, At that moment
morale cracks again and fhe
spirit of militant oppesition to
tace oppression seems to have
mementarily spent itselfs That
should not happet whece there
has beea careful planning and
comsistent application in moviag
events ta a clearly defined point,

t is gratifying to note that
certain leadera of the ANC bad
begun to appreciate the value of
*'status” boycotts ay against the
boycotrs of products. In 2 speech
iz Johaunesburg before he was
baaned, Mr, Duma Nokwe, then
sceretary general of the ANC,
said that the ANC would con-
sider status boycotts as well in

the fight againat apartheid—or

worda to that effect,
This was realistic thinking. It
indicated that there is creeping

into the thinking of the ANC
that flexibility without which
there cannot be a uaited effort
against apartheid.

The status boycotta are to a
certain point the invention of the
Africanists, In them a certain
sbop or institution is singled out
for the boycott. The owners of
the store are notified jn - tinde
that they must mend their ways
within a given period. 1If they
comply, notbing bappens to barm
them. If, on the other band,
they are obstinate, their estabe
lishment is boycotted. This de-
monsriation goes on as long as
there is intransigeance,

The first indication of a
chavge of mind cvokes a res.
ponse. - The machinery iy -always
there for producing the desired
results and calling off the boyeott
when it has served its purpose.
Besides, the purpose is always
slearly defined.  And, above all,
the results can' alss be seen.

Agaiost this background it can
be seen that ohe does fot need to
have vecy deep powers of pene-
tration to realise that the potato
baycott seems to be {osing ite
purpose mow. What is it pre.
cisely thit it wis desigded '.to
achieve? Haa it achieved ihat ?
If yes, where? If not,\is there
much wisdom in continuing jt?

These are the questions which

peed to be answered quickly so
that the boycott dods mot fizzle

out in ways to suggest or lead to

That hiz action, though
very necessary and even if rather
belated, showed an awareness of
the social and economic problems
facing Africans in the City, and
that perthaps this executive was
after all a little ahead of City
Councillors in finding sensible
remedies to the stare of unrest
prevailiog.

Should the
purchaser ask for it back, he

expresses willingness to return

the vehicle—upon payment of all
arrees and interest and subject to
observance of other conditjions as
well, Invariably, however, the
purchaser erropecusly conciudes
that since the purported Mes:
senger of the Court has taken the
car away, the car is lost and
nothiog furtber could be done.
A few moanths pass and the same
car is sold to some other uaowary
member of the public  The
victims are mostly Indians.

To be fair to the trade, only a
few motor firms—the so called
mushroom conceras—perpeteate
this sort of trick It is never
indulged in by the reputable
establishments The remedy
bowever liess in the hands of
motor car buyers. They should
never part with goolls except to
a proper messenger of the Court
who must serve all the papers,

Nehru Thinks Of New

Osborn Attacks Housing
Proposals

(From Our Own Correspondent)

/

OUNCILLOR PERCY OSBORN, who is at preseat perhaps
the foremost supporter in the Durban City Council of the
Mationalist Government’s apartheid plens hes scuthiggly attackead
plaos envisaged by the Conncil’s Housing Cemmittes for the
erection of 20,000 houses for Indians at Umblatuzana; ‘The
proposal is that the Council should acquire seme 5,700 acres of
land in this ares, n portion of which has already been praclaimed

for Indian occupation by the Minister of the Interior,

and

establishing there a gigantic housing scheme for Indiros.

