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Ghana's Detained M.P.'s: Commission Divided

HE ~Times” reports that the Ghana ‘Government is
to take immediate steps to increase its powers of
action against conspiracy and subversion against

the Siate.

They include amendments

to the law of treason, the
introduction of severer pun-
ishment for-sedition, and
penalties for makiqg false
statements  against  the
Government, meadures to
sirengthen the powers of
the police to investigate
crimes against the State,
and a proposal that the
National Assembly should
have the same powers to
discipline its members as is
possessed by the House of
Commoas.

Details of these proposed
moves are published by the
Chana Government in a
White Paper which takes
the form of a commentary
by the Government on the
findings of the commissien
of inquiry which has been
investigating the circum-
stances surrounding recent
allegations of conspiracy to
assassinate Dr. Nkrumah,
the Prime Ninister,

The commission’s report,
also published, finds by a
majority of two to one that
four men, including two
former Opposition A.P.s
now detained under the
Preventive Detention Act,
were engaged in such a
comspiracy. The report re-
veals that the chairman of
the commission, Mr. Justice
Granville Sharp, disagrees
with this conclusion.

“Future Act"”

In a long mingrity report
he states that he does not
believe that there was a
plot in existence between
these men to interfere
any way with the life or
liberty of Dr. Nkrumah at
the time suggested, nor was
there in existence any con-

in

spiracy to carry out a conp
d'Efat, .

He does, however, agree
with the other members of
the commission Sir Tsibu
Darku, a memher of the
Governor's Executive Coun-
cil under the colonial con-
stitution of the Gold Coast,
and Mr. M. A. Charles, a
magistrate in the West
Indies—that the two Oppo-
sition M.P.s (Mr. R. R.
Amponsah and Mr. M. K.
Apaloo) had, since june,
1958, been engaged “in a
conspiracy to carry out at
some future date in Ghana

He wag away on one
of his whirlwind toura when I
reported myself at his Ashram
at Babarmati. “Do yon write?”
hs asked me when I met bim a
few daya later on his return.
“I have never doneany writing
for the Press,”” I answered, "“That
does not mstter,” ke replied.
“\Yrite Tne a thegis en none
violent pon-co-operation, (t@
theory and practice, and; let me
have it by lunch time.”

The theme was altogether
new. Hardly anybody knew
aoything then about the phile=
sophy of non-viclent non-co®
operation, 1 felt nervouns.

Inspiration In A Shed

Adjoining the room wkhere I
lived was a weaving shed, litter-
ed almost eeiling high with piles
of booke, magazines and papers
tbat had ocome with Gendhbiji
from South Africa. I used to
spend every moment of my
gpare time browsing ‘hrough
them. On that dey 1 ossuoslly
picked up a small pamphlet
from tho precious heape It
toruod to be Thorean's egsay on
Civil Disobedience. It had re®
cently beeo bronght out by
Gandhiji asan unplicensed publis
cation to commit a oivil Dbreach
of the Press Act ass a protest
against the repreesive Rowlalt
Aots, otherwige known 12§ the
Black Acte. I read only the
opening gentence: ‘'l  heartily
acoept the motto, 'That Govern-
ment is best whioch governs
leagt.’ Carried ont, it finally
amounts to thig, which alio I
believe, 'That Government is
best which governs not at all’.”’

Using that se my etarting
point, I wrote ont my thesis and
handed it to Gandhiji. Next day
Le agaip et ont on 8 long tonr.

A fornight later I received a
note from him eaying that he
Lad immensely liked my thesis
which he had sent for publica-
tion in his weekly “Young
Tudia” apd that he would like
to make usze of my pen, This
way followed by 8 wire asking
me to join him in Delhi,

Striking Resemblance

Closer acquaintsnss  with
writinge by snd on Thoreau bas
pinoe revealed to me a etriking
resomblance between Thoresn's
and Gandhiji's thonght and per=
eonal traite. Neither of them
wag & system-hoilder, but they
were both profound thiokere,
trath-seckers and truth-spealers.
Neither was patisied with mers
philessphy. Bolh Led a pagsion
to live truth; both reprecented a
philosophy in wmolion. Both
lived for the day apd osred
little for the morrow. Both
aoonoerned themselves  with
homeepun realities and diatrusted
all plana for perfection.

It was said of Thorean that
while ssiting n bigh value on

his time, he seemed to be the
only one of lejsure in towm
Anyone who went 1o meet

Gandhiji=—calm, unhunrelied and
all attention-—came away feel=
ing that the Mahatma had no-~
thing more important in the
world to attend to tham hias
vigitor of the moment. And
this in wpite o! the Atlantezn
load of care and respousibility
that he earried on bis ghouldera

Thorean seldom oarried newes
papers becaussa as hae pnt it,
he “loved literature and to
some extent iruth slao”, bnt
he was very well informed of
the life of his times, Gandhiji's
description of the newspaperman
a8 the “walking plague* is well
known. He gave very little
time to newspaper reading., But
none was better informed than
he on current affalrs.

