NAIROB!, Kenya.

T the invitation of the American Committee on Africa,
I recently visited the United States for a six-week
lecture tour in an effort to explain the new Africa—

its problems and aspirations— to the American people.

[ spoke in every section of
the country, and metlpcoplc
of widely varied interests:
Congressmen and Senators,

In responsible hands
it is a legitimate means of
exerting politieal pressure
on those who deny the use

of normal, constitutional
_channels to their oppo-
nents."”

State Department officials,
labour leaders, Governors
and Mayars, college and
university students and
teachers, newspapermen and
broadcasters and Negro
leaders. I think, therefore,
that my impressions are
fairly representative of a
cross-section of the Ameri-
can people.

Having visited the Uni-
ted States in 1956, 1 was
much impressed with the
increase in knowledge about
Africa, The questions I was
asked based more
on interested understanding
than on detached curiosity,
Four questions in particular
which seemed to trouble
Americans eame up at
almost every meeting. [
should like to answer them
here.

were

{Are Africans ready for
self-government.

I was often remined of
the lack of adequate num-
bers of educated personnel
to run the new governments
which we in Africa have
been demanding. I was
told that the high illiteracy
rate in many dependent
territories would make it

impossible for Africans 1o
operate a democracy suc-
cessfully.

While conceding that
Africa has = long way 1o
go toward creating a gen-
erally literate community, i
answered that this was a
common argument used by
coionial powers in defense
of their continued rule.
Often my questioners as-
sumed that the coleonial
powers were primarily con-
cerned with the education
of our people, and that there
were deliberate  training
programmes looking toward
the day of independence.

In fact, however, colonial
systems give priority to—

and indeed are based upon
—-such activities as permit
or promote the human and
material exploitation of the
people and territories con-
cerned. Lffort
trated on extractive
tries and quick profits,
every case, investment in
education, public health and

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Ethiopia And Russia

HEN he was in Russia recently, the Empetor

W of Ethiopia is said to have invited the Premier

: of the Soviet Union to visit Addis Ababa to-

gether with the Soviet President. Mr. Khruschev is said
to have promised to visit Africa.

Both the invitation and the acceptance are of the
greatest significance for the continent. By asking the
Russian Premier to come to Africa, the Ethiopian ruler
was announcing to the world that he and his people pro-
pose to be masters’ of their country; that they intend to
befriend whom they will and be enemies with whom they
dislike.

This desire to assert the dignity of the African per-
sonality was remarkubly noticeable at the Accra meeting
of the All-African Peoples’ Conference last December.
The African peoples and their leaders made it plain that
they did not wish to be anybody's stooges; that they did
not wish to be pawns in the ideological war and that they
wanted to play their own distinctive role in international
affairs.

Ethiopia is an integral part of Africa, The problems
that agitate the minds of the Africans concern Ethiopia
very deeply. Her official representatives at Accra drove
this point home at every stage. To translate her concern
into deeds she has set aside large sums of money 1o give
a very large number of scholarships to students frem the
rest of the continent.

Race oppression is somethiug to which Ethiopia is
extremely sensitive not ouly! because most Africans are
oppressed in their continent but because she herself has
fs Africa
rises in revelt against White domination, it is inevitable
that Ethiopia will waut to feel that she has played a de-
cisive role in moving events in the direction of a free
Africa.  Thus, where Russia and the West are making a
bid for African friendship and the price they offer is
assistance in shaking off the yoke of race oppressioh, it
is inevitable that Ethiopia will not be uninterested.

known how it is to live under foreign rule.

Against this background, the invitation is an official
annouacement [rom Addis Ababa that the West is
moving too slowly in bringing race oppression crashing
to the ground. Mr. Ehruschev's prompt acceptance in-
dicates that Russia wants to assure the peoples of Africa
that if they want to smash White domination she is teady
now with all they might nced o move cvents in the
direction of their choice,

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Women Condemn Brown-
Black Segregation

TRONG condenmination of ra-
cial discrimination practised

by two Indian owned cinetnas in
Dhsrban bas been made by the
African National Congress Wo-
men's League, In one of these
cinemas, the segregation of Afri-
cags is practised in a subtle
form. Patrops are never told
that Africans may oot sit 10 cer-
tain parts. |But the tickct-sellers
evidently bave instfictions to
sell certain seats to members of
particular racial groups. When
the manager of this cinema was
challenged, he denicd any segre-

gation, “Chief Luthuli and his
family sit upstairs,’”” was the
eply. ¢ They are free o

choosz any seat they like. We
have lots of Africans patrens
who also prefer to go upatairs and
no objection is ever made.” In
the same establishment, Africany
accompanied by Indians arc not
scgregated

But the fact remains that the
bulk of African patrons are
always to be found bunched to.
gether in one portion of the
cinema hall. If that was to be
regatded a3 a  coincidence, co-
incidence would bave to be
atretched eerribly far.

