The United Democratic Front expmcts Presidant de HKlaerk to, at the
very least, boldly commit the National Party to the fulfilment of
the conditions set out in the Harare Declaration.

In the next few daym protest
marches will be held in Cape Town, Huhudi, Blocemfontein,
Atteridgeville, Tembisa, Port Elizabeth and soms other areas,
These marches will targat specific local issues but they will
also form part of the demand for the immediats democratisation of
tha government.

We realise that the government wants to drag its feet towards a
nagotiated political solution. But we must warn ths country that
the +time for playing politics, by conceding each damand after
lengthy intervals, could aasily boomerang in the face of the
country.
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
