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There Are Two Kinds Of Apartheid

HILE it is ob-
W viously not true
that every human
being is born free and equal
—though we do share the
same potentialities— it /s
true that each one of us
enjoys a certain birthright
that is ours by virtue of
our human status—the right
to develop the best that is
in us and to place that best
at the service of our kind.
Man, undoubtedly occu-
pies a Very, important (cri-
tical) rung on the evolution-
ary ladder, According to
all the ancient Authorities
the powers latent in Man
are such that he may, if he
will, consciously and deli-
berately become a co-opera-
tor :in the divine plan we
call  evolution.  Modern
scientific thought, it is in-
teresting to note, is rapidly,
falling into line with many
of these old-time meta-
physical pronouncements.
Nevertheless, condition-
ment in contradistinction to
freedom, is the lot of the
ordinary individual at birth
and for long long afterwards,
and to suggest ac/ual equal-
ity between say an Eccentric
and a congenital idiot
would, of course, be absurd.
We come, reapers of the
“ things we sowed; otherwise
not justice but injustice or
caprice determines our lot.
The web of our respective
limitations is of our own
weaving, but we are born
into it, and it conditions us.
The powers expressed
as “genius” appear super-

human as compared with
mediocrity. A whole abyss
separates the saint from the
savage.  Notwithstanding
which, the Hall-Mark of
the Saint is his recognition
of his Kingship with his
lowly, less-evolved, Brother.
For, time was when He
too, was even as that lowly,
onc now is, and sincé he
was encouraged and helped
by other great souls to
transcend his own limita-
tions, he is ever ready to
serve and sacrifice for the
enlightenment of those still
moving in the darknesses.,

Certain sure it is, that no
man -has the right to ob-
struct “another on his up-
ward way. Indeed, it is
probably no less true that
deliberately to impede the
progress of another from
selfish motives is to be
guilty of a cardinal sin, I,
as #illions believe, the pur-
pose of our coming into ex-
istence is Soul-growth—the
unfolding and expressingYof
the divine potentialities
latent in Man—then he who
dare attempt to deprive
another of that birthright is
inviting very serious reper-
cussions indeed.

For which reason Men of
Good-will rightly regard
Apartheid as the great
Heresy; the Heresy of
Separateness.  Whatever,
then tends to create or pro-
mote ill-will between men,
to  divide and keep
them apart, is an offence
against God's law-—the Law
of Love;"Harmony and At.

onement.  The pseudo-
infinite diversity manifesting
in and as Mankind is rooted
in unity. It produces a far
richer harmony than could
possibly be expressed by
monotone,

The South African brand
of Apartheid purports to

.justify itself on the grounds

of race and colour. It
affects to fear the swamping
of white civilisation unless
it keeps its non-white
peoples in perpetual sub-
jection.  This bogey, its
principal stock-in-trade, it
continues to parade even in
the face of overwhelming
evidence to the contrary.
When its supporters talk of
self-preservation,’ they seek,
to suggest that they mean
the preservation of civilisa-
tion according to white
standards. What they really
mean is absolutely no sur-
render of any of the pri-
vileges of their order as a
herrenvolk.  Seen in true
perspective, this attitude is
nothing more nor less than
a sort of “damnosa hered-
itas,” or more vulgarly, a
sort of hang-over, from the
old slave days when the
black man was regarded as
little, if anything more than
a chattel created primarily
for the white man’s con-
venience.

There perhaps was a time

when the Bantu millions
willy nilly accepted the
position.  The instinct of

self-preservation would how-
ever seem to have eluded
white monopoly. The Na-
tives also preferred survival
to a to-morrow, which they
now contend has arrived.
Unhappily, that morrow has
dawned, and s rapidly

moving towards mid-day, in
an atmosphere of injustice’
bitterness and resentment.

Instead of the general
peace, progress and satis-
faction that a less selfish
outlook and something ap-
proaching  statesmanship
might have created out of
the diversity of material
available, the diversity has
been capitalised for the
erection of barriers for keep-
ing apart and the perpetua-
tion, as far as possible, of
the old exploitation ol black
by white.

In place of harmonious
co-operation, we have ex-
clusiveness and discord.

