of pure thought...... its
creation must have been
an act of thought.

While Professor Edding-
ton in e Nature of the
Plysical 1Vorld declared:
‘To put the conclusion
crudely—the stuff of the
world is mind-stuft.”

The Hindu will recognize,
and find it easy to accept
that definition, for Patanjali,
the father of Indian Yoga
philosophy spoke of c/itta,
or mind-stuff before the
\West had even. conceived
of what is called .modern

. science. The Vedantist has

always thought that the
Ultimate -Reality is . Purc
Consciousness; Got‘ama, the
Knower, defined - it as
Supreme Intelligence (Adi
Buddha). Such advanced
Christian mystics as the
late Archdeacon Basil Wil-
berforce constantly referred
to God as Divine Mind, and
wrote in his book, Z/ere is
Np Death:

function took place at
Moonsamy's Government-
aided Indian School, seven
miles from Verulam, Natal.

Mr. S. David, Principal
‘of Verulam High School,
was called upon to speak.
His subject was “Our Re-
lationship to our African
Neighbours.”

He said that our future
depends on the goodwill of
the Africans. This is their
country, not that of the In-
dians. who came about one
hundred years ago, nor that
of the Europeans, who had
come earlier.

Indians had come for. a
specific porpose in  the
first place, bringing with
them  their knowledge of
gardening and skill in farm-

\ing and the great traditions
of a highly cultured people.

A solid contribution had
been made by them to the
progress of East Africa.
Later, Indian traders had
come to the south and set

an example in good busi-
1ess management,

Here a warning was
sounded: Tokeep the good-
will of the African advant-
age must not be taken of
his lack of education. He
must’' not be exploited by
unfair dealing in the store
or by inadequate pay for
his services. It is our duty
to endeavour to take away
the feeling of inferiority in
him and plant a sensc of
equality and to take the
African - into  partnership.
To keep his goodwill we
must show to him and his

family the respect and
courtesy due to every
human being. Help him

to feel on the same rung
of the ladder as yourself.
Address him as “Mr. So-
and-so.” do not use the
word ‘*‘Native” but “Afri-
can” in speaking to him, Re-
framm from saying “Kalffir,”
“Nigger” and “Boy.” It
is urgent that each one of
us should make some con-
tribution towards fostering
the goodwill of the African
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Today, of all days, the joy of giving i.s upp.ermost in every heart.

The best thing to give to your enemy is forglvgness; to an opponent,

tolerance; to a friend, your heart; to-your child, a good e_xample;

to your father, deference;.to your mother, conduct that.wﬂl make

her proud of you; to yourself, respect; to all men, chan.ty; and to
your loved -ones ? :

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Crisis For Communism

[{E Russian Com-
Dﬂ“ munist Party has
formally, through‘
Mr. Nikita Kruschev, its
general secretary, admitted
that communism in Russia
under Stalin was organised
thuggery. The point has
been made several times by
the free world that what the
communists of the world
now know thréugh Nr.
Kruschev has been known
and openly denounced .in
the frce world for years.
The other point, that Stalin
had accomplices in the
crimes he commited against
humanity has also been
made on several occasions.
We would like to underline
them here because they are
likely to have a bearing on
the future conduct of coms
munism on the onec hand
and on the attitude of the
democrats on the other. |

Mr. Kruschev's revela-
tions have certainly thrown
the communists everywhere
into what at present looks”
like a catastrophe. .Dut
-this will not mean the end™
of communism. Powerlul
ideas do not die like that.
Nor_is it likely to-bring
about an exodus of disillu-
sioned men from the com-
“munist parties ol the world.
The earncst heart-search-
ings going on in the cow-
munist world are themselves
an.indication that commun-
ism will benchit a lot from
the Kruschev'crisis.

\What thé’crisis will cer-
tainly do is that it -will
weaken considerably, for
some time at least, Russia’s
hold  on the communist

partics of the world—that
is, those which werc alffili-
ated to the' Cominform.
\What will remain and which
might be strengthencd by
the  Bulgasin-Kruschev
policy of conciliation will be
the ideological unity of the
communists. Since the com-
munists have all the right
to believe the truth as it is
revealed to them few real
democrats will quarrel with

communism's  ideological
unity.
The cuestion all  this

raises is: What will South
African communism do in
South Africa? Underground
comimunism in this country
is in the very happy and
safe position of being shel-
tered by the State. ~The
Suppression of Commuriism
Act drove the communists
underground and from there
the country cannot sce their
reactions to the IKruschev
crisis in the clearest of light,

