North Africa And Qurselves

R NEIHRU meets
M Colonel Nasser of
Egypt and DMar-

shal Tito of Yugoslavia this
week in a conference which
is bound to be of vital in-
terest to the non-European
peoples of the continent.
One of the subjects to be
discussed will obviously be
the situation in North Afri-
ca;  DMarshal Tito “and
Colonel Nasser are vitally
interested in what happens
in that part_of the world.
And in recent ycars a lot
has been happening which
both had good reason to
regard as threatening peace
in their part of the world.

Their participating in a
conference with Mr. Nehru
suggests strongly that what
they want now is the crea-
tion of an atmosphere in
the DMNediterrancan' where
peace will be stabilised.
For, whether people agree
‘with India in her foreign
policy or not, there is no
doubt in the minds of men
and women who study In-
dia’s foreign policy im-
partially that Pandit Nehru
is a living symbol of man-
kind’s desire for peace,
Practice is coming to create
2 climate where his very
presence becomes a sign
that peace is in sight.

From this angle his at-
tending the conference with
the two Mediterranean lead-

“ers is really a good augury.

If is good not only for
world peace generally; it is
good for our own struggle
against race oppression.

" The stabilisation of peace
in North-Africa will create

3

a climate in which Prime
Minister Strydom’s talk of

danger f{rom the North
might lose much of its
meaning,

A week ago he was talk-
ing in London of South
Alfrica being now ready to
stand by the side of the
Western Powers in  the
fight against comamunism.
If by implication the Prime
Minister now realises that
his own Party was danger-
ously short-sighted in its
attitude towards Hitler dur-
ing the last war, his change
of outlook is a welcome
awakening to realities which
have the potential to crush
apartheid. \Ve are not say-
ing that apartheid has any
reason whatsoever to sur-
vive. The sooner this coun-
‘try is rid of this satanic
evil, the sooncr -all will be
well for all concerned. What
we arc really interested in
is that the Prime AMinister
now realises that he needs
the bigger world; that he
has a vital interest in being
in the good books-of that
world., -

This realisation might
persuade "him or his col-
leagues that the world has
no time for a philosophy
of violence like apartheid,
The ruthless sui)pression of
the man of colour is the
only source of apartheid's
strength,  Because apart-
heid depends so heavily on
force, violcnce anywhere in
the world or the threat of
violence tends to create a
world atmoSphere which
reinforces apartheid,

While this threat exists

apartheid always has the
initiative  to  exploit that
state of ‘aftairs to convince
the foreign investor that
Police “State conditions in
South Africa are the only
guarantee of profits.  Since
the outside world has limit-
ed knowledge of what goes
on in thls country, all the
men of apartheid need to do
is to talk of communism \to
emerge as the lily.white
champions of the cause
of suppressing communism
and, therefore, to be accept-
ed by the West as fine
fellows,

The removal of the threat
of violence in the world will
mean that the boftom will
have been taken off apart-
heid’s strongest argument
in foreign cars. \Vhat is
more, the stabilisation of
peace in North Africa, as
well as anywhere in the
world, will createc an at-
mosphere where apartheid
will stand in all its naked-
ness as a philosophy of
force. We should welcome
that because_it will mean
that the \Vest, which is
slow to see apartheid for
the evil it is, will no longer
accept uncritically the scares
that the men of apartheid
raise to confuse the real
issaes at stake,

To the extent that the
Nehru-Tito-Nasser confer-
ence will stabilise peace in
the north as well as destroy
one of apartheid’s strongest
arguments, “we' welcome it
and peay that the three
statesmen might succeed in
the job of bringing about
peace in the Mediierranean,

In recent months the
cause of Afro-Indian accord
has received very severe
shocks. The government's
apartheid policy which is
intended to drive the Afri-
cans out of the M. L., Sul-
tan college can only widen
the gulf between the Afri-
can and the Indian. 1f this
has been the case the argu-
ment becomes stronger that
moie should be done ta
bring the Indian and Afri-
can closer together,