The proposal was first made
by Councillor A. S. Robinson,
who likened the plan to Kwa
Masbu, the massive housiog
project for Africans at Duffs
Road. While Indian political
and wellare  organisations
generally welcome auy and .all
moves to provide decent housing
for the mass of the population—
whicli now lives in disgracefully
overcrowvded  conditions—the
Umblatyzana plan was criti-
cised oo two maio grounds.
The first was that it formed
patt of the apartbeid pattern,
which is anathema to most
non-whites. Secondly, it swas
held that there was no need
to site such a housing scheme
so far away, more thano 17 miles
from the centre of Durban,
which would push up transpart
costs aenormously. In point
of fact, the dispreportionate
amouots, in relation to their
earnings, that Kwa Mashu resgis
deats he ‘¢ to spend oo transe
port, give: point to this mypect
of the criticism, :

A Folse Stunt

A third ground for criticism,
which was at the time not
overly emphasized, was that
the Umhlatuzana plap was just
a stunt. That it wasa gag to
lull f{iberal whites ioto be-
lieving that this was a quid
pro quo offered for the robbery
being perpetrated at Cato
Manor, Couancillor Gshorn was
the chief protagonist ol the
scheme to push Indians out of
Cato Magor. and indeed it s
even now widely believed, how
correctly there is no means of
gaugiog, that Mr. Ojsborn’s
influence in Nationalist circles
is considerable enough to per-
suade the Minister to depro.
claim Cato Manor could he
oaly be got to ash the Minigter
to do so.

Now Mr, Osborn has himself
come out publicly against the
Umbhlatuzana scheme.\ Not that
he hes come round to viewing
Cato Mapor with anything but
apartheid-tinted plasses, bat for
his declared reason that the
Umblatuzaon plan "ig just a

pipgedream.” He said that it
would take years for the City
Council to acquire the land at
economic prices, and that untjl
the land has been acquired, and
“reliable estimates made res
garding the provision of water,
lighting, roads, hospitalss
schoals and public land, nobody
could estimate how many houses
the laod could accommodate.”
He nlso felt that not many
Indisns of the lower iacame
group could afford to live there,
and added: “My opinioa is that
st this stage of Durban’s history,
most of them would not be
able to aford it.”

In regard to the last item,
Mr. Osborn patently does not
koow his facts, So many Indian
families now live in single
rocms for which they pay as
much as £3 a month, that these
families could afiord to pay for
the cheaper houser planned...
provided the housing project
were sited within easy reach of
their places of work, There are
present, hundreds of acres of
Corporation-owned land in
Wentworth, ideal for guch g
vast housing scheme, If it werg
sezious, the Council could em-
barl an a large-scale housing
programme without delay, And
if Mr, Osborn were serious, he
would woge the Goverament
and kis fellow Councillors not
to disturb the residents of Cato
Menor, o that area alome there
are hundreds of suitable build-
ing sites upon which houses
conld be erected. Ang if only
the Couuncil could Oovercome its
almost pathological reluctance
to take over vacant Whiteeown-
ed property to house non~whites,
the Wiggine Estate in Cato
Manor is ideal for a relatively
compact but uvrgently needed
Councii-assisted housing project.

Ghana is anxious to incorpor-
ate French Togoland, Nigeria,
and the Cameroons when these
territories win their independence
next year, Nigeria itself might
burst at the seams if its diverse
peoples cannot agree after Nige.
rian independence next year.

Farther south there is political
juggling among the African pres
meirs of some French equatorial
territories, and it is possible that
boundaries might be adjusted to
rid some premiers of dissident
opposition groups and include
these territories where they would
be more welcome,

At the mouth of the pgreat
Congo there is even the dream of
some African politicians of unit-
ing some tribes to recreate an
old African kingdom stretching
across parts of French, Belgian
and Pertuguese Africa.

Witk all these developments
afoot, it is a brave man today
who dares to forecast the political
shape of West Afr ca in five or
ten years,

The cultural agreement which
consists of teven articles will
temain in force for & period of
five years, It comes into effect
on the date of exchange of
the instruments of ratification
wihich will take place £t Prague,

The wgreement provides for
prémotion of the exchange of
reprerentntives of  education,
scieace, culture and arts be-
tween the countries, They
woéuld also tenin each other’s
eaiployees and grant scholars
ships to students in scientific,
industrial and technical felds,

Under the ngreement, co-
opetation would be developed
between research institutes and