Voluntary Poverty

Therean and @andhiji both
believed in the ideal of volnn-
tary Dpoverty—an expression
that, alovg with “‘civil disobes
dienoe,” Gandhiji adopted from
Thoreau. Thorean held that pog-
teae,iona hada warping effest on
one’s judgment and integrity
and “many of the goscalled
oomforts of life are not only in=
dispensable but positive hind-
rances to the elavation of mane-
kind. Qandbiji, while fuoily
sharing this view, went forther
and declared that the holding of
poseespione  wag  incompstible
with non-viclence and the ideal
of identification with the whole
of oreation, The only thing that
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Gandhiji=1

oould be shared with everyone
was nonepaseesgion. Beeides, If
ons owned anytbing for himself
exolusively he would have to
involco the nee of foreo to defend
it against those who might want
to diapogeees him of it.

Thorean has heen described aa
“a physician to the wounds of
any goul; one to whom people
regoried as to their oonfessor
snd prophet’ No apter dess
oription conld ba given of
Qandhiji teo, than this.

“says the advertisement, pub=
lished over the name of A&, E,
Rupert, mapaging director of
Rembrandt Controlling Invests
ments Ltd. and Rembrandt
Tobecco Corporation (S,4.)Ltd.
The public is told that *yon too
can buy these shares. No political
party holds any shares in  the
Rembrandt Group or derives in-
come from 1f. .” Then is given
a list of organisations to which
contributions of £100 or mors
have been made by the Rems
brandt Group. This is followed
by a stern warning to ‘“‘men
of substance’ that *any person
who calls the Rembrandt Group
‘politically’ controlled «will be
sued because of the innuende
that Rembrandt supports poli-
cies repugnant to some of its
clients.”

Non-Whites Not Helped

The fact that the managing
director of the Rembrandt
Group of Companies considers
that an expenss of several hun-
dreds of pounds involved in the
advertisements is warranted is
highly interesting, Also in-
teresting is the fact that of all
the organisations supported,
there does not appear the name
of a single noa=white
cultural or wellare agency.

All the S. A, universities are
listed as beneficiaries of contri-
butions, but ucforfunately the
amousnts are not given so thers
is no way of saying whether
the Nationalist=oriented Uni«
versities such ag Potchefstroom,
Pretoria and Stellenbosch have
receivad more or less than
Capa Town or Natal., The only
burrary fund listed is the Help~
merkaar Bursary Fund, which
agsists Afrikaner stodents. The
only youth organisation listed
as having been assisted finap=
cially is the Voortrekker Youth
Orpanisation. Two Afrikeane
wormen’®s organisations, the
Oranje Vrouevereneging and the
3.A, Vrouefederasie have been
nssisted but not a single none
white women’s orgarnisation has
apparently been given a dona-
tion, Nor do the National

Council of Women or the
Federation of Women’s Instis
tutes appear on the list,

Attacked By Nationalists

An interesfing omission from
the list is the S.A. Christmas
Stamp Fund, which wac last
year bitterly attacked by many
Afrikaner Natiopalists, It is
possible of course that this has
po political significance and
may just mean that thse Rem=s
brandt Group did ot see fit to
ptsist o Fund which assists
tubercular-susceptible children
of all races in the Uniob, for
some reason of their own or
maybe for no reason at all.

Significant however is the
appearance on the list of the
S.A.B.R.A., the young Afri~
Irazns.dominated, Nationalist=
oriented organisation formed
about ten years ago as 2 couns
ter blast to the 5,A. Institute of
Race Relations. The lnstitute
however does notappear to have
been regerded by the Rembrandt
Directors az being worthy of
financial support. Itmaybea
pure coincidence, but itisa fact
that unlike SABRA which is
strictly on apartheid movement
in its ontlook and membership,
the Institute is a2 noneracial
body which has produced fact
papers expoting the hollowness
and the hypocrisy behind the
apartheid cry.

It is clear from the list how-
ever that Rembrandt has not
confined its dopations only to
Atfrikaans organisations. A large
numbsr of movements, cen-
trolled by English-speabking per»
scns, and a few of which essist
non-Eurcpean welfare work,
have spparently also been sup-
ported. These include =among
others, Red Cross, St John's and
Rotary. The General Smuts
House Fuad also received &
donation exceeding £7109.