Voluntarily Enforced

In apother cinema, patrons
are told quite bluntly that Afri.
cans who wish to sit upstairs
may only do 30 in certain speci-
fied scats. No bones are made
of the segregdtion voluntarily en-
forced here by the owners, The
management’s answer o crit{cism
io the past bas been that they
could not afford to lose their
Indian and Coloured patrons.
Yet it bas never happened in 2oy
Indiap-owned cinema that. any
Indian or Coloured patron has
ever objected to being seated next
to an African, The fear of
chjection hereis more ac’ less
analogous with that trotted out
by Dr'E G, Malherbe, priocipal
of Natal University, in defence of
academic segregation at the uni-
versity. In polls  comducted
among studeats, it 'bas  béen
found that Whirte studentsrdo'not
objcct to integration. It is more
thanp likely that even the 'White
parents may not take their posé
sible objection to integratien to
the extent of withdrawing their
children

Agctber criticism levelled by
the ANC women is against the
exclusion altogether of Africans
when filma barred by the Board
of Censor to Africans  and

childrets under 16 are exhibited.
The ANC Women's League says
that either the cinema owners
obtaig 3 removal of this bar or
refuse to screen such . filmse.

Just Approach

‘This matter of segregation was
taken up with the owners about
1550 ia a joint approack made
by the African Nationzl Con.
greas and the Natal Indian Con-
gress. The cffort was without
success  Later the Natal Indian
Youth Congress distributed leaf-
lets protesting againat this prac-
tice.

Indian cpinion hastily ean-
vassed is that segregation should
be doae away with completely,
“It iy ridiculous for Indians
themseites to practice something
they oppose on the national
level,” was 2 typical comment,
It wan pencrally accepted that
economic factors—prices payable
for seats—may be the determi-

-nants, rather'than that of race, of

who shball sit next o whom,
“An educated African,” it was
stated, “‘would naturally prefer
to ‘mingle with an  educated
Indiag or European, rather than
with a0 uneducated man. Simi.
larly an Indian teacher would
feel more comfortable with an
Aftican teacher than with ap
«Indian street sweeper,”

A further general reaction way
that ‘now that the women have
taken the matter rup, segregation
in these cinemas will fade away
like tbe mist before the gun *
‘A’curious feature bowever is thae
a'Europeansawned - cinemy bas
not come in for any criticism
from the ANG women.
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Political Parties And

Parliamentary Democracy

ARUN GANDHI

F late the parliamentary form of democracy bas suffered a severe

setback, Not only has it been mauled and maimed in France
by the De Gaullists but it bas also been smotbered in teveral other

countries under the heels of militacy rulers, While (he dictators
bave given themselves the designarions of presidents and prime
ministers and keep paying lip secvice to liberty aud democracy, free-
dom of speech and association bave disappeared Parties have been
banaed aud political leaders clapped injails or terrorised into silence.

The press is being subjected
to censorship and harrassment
and ¢ven the independence of
judiciary has been curtailed Con-
stitutions, solemnly enacted in
the name of the people, have
been scrapped or suspended, or
even tampered with and trampled
vpon Though in the first in-
stance, the assumption of all
powers by these dictators was for
3 short and limited period it is
being extended frome time to
time and there is no knowing
how long the militaty rule will
last,

Silent Spectators

But what is more surprising
and painful is that paticny which
bave been avowed cbampions of
parliamentacry democracy, have
been sileat spectators of, if net
accomplices to, these crimes.
Their telations with these coun
tries have remained unaffected,
new alliances and pzets  have

been entered inta and more ezo-
nomic and military aid is being
given as if nothing bad happened,
This copduct is being justified on
the ground of recognizing de facto
governments in these countries,

The love of these great powers
for patliamentary democracy may
have been aumbed by the fear of
communism, but they should
know that tbeir indifference cane
not but be barmful to the cause
of demacracy, and may have far-
reaching consequences.

These developmeats have had
serious repercussions in all the
Asian countries and have set
people thinking furiously whether
the parliamentary form of demo-
cracy is suited to theic genius
and tradition.