If it be true that o indi-
vidual or class has the right
to enslave another or place
that other in bondage ta
him or it; if every human
being is entitled to claim as
his inalienable birthright the
widest possible opportunity
to develop and express the
best that is in him, for
service; if whatever tends to
promote antagonisms and
separate men into opposing
camps through a sense of
injustice and the spirit of
envy and hate, then there
is :m.nspcct of Apartheid,
other than that commonly *
ascribed to race and colour,
which also demands our
serious and urgent attention.

As Pandit Nehru has con-
stantly remarked, and as he
and his fellow-statesmen
who are directing India’s
destinies  fully recoghise,
political freedom is by no
means synonymous with
economic freedom. As re.
gards India, the former has
been won; the latter has
still to be achieved.  As re-
gards most other countries
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claiming to be democracics,
while they have for quite a
time cnjoyed political equal-
ity, they are still groping
their way towards econothic
freedom,

Reduced to its simplest
elements, the conflict is be-
tween two ideologies: God
or Mammon; Service or
Self. The former of each
of the alternatives is rooted
in the doctrine of the
Tatherhood of God, and the
Brother relationship of Man
to Man. “He prayeth best
who loveth best,” and Se;-
vice is the surest Hall-Mark
of Love. God's way, the
path to divinity, is that of
Sacrifice; of ‘*righteous”
action, of action that
“holy,” that is performed in
the spirit of “wholeness and
devoid of selfish motives,

is

It outlaws the ‘*‘each for
himself, and the devil take
the hindermost” ideology,
worshipped in  America
under the euphemism* of
-“Rugged  Individualism.”
It makes inconceivable
such scandals as the deli-
berate destruction of food-
stuffs dcsp\ue the hunger of
needy multitudes, in order
to maintain profits and pre-

serve the privileges of
“private  enterprise,” It
purges our civilisation of
‘the parasitical class of

moneyed drones whose prin-
cipal worry is the discovery
of some new sensation,
some new way of avoiding
boredom. In short, it makes
" possiblejand easy the libera-
tion of mankind from its
present earth-boundness,
end to insecurity and an
ever haunting fear that to-
morrow may find  want
waiting on‘the doorstep.
The Holy War of The
Mabhabarata is the story of
Mankind's struggle towards
perfection; of the battles
with “the tiger and the ape”
and the egoism that hold
Man bondsman to the
lower, worldly self. The
immediate, pending, issue
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is between the jungle efhics
-of exploitation, of living on

one another, hitherto con- '

sidered to be legitimate and
in ordet, and the newer and
better (albeit ancient) ideal
of living for one another,

The conviction is rapidly
gaining ground, is becoming
more and more insistent,
that spiritual freedom and
economic freedom in terms
ol brotherly co-operation
are intimately related, if
not actually complement-
ary.

Not only must political
Apartheid—based on race
and colour egoism-—go, but
also economic Apartheid
which divides mankind and
separates the divided into
two antagonistic camps com-
monly referred to as “the
haves” and “the have-nots,”
the exploiters and the ex-
ploited; the toilers and the
drones; the profiteers and
their victims.

By none has the position
been more graphically and
faithfully depicted than by
Edward Bellany in his
“Looking Backward.” His
parable of The Coach
exactly reflects the status
quo.

The death-knell “of poli-
tical Apartheid based on
Race and Colour has al-
ready been sounded. Ridi-
cule alone should suffice to
kill it completely. Econo-
mic Apartheid is ' likely to
prove a much more difficult
proposition. But of that
we may have more to say
in a future article.

rian. The other section has
ruled out the idea of ham-
pers for the poor and also
wish to make the banquet
a meatarian one. It seems
that some people are pre-
pared to object to anything
as long as they get their
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own way. On-an auspicious
occasion, like the Republic
Day, all Indians should get
toffether and make the cele-
bration a grand affair. ‘But
what do we have instead?
Our so-called leaders and
representatives have spent
a month discussing mnothing
but a banquet, Those who
,eat meat cannot, for one
day, forego eating meat, so
that that their vegetarian
friends could enjoy the
banquet too. That ,is not
the only reason for not
having a meatarian banquet.
The Republic Day is a
day which marks the victory
of non-violence. On such a
day, it is least desirable that
" we should rejoice by using
violence—by taking life.
We hope that the light of
non-violence that led India
on the path of freedom, will
bring light to those who
are surrounded by darkness.
It is indeed something to
be ashamed of, for all In-
dians, particularly Durban *
Indians. It is surprising
how big leaders choose to
waste their time on petty
quarrels.