But even then, certaip
things are beginning to take
shape whicl_ indicate. in
some way the course events
might take. From their
underground  hauats  the
men and women who still
believe that communisny will
save humanity are directing
their activities in the direc-
tion of intensifying organi-
sational “pressurec on the
non-Luropean side. This
that they believe
their real hope now lies in

means

“shaking up the non-\White

proletarian majority. They
have, of course, believed
this since 1924 when they
dropped the colour bar from
their party, In the inter-

vening  period they have

- endeavourcd, by the trial

and error method, to build
up Black White proletarian
unity. This policy is not
likely to be abandoned—at
least so long as Alvrican
opinion refuses Lo be anti-
\White. At the same time
the situation is being real-
istically appreciated. Un-
derground communisim real-
ises that with apartheid in
power the African will pro-
gressively see salvation for
himsell in working for the
expulsion of the \Whitc
supremacist from this part
of the world.

The new line, then, is to
prepare panels of leaders of
the African who will be
sympathetically disposed Lo-
wards White intelli-
gentsia on the one hand
and, on the other, ‘to give
all possible assistance Lo
the awakening African,

the

What cffect will all this
have on the relations be-
tween the various peoples
of South Aflrica? DBehind
the scenes communism bas
always been a complicating
factor _in the relations be-
tween Dlack and White.
Early in its history it tlirted
openly with the National-
ists of Ilertcog and Cres-
well's Labour Party, Dy
doing that it paved-the way
for Strijdom and Verwocrd
and is not wholly without

. its responsibility for landing

the African in disaster.

Butitlearntits lessons. To-
wards the thirties. its policy
changed. The African was
wooed with untiving scal.
So was the Indian. That
change has produced hand-
sotne results takinyg into
consideration the peculiar
nature™of the South African
situation,  But then as the
gulf between White and
Black widens, the results
and achievements of the
past ate threatened. Disas-
ter will ostensibly be ob-
viated by bringing up a
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“greneration of African lecads
ers who arc sympathetically
disposcd towards commun-
ism.

\What all this will -tmean

in practice is that there will
be a ficice struggle between
the non-European democrat
and the underground com-
munist, It might assume
proportions where neither
v will ask for nor give quarter,
It is obvious that the people
who will benclit from jthis
will be the apartheiders and
the other Vhite supre-
macists. There might be
splits as well in the anti-
apartheid frout on the non-
White side.  This will be
unfortunate but pcxhaps not
really avoidable in the cir-
cumstances created by the
Kruschev revelations and
the mood into which it has
thrown communism in this
country.

R.P. R PATHER, President
of the Natal Indian Or-
ganisation, made his first venture
to explain  the Natal Indian
Organisation’s policy to the pub-
lic at th: meeting of the Clair-
wood Literary and Debating So-
cicty on the 28th June 1956, The
effort was a dismal failure. Ina
packed hall the N.ILO.’s policy
did not receive support from a
gingle person It may be men-
tioned in passing that since the
coming into existence of the
N.LO. some ten years ago, this
was the first attempt to enun-
ciate to the public its policy.

The sum toral of Mr. Pather's
#peech to the Society boils down
to the fact that the existence of
the N.I.O. was brought about by
the necessity of maintaining good
relationship between the Euro-
p:aas and Indraos The NI1.O.

*b:lieves in doing nothing that

waould embarrass the Govern-
m:nt or antagonise the white
population of the countsy., They
carosider their stand a realistic
ooe, aad while not accepting the
colour bar, it does not believe in
challenging the supremacy of the
white ruling class in South Africa.

Apswer: Yes. The N.1.O. is
against it in principle. We be-
lieve that each race must main-
tain its purity, but we are not
opposed to freedom of marriage

Snoh statementa always
spring from the falee identifica-
tion of man with the flesh, the
maya that comes and goes and is
never any part of the real and
enduring Afman. “The flesh
profiteth nothing,” said Jesus of
Nazareths ‘“The fleeh warreth
sgainst the Spirit and the Spirit
againet the flesb, and these are
oontrary tkte one to the other”
gaid Paul of Tarens, who aleo res
minded his hearers of the unie
versal Truth that the things
whioch are seen sare temporal
(maya); but the things which
are not seen are eternal, {and
theretore real).

Therefore consgcionsness that
oannot be seen and 8o cannot be
destroyed is the essential nature
of every man; and all men are
thal ONE thing.

« Bantu Education”

HE following letter dated 4th
June was addressed to the
sNew Statesman and Nation’
(London), by Mr. C, W. M, Gell:

Dear Sir,—The Rev. P. G.
Canner says ‘““there are at present
no sigas of African children re-
ceiving inferior education.”