This must not be done
simply because the Indian
and the African are DBlack
-or simply because both are
oppressed. It must be done
betause the more human
beings on both sides of the
racial line are brought (g-
gether, the better they will
Le fitted to malke this a
country fit for free men to
livein. *We must preach
this accord because it is the
hallmark of a good South
African to bc on  good
terms with his neighbour
across the racial line,

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The Significance Of Salima

O many South Africans it may
seem that an inter-racial con-
ference on the shores of Lake
Nyasa, some hundreds of miles
north of the Limpopo, has little
relevance to their Jives. They
_are probably mistaken.

Not only do meetings between
Africans, Asians and Europeans
anywhere in Africa affect us, par-
ticularly when they live together
without social distinction, talk
together without embarrassment
and reach apgreement, But the
nature of their agreements may
well be of importance out of all
proportion to the size of the
gathering. - .

Of course, the delegates to the
convention of the Capricorn Afri-
ca Society represent no one but
themselves. The society has at
present only some 4,500 members
scattered throughout the Federa-
tion of Rhodesia and 'Nyasaland,
Tanganyika and Kfnya. But
.many of these are influential
people in their communities.
Aud, in any case, a cohesive pres-
sure group wotking to certain
basic principles and a commeon
plan can achieve surprising re-
sults in a continent as fluid as
Africa is today.

There will be criticism of many
of the details of the convention’s
decisions, now to be embodied in
the Capricorn Contract, Conser-
vatives will say that the society is
trying to go too fast, trying to
force the pace. Especially they
will object to the suggestion that
Goverriments should take the
initiative vigorously towards eli-
minating the colour bar. It has
always been an axiom of British
colonial—and domestic—policy,
that racial discrimination must be
allowed to relax gradually as
prejudice voluatarily diminishes.
This attitude has not been con-

spicuously successful, On the
other hand the Capricorn dele-
gates probably had in mind the
examples of America and India
where, in regard to segregarion in
schools and the untouchables,
deliberate legal pressure is moving
mountains, though much still
temains to be done,
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Liberal-minded people may
doubt the wisdom of the fancy
franchise with multiple votes
which the Capricorn Contract
now embodies, Itseems unlikely
that Africans will accept less than
universal franchise as the ultimate
objective,  An African journalist
from Salisbury told the conven-
t'on that one-man-one vote ““had
failc‘d, being not suitable to Afri-
can conditions.”” But it has
never yet been tried in Africa.
There may be a case for an in-
terim loaded franchise, But even-
tually Africa is likely to agree
with Sir Winston Churchill that
universal suffrage democracy “is
the worst possible system of Gov-
ernment, except all the others
that have yet been tried."

However, the Capricorn Society

began as an instrument for re-

taining British power in East and
Central Africa. It proved the
flexibility of its leaders’ minds by
yielding gracefully to non-white
pressure and dropping its ideas
about an East African Federation
linked to C.A.F. So it may yet
advance to a more defensible
position about the franchise goal,
And it has come to its senses on
the subject of “equal pay for
equal work,"” about which it was
originally confused, by stressing
that this can only -be fully

The Capricorn
movement, he said, is no longer
concerned with crippling and
paralytic pre-occupations with
race, with the colour of people’s
skins, tke shape of their noses,
the texture of their liair and God
knows what else. It js concerned
only with values—the mainten-
ance and advancement of funda-
mental human valuzs I koow
how greatly exiggerdted are the
d.fferences b:tween white and
non white in Africa.

It was on “Prejudice
in Modern Perspective,’
Professor  Allport, who saw
much of viclence and social dig-
order in Germany and Tutkey as
a young man immediately after
the First World War, holds that
science bas “fairly certainly”
established that racial member-
ship accounts for only a negligible
portion of human attributes—for
complexion, hair, form and shape

“This indiffercnce,” he told the
Goodwill Club, ‘‘seems to me to
be one of the shocking and
terrible things in South Africa.”