HE ever-truant flonds in
tbe country seem o be
vyiog with Kerala io gaining
the mazimum amoust of notice
all over the country, For the
time being, bowever, the floods
are mych more in the mind of
the Iodian public than the
shocking happenings in Ketals;
We have news from all over
tho country that heavy raius,
swollen rivers, and overflowing
dams are certainly having their
way and puttiog the people in
those atreas under thraldom as
ne wizard or megician could
have done, Misery, sorrow and
disaster are ruling, while terror-
stricken people are immobilised
and left to tbe tender mercies
of n heartles aature,

According to n rough. esti-
mate, more then 800,000 people
are affected by floods in Kashe
mir alone. Ol these more than
half the number have been ren.
dered completely destitute.
Villages in miles around flooded
ateas have been completely
submesged aad mors thaa g0
ives have been cleimed $o far,

The iutensity of the havoc
created and the fear geperated
in the people’s minds cen be
judged by the fact that more
than 30,000 persons working in
a Kashmir development project
in the Sopawari area have left
their work and have fled to
other localities, to avoid meet-

ing the fate that thovsand
others Fave met.  An air survey
by some Ministers indicated

that large tracts of cultivated,
inhabiled acd forest land is
under water, In a number of
places the whole area is under
more than 15 feat of water con.
verting it into lakes of the

~mammoth sizes.

The reports of house callapses
come from all parts of the
country. Bhuj, in Kutch, and
Godhra seem to bave suffered
trom heavy damege and the
local papers are full of photo=-
graphs to show houses that have
collapsed like pieces of match-
wood. A score of deaths are

What Tibet is to Asia, Ethiopia
is to Africa—an ancient, remote,
conservative and xcnpphubic
State, wrapped away in the
mouatains  Ethiopia, howw‘u,
has had far more contacts with
the West than her Asian couatets
part, Twice invaded by Euro-
peans, she has by diplomacy a!:d
courage preserved her integrity
centinuously, except for a short
period under Italian colonial rule,
To day she faces 2 new situation
and new problems. Instead of
being a solitary independent
native State, surrounded by
eolonial Powers, Ethiopia is now
competing with anever increasing
number of other independent
Aftican States She has, there-
fore, to adjust herself to the jdea
of being one amoog equals in-
stead of being an bistori,cal ano-
maly,

Ethiopia is twice the size of
France, with a population of
about 18 million. The political
structure is based historically on
the domination of a Christian
Amharic minority over 3 pume«
ber of other tnibes many  of
which are Muslim or pagan, but
moders developments bave 1o
some extent blurred the edges of
these tribal distinctions  The
present Emperor Haile Selassie,
who is by comparison one of the
most remarkable figures of present
day Africa, 1s the architect of
Ethicpia’s present unity. He is
a feudal chief who bad to struggle
to get where be is. Politically,
Ethiopia is very clearly in the
stage in which most Etropean
countries found themselves in
the sixteenth and seventeeth cen-
turies. FHaile Selassie has sub-
stituted a strong central  nos
parchy, ruling through imperial
civil service, for the old system
of feudal chiefs owiog a loose
pb:dience to the Emperor, By a
strapge irony the  vicissitudes
through which he has passed
have helped him 1o accomplish
kis aim, for at the time of the
Italian invasion he was by no
mezns so universally accepted as
he now is. Although a feudal
chief in origin, Haile Selassie 15
modern in thought. Very ten-

. tatively he has begun to move
the country forwards once more,
The first general elections  were
held two years ago, and there is
now an elected a_sembly which is
given legislative work to  do,
There ts as yet Do system of

; respopsible government but the

Emperor accepts the proposition
that “if you take the first step
you must take the last ' Today,
bowever, itis still very definitely
personal lovalty to him which
makes Ethiopia ‘“thick,"’

The Army, tao, is an important
factor. Nearly 30,000 strong, it
includes a few artillery and
armouted units and the Impetial
Guatd of 10,000, which served
with distinction in Korea and is
fapatically devoted to the Em.
peror. At present the officers
are trained by the Indians, and
the Americans provide a technic-
al mission to rrain the troops in
the servicing of American small
arms and transport. They are
also supplying the Air Force with
jets.