Causes Of Dictatorship

But before the Indians can
decide the feasibility or other.
wise of these and other sugges:
tions, it iy necessary to analyse
the causes that have led to the
emergence of military and semi-
military dictatorships in some
countries. The dictators bave in-
variably told the people that they
are not opposed to democracy.
They had to intervene, they said,
because of the increasing corrup-
tion and political bankruptcy of
parties and leaders. The people
bad nothing to say against it for
they themselves bad become fed
up with corcuption and saw no
way out of it, Notwithstanding the
repeated promises by the parties
and politicians coteuption had
kept on prowing even in  high
places of power. But what the
people do not seem to realise is
that the army too is not far from
being corrupt.

I believe the glamour of the
brass bats “and udiformed men
running  the z2dministration is
alceady wearing out, At any
rate, besides mounting corrupe.
tion, high prices, inefficient
services, jncompetent ministers
and imbecile political parties had
also paved the way for military
dictatorships.

Itis to be hoped that Iadia
would profit by these incidents
and adopt measuzes to root out
these evils if and where they
exist. It must be admitted that
corruption does exist (o 2 certain
degree in India, ay it does in
tvery other country, but in faita-
ness to the Indian Government it
must also be made clear that of
[ate several stringent measures
have been wzken to eradicate this
evil and the Government is pow
seriously thinking of establishing
a Statuytory commission charged
with maintaining certain definite
standards of integration in public
life and administration. This
commisston will function like the
Election Commission under the
President.

But more than apything else,
political parties should be held

responsibl: for the deplorable
developments in the countriea
whete military dictators  have
taken over. For iostance in
France democracy had to suffer
because of the numerous political
parties which had been playing
power politics since the end of
the war, unmindful of the cone
sequeaces to the people. France
bad the rare record of having
more than two dozen govern-
ments in a dozen years, The
twenty-sitth governmoet was in-
stalled with General de Gaulle as
premier under threat of force
and civil war thoush with the
formal consent of the legislature
and ia conformity with the pro-
visions of its democratic consii.
turion,  Notwithstanding the
laudable aims, policies and pro=
grammes of the parties and the
bexfit of having as their leaders
some of the well-known politi«
cians of the country, they had
failed to give the people a stable
government and had brought
democracy into contetmpt.

Io areas with a European settler
community the problem is even
worse. Not only does African

' education lag behicd, but African
political rights ate subordinated
to Buropean domination  Thus,
while France has ultimately con-
ceded freedom for Tunisians and
Moroccaps, she reluses to res
cogoize that Algerians—a people
with similar zspivations, histery
and background—are entitled to
the same status, (The British
concede the rights of Africans on
the West Coast, in Somalia and
Ugsanda—and soop in Taoganyika
—but refuse to go all the way in
Kenya, and certainly dispute these
rights in the Central African
Federation of Nyasaland and the
Rhodesias.

In Africa, Britain has adopted

various formulas of qualitative
franchise, not based on any train-
ing programme for independence,
but aimed a preserving the posi-
tion of the white settlers, Thus,
in Uganda, where there is a com
paratively small settler commu.
nity, literacy io the vernacular is
the minimum qualification for the
vate, B win Kenya, where adult
suffrage s pranted settiers and
Asians, the African franchise is
limited by such qualifications as
an income of £120 ar eight years
of education  In Central Africa,
in addition to rigid control of the
pumber of Africans allowed in
the Parhiament, the iotitial quali-
fication for the vote is a £750
income )
. In Portupuzsc areas there is
no: cven a pretense at develop-
ment or tranang for tuture self.
garcroment.  The Portuguese
muptain that Aogola and Mozam-
bique are integral pacts of Portu
gal, and nsist that all indigenous
ptople may be assimilated as
Portuguese civzens, but less than
1 pzr cent of the African popula-
tion has been, Slave labour,
forced labour and brutal treat-
megt of Africans is coinmoen.

This, then, s my 2nswer to
those who ask usto wait until
we are prepared by the colonial
powers for self-government, While
we are appreciative of the benefits
we have derived from our con-
tacls with Europe and other parts
of the world—especially in the
postewar period—we ate con-
vinced that if we .are to develop
rapidly and effectively, as indeed
we must if we are ta meet the
technological and scientific chal-
lenges of the twentieth century,
we must not only have an effec
tive voice in the government of
our countries, but become mas-
ters of our own fate, To supggest
that this would tead to an over-
night reversion to bacbarity
shows an utter disrepard for
history and the fact that Africa,
despite her many temporary
baodicaps, lives in the twentieth
century, receptive to all the ig-
fluences of the attitudes and de-
velopments of the present.