Indian Delegation To
Capetown Conference
Mr, Hirday Nath Kunzru, a

announced in New Delhi. The
three countries will disciss the
possible summoning of a round-
table conference on the Indian
question in South Africa and the
subjects to be considered by such
a conference.

INDO-PAKISTAN TRADE

HE Government of India has
suspended temporarily the
dispatch of coal to Pakistan as a
measure of retaliation ,against
Pakistan’s action in detaining raw
jute purchased by Indians.
Making this in
the Dominion Parliament, Shri
K. C. Neogy, India's Commerce
Minister, said: “We have in-
formed the Pakistan Government
that as soon as resumption of
trade is rendered possible by
them, particularly by the release
of raw jute, we shall be prepared
not only to resume supply of
coal bur also make good the
shortage in supply.” At present
five lakhs of bales of raw jute
were held up in East Pakistan,
although they had been loaded in
barges, export duties paid, and
all”other formalities completed.
Meanwhile the jute had been
deteriorating as- it was exposed.
India even offered arbitration on
the issue, but 'the offer was re-
jected by Pakistan,

Kashmir And Trade

Refuting one of the many false
and misleading statements made,
in respect of Kashmir, by repre-
sentatives of Pakistan abroad,
Kashmir's acting Prime Minister,
Bakshi Ghulam  Mohammed,
showed how Kashmir had close
trade links with India, One of
the chief items in Kashmir,s ex-
port, he said, was timber whose
major consumer was the Indian
railways, over three-fourths of
which fell within, the Indian
Union after the paruuon. . The
démand for Kashmit's timber in
India bad gooe up, and so had
the rates. Nine-tenths of Kash-
mir’s fruit exports went to India.
He gave instances to show how
Kashmir's produst had no mar-
ket in Pakistan, The markets for
1Kashmir’s woollens and” shawls
were Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi
and the U.P, As for imports into
Kashmir, all essential supplies
came [mm India, mcludmg sale,
clolh, tea, spices, sugar, medi-
cines and consumer goods were
‘in short supply in Pakxstan. How

could Pakistan then meet Kash-
mir's requirements? As for tour-
ist traffic, visitors to Kashmir

* were Europeans and people from

Calcutta, Bombay* Madras, Delhi,
the U.P,, and non-Muslim offi-
cials and businessmen of West
Punjab, who spent large amounts
of money in Kashmir. Not even
for a single day has the Pathan-
kot Srinagar road (linking India
and Kashmir, constructed after
the partition) been closed due to
snow in the Bamhal Pass. This
is a two-way, all-weather road
capable of taking vehicles of
over ten tons.

Rail Link With Assam

The partition plan had sepa-
rated Assam from India because
a part of the railway from the rest
of India to Assam lay in Pakistan.
It has now been announced that
a new railway line has been con-
structed, and will be operated
from January 26, 1950. In the
short space of 24 months, in
adverse weather and health con-
ditions, with inoumerable diffi-
culties of transport, limited re-
sources and equipment, the new
link was built. It runs, fora toral

Indo-Russian Tra.de

The Government of India have
been doing everything pessible
for the growth of the foreign
trade of India. The Indo-
Russian trade during .the first
four months ended July 31, 1949,
rose by 15 per cent. as compared
with the ccrrcspondmg period of
1949, it was stated in the Indian
Pacliament.  The total value of
trade between Soviet Russia and

«India during 1948-49 amounted

to Rs. 798 lakhs, imports being
valued at' Rs, 262 lakhs and ex-
ports at Rs. 536 lakhs, Trade

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mports from Russia were not
bright, because that country’s
prices had risen by 44 per cent,
since devaluation,  There had
been several agreements with
Russ'a, most of v_vhich were on
1he basis of barter.