Even if (as.I do not agree) this
were true of the “Bantu’ sylla-
buses, it is important to remem-
bar that the Churches had to de-
cide their attitude to ‘‘Bantu
education” before the syllabuses
were published; when all they
knew was Dr. Verwoerd's assur-
annce that “the Native has to
learn there is no place for him in
the White society above the level
of certain forms of labour.”

In the aponising choice then
laid upon them, I believe that the
Bishop of Johannesburg and his
African parents alone rightly de-
cided to close their schools and
refuse all form of co-operation
{e.g. lease of buildings etc.) But
there are Whites and non-Whites
who conscientiously disagree with-
out condoning “Bantu Educa-
tion."” '

My basic reason—and [ believe
that also of Father Huddleston
and Bishop Reeve—is that any
education conceived with the
und:riying motive given by Dr.
Verwoerd must be inferior and
un-Christian. And, secondly, any
form of collaboration will in-
evitably lead to gradual, if un-
willing, acquiescence as one
small regression succeeds another
in the unhappy belief that ‘“‘a
rotten education is better than

When the syllabuses were pub
lished, the primary school day for
Africans was cut from 4 hours to
2} hours.  If this has no adverse
effect on the child, why is the
same cut not applied to White
primary schools?

I cannot accept (though some
have) that the replacement of
history and pgcography in the
primary syllabuses by ‘environ-
mental studies” implies no dimi+
nution of African educatien,
since the latter limits historical
horizons to the tribal past and
civics to the Africans’ relation-
ship with the Native Affairs De-
partment and its agents. Nor
do I believe that insistence on
“mother-tongue medium,” which
Africans themselves do not want,
is wholly unconnected withs the
desire to confine children to de«
partmentally re-written text-hooks
(not yet available) in languages
free from association with the
outside world.

Mass Arrests

New Dethi, June 25.

CCORDING to a Press Trust
of India report from Bome
bay, Nalionalist Goan leaders
have eppealed to Prime Miniater
Nehru to exert hia inflnence on
free natione and the Common-
wealth countries “'to halt the in-
human repression” and maes
arrests of Goan citizane launched
by tho Portuguese Government
ia its Indian enclaves. h

The leaders sent a cable on
Jane 24 to the Prime Minister—
now in London—drawing his
nitention to the ‘“unprecedented
wave of repression’” in Gon
which, they said, had resnlted in
death dae to torture of a Coan
citizan and arrests of at least §0
prominent persone. To date,
the oable added, the number of
persone arrested since 1954 waw
nearly 3,000, Among those
arrested, the eable said, were Dr.
Alvaro Costs, Editor of ‘Diaro
de Goa,” Mr. Alvaro TFartado, ex~
President, Salesstte ILIunioipal-
ity, besides 8 number of leading
dootorp, lawyers, businesemen
and landlorde,

The oable said ‘‘the majority
of nrrested people had been
tortured for extracting informa-
tion” from them. Mr, Krighna
Porobo, it added, had “notually
*died as a result of Portngnese
tortare in prigon'"” though the
Portnguese Government had nl-
leged that he had been shot dead
while attempting to escape from
prieon in' Goa after his arrest,
The wave of repression was
' rominiscent of fagoist methods
of exterminating opponenis” and
bas driven the Goan people to
desperate aots of violence and
sabotage, the ceble continued.
Repreesion had driven @oans to
attack polioe stations while ferry
and steamer servioes and mines
in the colony had stopped work=
ing.

“All these inoidents in the
heart of Goa,” the cable gaid
“are the work of desperate
Goans, thongh the Portnguese
allege that there is ho nationalist

N_last week’s issue ‘Indian

Opinion’ published a statement
sipned by Mr, A. J. Luthuli in
which he claims to reply to
attacks and criticisms of Congress
policy some of which he says, at
the very opening of the state
ment, he does not remamber.

Finally, he
sent me a telephone message, of
which the Post Office at Inanda
has arecord I hired a special
car, took my wife along and went
to his house. When I got there
I found Mr, Hyacinth Bengu.
Mr, Luthuli explained to me
that he had asked me to come to
get my views on Sophiatown and
that he had asked Mr. Bengu e
bring him news of the latest de-
velonmente in

[arhistamen 7
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- gave him my views candidly—
which, incidentally 1 had also
made public. Mr. Bengu male
a frank and detailed report.
After that the three of us (three
o'her prominent Congressmen
had jrined us then) bad a frank
discussion of things in the ANC.
Mr. Lurthuli laid before us views
which I do not feel free to make
public for reasons of security.
Toe important point is that
these views gave igformation on
what was going on in Cobpgress
They were expressed to me in
the presence of responsible wit-
nesses. Subsequently, I wrote in
the Press having as background
the information given us by Mr,
Luthuli himself These men who
were with me are willing to bear
witness to my testimony on this.