“I don't see how you can pos-
sibly be indifferent to the life of
a group of people and expect
them not to be indifferent to your
life or property or both. It
terrifies me even as a visitor to
the country, and it would terrify
me even more if I were a resi-
dent.”

No group of people could stand

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A Reply To Mr. Jordan K. Ngubane's Attacks

On The African National Congress

Incorrect Allegations Affecting Other Leaders In Congress

MR. NGUBANE is disturbed

by the groundless {ears that
in working with its present allies
Congress is losing its identity
and independence, (could he say
this if Congress were in alliance
with the Liberal Party which it
would have sought were it not
for tbe limiung aspects in the
Liberal Party programme)? In
doing so Mr. Ngubane revea's
himself as a racialist and not a
true liberal and, alternatively, as
ignorant or unaware of the pro-

into schools of thought acting as
pressure groups within Congress.

I kpow my mind very well and
require no one to interpret it fer
me. Inote that Mr, Ngubane
assigns me to what he describes
as the Christian Centre group. I
detest being labelled; but even
more seriously I resent the sug-
gestion that if I were given a free
band I, and others he assigns to
the Centre, would choose to
work with the Liberal Party,
thus implying that some forces
which he terms the Left wing,
are forcing us against our will
into channels we de not desire.
Asa Coggressman I cannot con-
scientiously work in unqualified
alliance with the Liberal Party
with i1s present qualified pro-
gramme of action limited to
fighting on constitutional lines
and limiting franchise by an
educational qualification.

To us in the African National
Congress these are fundamental
deficiencies in the Liberal Party
Programme. But, notwithstand-
ing these limitations in the
Liberal Party, the African Na-
tional Congress, in its eagerness
to makz as broad a freedom
front as possible, has established
a friendly relationship with the
L:beral Party by entering into
a mutual understanding of co-
operating on specific issues when-
ever the views of the two groups
do not conflict.

Mr. Ngubane is being ex.
tremely unfair and false when he
suggests that it is the Liberals
only who stand for “a clearcut
policy of equality and opposiuon
to the Colour Bar. Whatever
we may disltke 1n the Tongress
of Democrats, we cannot bonestly
accuse them of being racialistic;

indeed one wonders whether in
actual practice they do not show
freedom from prejudice much
more than any other white group
in the countryand desire without
limitation to extend to mnon-
Europeans all the benefits of
modern civilisation; in short,
they accept in full the African
National Congress objectives and
programme of action.

In my opinion Mr. Nzubane
seems to suffer from an illness of
divided loyalties, and he strives
hard to appear a member and
supporter of the African National
Congress and the Liberal Party
at one and the same time; this is
an impossible position which
will eventually earn him the dis-
like and contempt of both.

With what he regards as an
air of sweet reasomableness Mr.
Ngubane coacludes his diatribe
against Congress and its leader-

ship by what he calls a “con

structive approach.” I confess I
could not find in words or in
spirit any constructiveness in the
so-called  “Constructive  Ap-
proach,” as Mr. MNgubane more
than anything else elaborated the
alleged sins of commission and
omission of the African National
Congress and elevated to heights
of glory the Liberal Party of
South Africa which, according to
him, should be called the
‘Greater South African Party.”

The African National Congress
knows where it is going—and
Mr. Ngubane has deviated a lopg
way from the path he once trod
in 1950 and before as the Youth
League leader. The African
National Congress on the basis

The Committec agreed that
these restrictions are ‘‘clearly
ioconsiatent” with the priaciples
and purposes of the mandate
system and with the Universal
declaration of Human rights;

It recommended as a matter
of immediate necessity, the
elimination of “thesc discrimi-
natory restrictions” which the
Uruzuayan delegate, Pcof, Ea-
rique Rodriguez Fabregat, said
‘teduce men to the level of
beaste.”

The Committee criticised the
removal of non-European lcei.
tions from areas considered

It said that it views with