Harvest To Harvest

In 8o vast a country it js bard
to generalize about conditions of
life among the ordinary people,
Your correspondzat travelled by
rail from Addis Ababa to Dire-
dawa and thence by bus and
Jeep up to Havar and through
Jijigz  inte Somaliland, The
Ethiopians may be xenophobic,
but they are unfailiogly kind and
courteous to the individual
foreipner. In everyday life they
display a cheerful insouciance.
The bus in which I travelled had
2 tahle tied on tap of the luggape
tack, with its legs pointing up.
wards The route we took had
tecently been traversed by the
Emperor, and our table proved a
most efficient instrument for re-
moving the pumerous triumphal
arches which bhad been left in the
wake of his cortege, but no one
seemed dismayed at this act of
involuntary desecration. In gen-
eral, standards of living are
appreciably lower than in British
East Africa, Some of the tribes,
such as the Eesa, who live along
the line of rail, are certainly wild
aad woally, but io more so than
the Masai in K2nya or the cattle
Fulani in Northern Nigeria, The
Ethiopian peasant teads to live
from harvest to harvest There
is Iittle in reserve to guard against
famine. In some parts public
order is not too good, but the
shiftas, although 1they may re.
lieve the traveller of his goods,
seldom harm his person,

The Emperct is;uow turning the
weight of bis authority upon im
provements in education. Accerd
ing to official figures only 100,000
children attend primary schools.

Thisis a low proportion even
for Africa, There are mome
good secondary schools, including
the Britisherun Wingate College,
in Addis Ababa; these are now
being decentralized by being
moved out into the provinces.
The university college is staffed
mazinly by French Ganadiags.

At a lower level, the Ethiopian
Church, one of the oldest ema-
nctions of the Christian faith, has
fostered literacy in Ambharic,
Outside each church the younger
children may be seen huddled
together under a tree, learning
their lexson by rote much as in
the Karanic schoels in Nigeria,

Few Industries

Eccnomically Ethiopia is nat
basically poor. The country is
naturally fertile, and produces
one valuable cash crop, coffee,
which provides about half the
country’s exports, As this is
mostly marketed in the United
States, it builds up a useful dollag
reserve, which can be used for
the pucrchase of textiles and
other necessary imports from
non-doliar eastern countries, such
as Indiz and Japan, in stch 3 way
that Ethiopia gains in the traps-
action. Gold is mined in the
south, and there is potash and
manganase in Eritrea, Three.
quarters of the country is covered
with 2 volcanic layer and s
therefare unhkely to  contain
mineable minerals. Thbe Italians
prospected  the rest pretty
thoroughly. As is to be expected
with an economy of this kind,
there are few industries, There
are, however, twa interesting
development projects in  pro-
gress. The Koka dam, being
built by the Italians as part of
war freparations, will double the
country's electricity supplies. In
Assab a Yugoslav firm are carry.
ing our improvements to the
barbour wbich may ultimately
make this route a threat to the
Jibuti tailway, hitherto the main
outlet for exports. The most
important economic development
in the country is in communica-
tions, The Ioternational Bank
have put up $24m, to be spent
half on air landiog grounds and
half on equipment for Ethicpian
Airlines, an American-managed
firm. Thke Intecnational Bank bas
put up %15m. for roads. The
work is done by the U. S. High
ways Bureau under contract to a
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highway authority presided over
by the Empetor,

The Americapns are carrying
out Point Four assistance on a
pound for pound basis, Agri-
cultural schools bave been set up,
teachers are being trained and 2
malarial scheme has been started.

They do not claim that Point
Four is an unqualified success
but they keep pegging away.

Point Four are also doing a pre-
liminary surtvey on the Nile
Waters between Lake Tana and
the Sudan border.

Italians Praforred

Most economic and social de-
velopment in Ethiapia is carried
out by foreign firms and missions
though with the help of Ethioe
pians, The United Naticns have
made hete one of their major
efforts and have indeed established
this year in Addis Abzba the
headquarters of their economic
commission for Africa. Brinin,
ginice the withdrawal of the mili-
tary mission and the British
Council in 1950, has lost ground
although the British Council is
now being restored and the Bris
tish educational effort remains
considerable. The  Russians
maintain 2 somewhat shopworn
pavilion of culture. If Ethiopia
is any guide, the fact that foreign.
ers are not ‘‘colonialists”™ does
pot make them any the tmore
popular, The Iralians, who are
preaent in great numbers, are
better liked than most* “Without
Mussolini they are alright,” is
the geaeral verdict. Considering
how many Ethiopian families
suffered at the hands of the
Fascists this lack of resentment,
in which the Emperor set the
example, is rermatkable,

To sum up, internaily Ethiopia
today enjoys stability but little
development. Most of the ele-
ments which have caused revolu-
tions io the Middle Easiern
countries are present in embryo—
a pewly educated middle class, a
powerful army ard disconteated
minorities, But the pressures
are still low. Eternally: the situa-
tion appears far less certain.
Ethiopia is a Christian Power
surrounded by Muslim States,
Her predicament 10 day is that
whereas in the past colonialism
apptared the principal threat ta
Ethiopia's security, to day the
liquidation of colenialism may
portend even greater dapgers,
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an act for an unlawful purpose;
revolutionary in character,”’

Commenting on this tnhanimbus