The question is not whether
African freedom will come, but
how and when. Even in areas
where there is white settlement
it must come, aod it is futile ta
think otherwise. In this context,
all one can say about South
Africa ig that her prospects laok
blacker each year,

Time after time spokesmen for the city council,

from the Mayor to heads of depariments, talk glibly of the services
beiog rendered to the city's non-European inhabitants.

They never of course dared ta
mention in decent company that
practically all the services for
Africans in Durban were paid for
out of the huge profits made out
of beer sales to African men,
Ogly within the past three weeks,
the City’s Baatu Admin'istration
Director, Mr. Bourquin, bad to
warn that if the African men did
not resume drinking, welfare
graats to charities belping Afri-
cans may have to be cut or
curtailed,

But a recent recommendation
of Durban’s Transport Manages
ment Committee escaped almost
uonoticed. This was that the
principles contained in itz en-
gineering adviser’s report  be
accepted.

Best For Whites Only

This report stated quite bland-
ly that no new buses are ever put
to transporting non-Europeans.
There i3 to be no ‘European’ bus
older than 6 .years in service; and
no ‘non-European’ bus oldes than
10 years. This does not read so
bad. But the report makes clear
tbe studious uncoocern with
which the comfort of. non whites
is regarded. Ia fact, the casc-off
buses, which White persons may
presumably refuse ta ride in any
longer, is to be thereafter made

available to non Whites,

“The bus will spend its first
six years,'’ rung the report, ‘'as a
European bus...At the end of six
years, when the next repaint is
due, it will become green and be
trausferred to the non European
fleet, starting life there at ahout
200,000 miles.”” That is, when
the bus has become so old and
decrepit that mechanical faults
manifest themselves witk annoy.
ing frequency. Which of course
explaing why the ‘Green Mambas®
so often break dowe on the rozds.
“Four years will now be spent,”
continues the teport “in the non-
fleei, operatiog a further 200,000
miles to an overall total of 460,000
miles."!

Note that whereas the bus in
its firat 6 years lives one half jts
highest life expectancy, the re-
mainder takes only two-thirds of
that period. The only conclusion
to be drawo from this is that the
buses on non-white runs do more
work than those on the Europran
rautes, The advising engineer
and the Transport Management
Committee have given ample con-
firmation of non white com-
plaints of past years and have
fully justified the grumbles and
grouses of non-white passengess
who are not infrequently Jate for

work or getting heme because of
bus breakdowns,

Tolstoy’s Influence

It has been suggested that
while Gandhiji beld that what
was wrong for the individual
could oot be right for the State,
Thoreau accepted two stand-
ards of morality—one for the
individual, the other for the
Etate. The inference does not
seem to be correct, For The.
reau also said that whila "a
corporation has no conicience,
a corporation of conscientious
men is a corporation with a
conscience,”

Among the formative influ-
ences that were common to
Gandhiji and Thoreau were the
Bhagvad Gita, the Upanishads,
and the life and teachings of
Jesus: Tolstoy bad hardly dis-
covered bimseli—he was only
34—when Thorean died. But
he moulded Gandhiji's whole
outlook on life. His views on
art, religion and economics, on
the relationship between the
stxes, Do less thao on politics
were profoundly infiuenced by
Tolstoy'sas embodied in *What
is Art?”, “What is Religion’,?
“What Shall We Do Theni”
and "Kreutzer Sonata” r1es-
pectively, not to mention “The
Kinpdom of God is Within
You’* which contains practically
the whole outline of Gandhiji's
noo-viclent  nopsco-operation
programme in its essentials.

World-Shaking Events

The present era will be asso-
ciated by the future historian
with two worldeshaking events,

it was imaller

viz, the discavery and release of
atomic energy aod the demons
stration of the power of the
‘atman” to resist the power of
armaments successfully. If one
may use an anslogy, Thoreau
was to the science of “atman”
its Bohr and Fermi, who first
achieved atomic fission and the
release of the energy locked up
in the atom. Tolstoy was its
Einstein who, working through
pure mathematics all by hima
self, discovered and enunciated
the existence of energy ime
pritoned in the atom, its poten-
tinlities and the possibility of
ite release. Gandbiji’s role is
analogous to that of the scien.
tists who perfected techniques
for achieving controlled atomic
chain resctions and harnpessing
the sameo to peacelul ends;

What is the significance of
their joint discovary to the era
in which we live? Has the
emergence of atowic weapons
antiquated the weapon of non-
violence? Gandhiji was once
ashed this question, Far from
antiquating it, be replied, none
violence was the only thing
that was left in the field after
that. *Itis the only thiog that
the atom bomb cannot destroy.”