_For “Mr. Luthuli” suddenly to
forget what he himself told me in
the presence of witnesses and to
ascribe it to a detective apency
which he, knows I do not have
is a bit of small-minded smearing
which b should be above re-
sorting to in the discussion of so
important a subjec,

What are the facts on Bantu
Education? I bave described our
decision here made in Durban as
stupid, 1 still think it s'upid,
It was an unconvincing excuse
for inactivity; 2 cowardly shelter-
ing behind the boycott to run
away from the challenge that
Verwoerd poses. We must ac-
cept the challenge and goto gaol
and die there if necessary, in-
stead of telling people not to send
their children to school when
everywhere the African is detes-
mined to send his child to school
no muter what happens. Our
policy here is completely un-
realistic and mot in tume with
African opinion.

After the boycott decision I
saw Mr. Luthuli and told him
‘frankly how I felt about the
mistake we had made. Thereis
no question of security involved
here so 1 can write freely. He
agreed with much of what I said.
Subsequeatly be wrote to Pro-
fessor Matthews, When the
latter rcblicd, Mr. Luthuli was
good enough to show me the
confidential correspondence be-
tween him and Professor Mat-
thews. Imight add that on one
occasion I helped at his request,
with the drafting of the letter to
Profeisor Matthews, When Pro-
fessor Matihews replied again,
M1, Luthuli was kind enough to
shaw me the letter.  Again here,
some of thest letters were given
tome in the presence of a witness.

The information they contain-
td plus the views Mr. Luthuli
himself expressed to me formed
the basis of my subsequent line
criticising ANC policy in this

INDIAN
regard, I must make one piont
clear, Mr. Luthuli did not in

any way whatsoever suggest to
me that [ should attack. At the
same time he realised I am a res-
ponsible citizen free to make the
best use of 1he information pub-
lic men placed at my disposal
and, where necessary, to treat it
with the necessary confidence.

For him to say I employed
private detectives when he him-
self gave me the Matthews letters
is a bit of twisting facts which
might suggest to me that Mr.,
Luthuli and the “Mr, Luthuli”
who drafted the letter are two
different personalities I have
too high a personal regard for
Mr. Luthuli to suspect that in
these events Mr. Luthuli was
running with the hares and
chasing with the_hounds. I in-
cline to the view that Mr. Luthuli
did oot keep “Mr, Luthuli” fully
informed on the ground our con-
versations covered,

“Mr. Luthuli" accuses me of

posing as his confidant and by
implication denies this vehement-

ly. Buteven here, this iz surely.

a very unkind cbarge. For very
many years he continued to
create the impression that I, en-
joyed his coofidence. If I did
not he was quite free not to tell
me Congeess secrets. Since he
told these to me, his denial
means one of two things: either
that bie treats-confidences wreck-
lessly. telling them to people he

does not trust or he has a limited™

appreciation of what coofidence
is, T took him freely into my
confidence on very many things
because he took me freely into

. his. For him to say that he did
not do this leaves me -shocked
and pained.

Mr. Luthuli gave me lengthy
~details of the circumstances of
Sisulu's departure for Bucharest.
I am willing to reveal these par-
ticulars before the national -exe-
cutive committee of the ANC
and to cross-examine certain
leading personalities in the move-
ment to establish the' veracity of
my facts as given to me in con-
fidence by Mr. Luthuli,

Oa quite another occasion he
gave -me also the details of
Moses Kotane's mission to Ban-
dung. Again, these things can-
not be discussed in public. But
if the national executive wete
interested, I would not mind
confronting Mr. Luthuli and the
fellow who drafted the letter for
him and cross-examining them
and beiog cross-examined by
them to establish the autheaticity
of my information,

On the Freedom Charter, I
travelled especially to Stanger,
afier fixing an appointment with
him, We met in an Indian
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restaurant and bad a frank  That bit about the Peace Con-
and full discussion of the ference invitation, That is a
Charter. Again he told me minor detail. But Mr. Luthuli
of certain things about it in himself told me about it when I

confidence which I cannot make

public but which I could reveal

freely in the national executive®
committee because I think it is

the responsible body before

which these confidential details’
can be revealed, If, in telling

me all these things Mr. Luthuli

was not showing I enjoy his con-

fidence on these matters, then I

1 told
him about a similar invitation I
myself had recelved previously
to a Peace Conference which I
had ignored. He told me that he
bad reacted differenlty ‘from
what I bad done. He replied to
say that he felt that the most
important contribution he can
make to our struggle at the
moment was to stay in this
country, Now he denies it,