“I did not move a muscle,”
he went on to add, “when I
first heard that an atom bomb
had wiped out Hitoshima. On
the contrary, I said to myself,
'Unless now the world adopts
nonsviolence it will spell cer-~
tain suicide for maoRind.’

What is the rationale of this
bold asgsertion? In natare it is
often found that when = ten
dency has reached its peab, it is
ready to be transformed into it
opposite; the twu balence each
other and become the starting
point of a new phase of de.
velopment,

Sterilizing Armament

It is & curious phenomenon
that during World War I,
though armaments had become
deadlier, the actusl casualties
were fewer than during World
War I, The tolalitatian Powers
found that if they could de.
monstrate their undoubted ca=

pacity to exterminate their
opponentr, it was not necessary
for their purpose to exterminate
them, Round this discovery
they built their philosophy of
frightfolness and diplomatic
pressure which enabled them to
enslave whole populations,
sometimes without ficing a shot,
But no sooner was this dis-
covery put to use than its

* oppoiite came into the field;

The oppressed people discovered
that if they were prepared to
die to the last man, in all pro-
bability they would not bhave
to die. For total snnihilaticn
is not the object of the tyrant,
but to bend the opponent to his
will, Thes momept, therefore,
that people realize that there is
something in them which ig
apart from tbhe body and which
armaments caonot destroy
along with the perishable physis
cal frame, the power of arma.
ments is sterilized. That is
what happened in the end. By
learning the art of dying, the
oppressed people managed to
live, while the oppressor rughed
beadlong to his doom. As the
author of “The Moon is Down"
put it, “The Aies overcame ths
fiy-paper.”

Two Conditions

Proceeding on this analogy,
Gandhiji declared that the ad-
vent of the atom bomb, which is
the scme of brate force, was
bound inevitably to bring into
the field its opposite, viz, souls
force or the power of the spirit.
The day that mealiad learned
to pit it agaiost the tyranny of
brute [arce, the latter would be
readered impotent and the
menace of destruction with
which bumanity and human
values are confronted would
past awey like an ugly night-
mare. Gandhiji postulated only
two conditions for it: (a) Thers
must be recognition of the
existence of the soul apart from
the body, and its permaoent
nature, “and this recognition
must amount to a living faith;™
and (b} in the last resort “this
technique dces not mvail thoss
who do pot possest = living
faith in the God of Love,”

Here is his testimony in his
own words: “Nonwviolence is...
soul-farce or the power of the
Godhead within us, lmperfect
man cunnot grasp the whole of
the Essence...but even an in.
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finitesimal fraction of it when
it becomes active within us can
work wonders... (It) iz libe
radium in its action. An infinites
simal quantity of it imbedded
in a malignant growtb, acts cons
tinuously, silently and ceaselesse
Iy till it has transformed the
whole mess of the digeased tiy-
sue, It is self-acting. The roul
persists even after death, It
existence does not depend on
the physical body. It transcends
time and space., It follows,
therefore that if non.violence
becomes successfully established
in one place, its influence will
spread everywhere.'

Thoreau Knew

That Thoreau was not une
aware of the existence of this
power and its boundless pos-
sibilities is clear from the
following:

“He who is conversant with
tbe supernal powers will not
worship inferior deities of the
wind, waves, tide and sunshioe
(tbe mechanical [orces). Love...
never ceases it never slachs. Its
power is incalculable; it can
move the globe without a rests
ing place...But though the
wisest men in all ages Lave
laboured to publish this force,
and every human heart is, sooner
or later, more or less made to
feel it, yet how little i actually
applied to social eads! True, it
is the motive-power of all suc-
cetsful social machinery; but as
the mechanical forces have not
yet been generously and largely
applied to make the physical
world apswer to the ideal, 10
the power of love has been
meaanly ‘and sparingly applied,
as yet, It has patented only
such machines as the almshouse,
the hospital and the Bible
Society, while its infinite wind
iz still blowing and blowing
down these very structures, too,
from {time to time. Still less
arc we eccumulating its power,
aod preparing to act with
greater energy at a future time.
Shall we pot contribute our
share to this enterprise then?”

A couple of months before his
death, Tolstoy in a moment of
prophetic vision, wrota in a
Ietter to Gandhijt that the non-
violent work that Gandhiji was
eagaged on in South Africa was
one which the whole of the
Christian and non-Christian
world was bound one day to
participste,

The weapon of non-violent
resistance or soulsforce i» thus
as much the heritage of the
people of India as it is of the
people of America and, for that
matter, Russia—nay, it iz the
common heritage of all the
downtrodden and opprested
peoples of the earth who have
