WONDER if the world has ever secn anything quite like the present move-

ment for peace. VYes, the period of the Crusades was such a time. Under

the whip-lash of Peter the Hermit, whose preaching of the First Crusade is
the greatest single preaching 1chicvement known to history, millions of people
rose up en masse to recapture the Holy Sepulcher, and leaving their homes and
farms and shops behind them, swept to the East like a devouring flood and changed
the face of the world.

There are great differences, to be sure, berween these two events. Thus,
the Crusades were an army which included kings and-lords as well as peasants,
whereas the peace movement today is fundamentally a movement ol the cominon

people to save themsclves from the doom which'seems now impending upon our
civilization and culture.

Again, the Crusades were a Christian undertaking, moved by the superstitions
as well as the faith of Christianity.  This kept the movement well within the
bounds of Christendom, whereas our peace causc to-day embraces the whole of |
.humankind. Deceprooted in the hearts of men of every colour, crecd, and class.

it is literally.a universal attempt to save the race before it is too late.

The Crusades, though prompted by religion, werc, none the less, savage,
cruel, barbaric. But our peacemakers to-day desire nothing quite so much as
the imphnting here and now within the hearts of men of the virtues of kindliness

and love. Through these inward manifestations of the spirit alone can triumph
come Lo our cause.

It is obvious that our comparison is defective The Crusades, after all, were
a war, ferociously sustained through centuries of time. But our movement is for
peace, a universal uprising of men to gain a great idealistic end.  In every nation
of the world, vast numbers of people are dedicating themselyes to peace. In
every religion we have millions of mankind concerned with bringing in goodwill
and brotherhood upon the earth. \Vhen was ther: ever so potent and widespread
2 movement for the liberation of the race?  Surely, now, if only because of the
sheer momentum of a cause involving the high resolve of unnumbered myraids of
mankind. we must attain our end. Multitudes now alive will live to see the day
when “they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruning
hooks: nation shall not lift sword against nation, ncither shall they learn war any
more."

The onc unfor-
tunite thing of the past
year has been that those
who seek peace have been
going about the wrong way
to achieve it. Nevertheless
there have been bright spots
here and there and one has
been the conference of the
Church that took
place not long ago in Pre-
toria to deliberate on the
question of bringing about
racial harmony, the lack of
which seems to be the root
cause of most of the trouble
in South Africa

These occasional
shocks should therefore act
as a reminder to man to be
humble and prayerful at all
times for it is not he who
rules but there is a Supreme
Power that rules the destiny
of the world.

In so far as we arc con-
cerned personally as non-

Etropeans who consider
themselves injured by a

hostile Government and feel
that our lot has not been a
happy one during the past
year, have nothing much
to grumble. We have not
suffered very much physical
injury.  If fact it would not
be wrong to say that we
have sacrificed our man-
hood—our self-respect to a
certain extent for the sake
of our material interests,
which is a sign not of pro-
gress but retrogression on

our part. Rather than
blaming the Government
for the ills we suffer we

should blame ourselves for
allowing ourselves to suffer
those ills in our anxiety to
sustain our bodies which
are destined to be perished
however we try to
pamper them. Nature is
warning us day in and day
out of that fact but we are
too blind to take heed of it.

movc on the part I the Organi-
sation, Whilst we do not cgree
with the Congress on miny mat-
ters, particularly s methods, we
certainly believe that (be prin-
ciples for which it is fighing arc
unchallengeable, There can ncver
be any compromisc on matters
of principle, The Osganisation,
unfortunately, views things purcly
from a materialistic point and is
ever ready to compromise if
vested interests are safcguarded.
Thus to-day though the leaders
of the Organisation, whbo are voci-
ferous in condemning the Group
Arecas Act, which the Indian com-
munity has with onec voice rtotally
rejected, arc ever ready and alert
to pick up crnmbs wherever they
are thrown.

If Indians in South Africa wish
to sell their souls in order to safe-
guard their vested interests it is
their own concern, ‘They cannot
expect India or Pakistan to help
them do so.

INDIAR OUPINION

We are second to none in our
desire to sce a peaceful solution
of the racial problem in South
Africa. But we fear very much
that in the pregsent circumstances
it will never be solved without a
war. If Europeans were ibh otir
place they would never have
tolerated such conditions for one
minute. There would have been
war long ago. In our casc when
we speak of war we do not meah
a violent war, We mcan a fion-
violent war which entails self-
suffering to the extent of being
tortured to death without beating
the slightest hatred towards our
adversary nor raising even a finger
against bim. Unless we are pre-
pared for this we are doomed and
we have no reason to blathe ahy-
body but ourselves, If we have
not even a spark of manhood in
us to stake our lives for higher
things in life we surely deserve
our fate.

So-Called Civilised Teaching
Barbarism

Under the heading “An eye
for an cye,” the London ‘Daily
Herald' commented on a report
from Kepnya that a Mau Mau
lcader was offering so thuch a
bead for “kills” by his followers.
In a leading article the paper
said: **A dead Europcan is worth
£6 to the killer and a dead Afri-
can loyalist 50s., so the Africans
copy the deplc-able example set
by some Britnh ¢lements in
Kenya. “Barbarism is taught by
those who call themselves civilised
to the very people whom they
despise as primitive, backward
and barbarous, ““Could therc be
mor¢. glaring proof of the ex-
plosive train of evil consequences
which evil methods must igoite?
Aund could there be any policy
worse than this, of an eye for ap
eye and tooth for a tooth, or one
more likely to ruin any change
of achieving true peace and
partoership in Keoya., “Let us
now have as quickly as possible,
the report of the official inquiry
into th: use of sucl practices by
Bruitish troops, and the clearest
assurance that they have not
merely been forbidden by order,
but abandoned in fict.”

U.S. Bishop On Africa

South Africa need to spend
£300,000,000 a year for the mext
10 years to provide adequate
housing for her Native workers,
but was spending less than
£300,000 for public housing now,
Methodist Bishop John Wesley
Lord said in Boston last week,

The Bishop, who has recently re
turned from a tour of Africa, said
that the Union’s biggest problem
was housing and the situation
was “near disaster.” He said
that 10,000 people were on
waiting lists for non-European
housing projects in Capetown,
He said that there was a serious
lack of public interest in improv-
ing the squalid conditions in
which Native workers were forced
to live, sometimes 15 miles from
cities in which they were em-
ployed. Liv.ng standard in these
locatiGns were sub-human, How-
ever, with the co operation of
their White rulers, the Africans
themselves could find 2 peaceful
solution of the Union’s problems,
said the Bishop. He said that
the Mau Maus were not typical
of the wvast majority of Natives.
I heard more about them here
than I did in Africa,"” He added:
“The African doesn't want the
White man to leave,
proud of his Western clothes.
If you meet him half way he will
respond pgenerously and intelli-
gently.” Referring 1o the causes
of the Mau May uprisings, he
said: ‘I understand that certain
British adminsstrators in Kenya
Were unwisc persons, He added
that Communism Was no threat

Racial Discrimination In
British Hotels Criticised
Mr. Gwilym Lloyd George
Minister of Food, is reported by
Sapa-Reuter to have said that
he deplored racial discrimination
in British hotels. He would be
cxceeding his powers if he used
the licensing regulations for
catering establishments to stop it.
He bad been uiged to do this
in the House of Commons by
Mr. Arthur Lewis, a Labour
Member, Mr. Lewis said that
one London hotel had officially
stated it was their policy to
enforce the Colour Bar. Mr.
Lewis said it was disgraceful for
the Food Ministry to assist them
by grantiog a catering licence
when the Minister could refuse
it. Inreply, Mr. Lloyd George
said: “I am advised that I should
exceed my powers if I attempted
to use them for social ends such
as to prevent discrimination.
“There is no obligation, I under-
stand, under common law for
any caterer to serve anyone, and
I cannot override the law in that
respect. Ishould have thought
that the most effective deterrent
against colour discrimination is
public opinion.”

A CONSTRUCTIVE POLICY FOR THE COLONIES

{ Concluded from last week)

Gezira Example

| HOPE that the right hon.

Gentleman, in thinking of this
land problem, will remember that
the Gezira scheme in the Sudan
is the best project which the
British have undertaken in the
who'e continent. I believe that,
happily, the right hon. Gentleman
had some associations with the
scheme.

There is a scmi-desert area in
Kenya. ~Water is there, but it
would cost a Ict to tap it. If that
water were oil it would be tapped,
because oil is profitable.

Water is more cssential to the
buman race than oil, and the
Government ought (o take the
responsibility of developing that
desert area on the Gezira lines.

Thirdly, I turn to the problem
of the Africans in their own land.
I admit that their farming is often
primitive and unproductive. The
solution to that would be to
develop the farmers’ cu-operative
movements out there.

In a little way it (the co-opera-
tive movement) has been going
on for years, and was encouraged
jmmensely when my right hon.
Friend the Member for Llanzlly
(Mr. J. Griffiths) was Sccretary
of State for the Colonies. It has
not advanced so rapidly since.

1 was there in November and 1
found that the secretary, who
was responsible for the co-opera-
tive movement, had actually been
transferred from that job to
another. 1 saw him and his story
was one of pessimism about the
failure of that co operative move-
ment because the Africans had
not the technical attributes ncces-
sary for the job.

Help From India

That brings me to the con-
structive point which I am now
making.

The Indian Government have
offered 25 scholarships to Afri-
cans from Kenya to go to India
to learn all there is to know about
Indian co-operative farming, to
Jéarn about community projects
which have been so successfully
developed in India.

That is a policy which we
should encourage. 1 am not
only making my appeal to Her
Majesty’s Government to give
these facilities for the acquiring
of the necessary technical experi-
ence. Iappeal to our own Co-
operative movement in this coun-
try, and to the Labour movement

to provide the facilities they can
do in that respect.

I would put community pro-
jects next in a constructive plan.
At present, if the Africapns are
driven from their land in the
African reserves in the way I
have described, they must be-
come servants to the European
farmers.

I have scen contracts; they are
simply appalling. A little bit of
land is given on which they can
grow produce; 15 head of goats
and material to build a hut are
provided and then payment of
from 3s, 6d. to 4s. 6. per week.

There are clauses in the con-
tract which say that if a boy be-
comes 16 years of age he must
work for the farmer as well, there
are clauses in some contracts
saying that children and wives,
must at the demand of farmers,
also work for them.,

That is appalling serfdom, and
it should be a matter of shame
to any of us that such conditions
should exist it the British Com-
monwealth or the British Empire.

How are we to end those con-
ditions?

By providing alternative em-
ployment—light industries in the
Afr.scan areas, co-operatively run,
which would be an alternative to
that appalling slavery of the
labourers on many of the Euro-
pean farms. Not only Her
Majesty’s Government shou'd
givc_ encouragement in that way.
African wages—the conditions of
Africans driven from the reserves
to the towns—are often worse
than those on the European farms
which I have described.

) The wage for African labourers
in Nairobi is 56s. per month.

The medical officer of health
says that the lowest figure a man
can !ive on if he spends the whole
of his money on food 15 60s,

.The natives cannot bring their
wives and children, who are left
m'lhc reserves to scratch what
existence they can from the land
around their huts.

The whole standard of wages
must be lifted, and there should
be a minimum wage for the
workers on the farms and the
workers in the towns.

Killing The Colour-2ar

I welcome the fact that 1n the
last few months an international
school has opened in Nairobi
When I hear the argument (ha;
the colour _bar is instinctive in
human beings I always recall

something 1 saw in Nairobi—the
children's queue for the cinema
on Saturday morning, with Euro-
pean, Asian and African children
standing side by side cagerly dis-
cussing the film ‘'Robin Hood"
that they were to scc.

Those same children were
segregated in the schools, with
European schools better than the
Asian and the Asian schools bet-
ter than the African. If we are
to build up onc community in
Kenya, the place to begin is the
school, I am glad that there has
been an experiment with one
school, T hape that the experi=
ment will be greatly extended.

Finally, I urge that there must
be constitutional reform and that
the basis of it should, in the first
stage, be parity between the three
races. That is a very moderate
demand to make. There are
35,000 Europeans, 120,000 Asians
and 5 million Africans. To sug-
gest that they should at least
have equal representation in the
Legislative Council is a moderate
proposal, and I hope that it will
be accepted.

British Guiana

I did not-want to take up more

time, but I had intendsd to pass
from my criticism of policy in
Kenya and my constructive pro<
posals to a reference to the situa-
tion in British Guiana. I will be
brief.
1 do not think that I need
assure the Minister of State for
Colonial Affairs or this House
that. 1 believe so intensely in
personal liberty that T hate the
totalitarian conceptions of Com-
munism. 1 bad fricnds who were
leaders of the Socialist movement
in most of the European coun-
trics, They are now dead—
murdered by the Communists.

Therefore, my approach to this

_subject is one of no sympathy

with Communism, but I say to
the right hon. Gentleman that the
Government are making a big
mistake in dismissing the Pcople’s
Progressive Party in British
Guiana as totally Communist,

The best coatribution to our
recent debate was made by the
hon, Member for East Bourne-
mouth and Christchurch (Mr. N.
Nicolson) who said that the
People's Progressive Party was
pnot under orders from Moscow.
He even said that he thought that
Dr. Jagan was quite sincere in
saying that heis nota Communist,
He said that Dr. Jagan had been
behind the Iron Cuitain and
that he tiad been inspired by an
enthusiasm for a workers’ demo-
cracy and had come back with it.

Those who kaow the People’s
Progressive Party in British
Guiana know that it is an alliance
of Nationalists, Socialists and
Communists,

The policy which Her Majesty's
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Government have pursued  has
made more Communists than any
of the propaganda of the Jagans
and the other Communists in
British Guiana.

When we examined the White
Paper we found only onc charge
of an intention of violent action
to create a situation of revolution
in British Guiana.

That was the charpe—na charge
of arson to burn down the Gov-
erament buildings and European
premises. That charge was splash-
ed over all the newspapers of the
world.

I venture to say that no one
who has gone into the charge
now believes that charge to be
true. (Interruption.) Well, let
me give the evidence.

In the White Paper, it was
stated to have come from reliable
sources. On October 21 the
Colonial Secrctary was asked why
these men had not been brought
to trial if they were guilty of a
criminal offence in plotting to
burn down Georgetown.  These
are the words he used in reply:

“Whether this plan would ever
have been carried oul is a matter
of conjecture.”

He was then asked what were
these relisble sources and his
reply was “Police agents.” Our
own expericnce during the war
and our experience in other
Colonies shows just how much
reliance can be placed upon storics
from police agents.

Mystery Of The Dates

The Official Repcrt has this.
The date on which the Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies and
the Home Secretary went (o
Balmoral Castle to get the*signa-
ture of Her Majesty to the decree
for the suspension of the Consti-
tution of Fritish Guiana

was
October 4.

I asked the Secretary of Strte
for the Cclonies in the House

what was the date when the re-
port of this plet to burn down
Georgetown was brought to the
Government’s attention, and his
answer, given in the House, was
October 2, That was only two
days before the decision to sus-
pend the constitution.

In the Official Report, the date
October 2, has been changed to
Oct ber 7, that is to say, the
White Paper uses as an argument
for the justification of the sus-
pension of the Constitution an
incident of which the Govern-
ment were unaware until three
days after the decrce for sus
pension was signed.

I say to the right hon. Gentle-
man that there are two point
here which he must answer.

If he is not prepared to bring
into public trial those who are
charged with these offences, what
right has he to make the charges
in a White Paper?
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Sceondly, what right at all has
he to include this (evidence in a
White Paper justifying the sus-
pension of the Constitution when
the Government themselves ap-
pearcd  to have no  knowledge
uatil three days after the decree
was sipned?

Menace To VWorld Peace

I want to rcpeat what I have
gaid outside because 1 believe it
to be the duty of Members of
Parliament to say inside these
walls what they write and say
outside,

T want to say to the right hon,
Gentleman that I regard  the

I repard it as a menace to this
country, because it is losing us
the pgood will of the African and
of the coloured populations of the
Empire to a degrec which makes
our co-opcration increasingly
difficult.

It is a menace to the colorial
countries not only in its direct
cffects but in the despair which
it is causing among the pcoples of
the colonial countries, causing
them to turn away from the
hopes of political action.

It is a mecnace to the world,
because two-thirds of the world’s
people are coloured, and unless
tkere is harmony between the
coloured races and ourselyes there
is no hope of peace in the
world.

In my view, the Secrctary of
State for the Colonies and his
Government ought to be indicted
before the world as a danger (0
its security and peace,

T'hio Primo Minislor roitorated
Jodin’s delerminnlion to remain
fricudly with othor nations and
taid, “We chonld hiave (o learn
what is beot from olher coun=
tries whoether it ie Ameriea or
U.88.R” It should not Le
their policy to slarl frioction wilh
olhers but to pureus their own
ideal of pence.

MMr. Nehrn recalled that horrors
of last two great wars, whioch
had resulted in he emergerce
of lwo slrong powere—Amerion

and Rossin. DBut, unfortunately,
one wag gngpiocious of the other.
Lot those countries do whatever
they liked but India's polioy
was not affected and she counld
livo in peace. The guestion,
however, arose “how oould an
independent country in the
modern world isolate herself
from events of the world.,”
““Wo have, therefore, becoms
a member of the United Nations
and it ie a matter of great
honour that the President of
thut great body ie an Indian.
‘Whether we 1like it or not we
ehall have to play our part in
ihe grent thestre of the world,”
he added.

All Asian countries were look-
ing to India whbich had set an
exnmple o8 to how a2 ocouniry
living 0 many years under
fore=ign rule had achieved her
independenoce in & peacefnl
manner, he paid. Colonial ex-
ploitation In many Asian and
Ahijoan ocountries bad been
erudionted and in many others
struggle for thie purpose was
now beibg waged. People in-
South Aflrica were in great
trouble and were looling to
India which had always shown
her sympathy for their right,

Turniog to internal problems
the Prime MMinister safd in the
progrees made in various spheres
sinos indepence solid fonnda-
tions of o strong and new India
had been smd.

The first Five Year Plan had
helped the country to have a
clear pioture of its needs and
resouroes and lines on which
{the nation oould develop, Da.
spite ite shortcomings, he eaid,
the plan bad Iatd foundations
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for n holter arsl Lipger geennd
Tive Year I'lan.

Mr. Nchra said that India
aimod nt a welfaro stato but, he
ndded, problema conld not he
folved merely by formulating
plane and sochemee. The country
ocould progress only swhon peo-
ple were united and pave their
best for it dovelopments. The
Prime Minpistor eanid that he
sgreed with tho communist prin-
oiple that inegnalities nmong
human berinpgs should be ali-
minated.  Bat if Communiale
thonght that this ocould be
nohioved by .violence or by
adopting  snbversivo methods
they wero mislaken, He de-
olarad the polioy followed by
Uommunists in India was ‘‘de-
ptruotive end not constructive.”

Tarlior addreesing a lorge
meoting in Dehra Dun on De-
cember 11 NMr. Nehruo de~
olared, ‘It is said that the Tnited
States and DIakistan are poing
to onter into n new rolationship
and have a pnot. They are an
independent country and they
have the right to do what they
want. Bat if thig kind of pact
oomes aboutand if thestrength ¢f
Pakistan’s army Iincreased with
the TUnited States” aid, it will
have its ropreoussions not only
in India but also in the whole
of Sonth Esst Asia. There is
on doubt about it. This will
disturb without fail the entire
balance of power in this region.

"YWhen onoe Lthe door is open
even a little for this kind
of thing in Pakistan in tho
course of time this door will
become wide open there under
pregsure of developments arigieg
from suob a paot.”’

Mr. George V. Allen, TUnited
States’ Ambaseador in India said
in New Delhi on December 13
that the Goverbment of United
Statesfwonld weigh the total effeot
that any military paot +with
Pakistan wounld have on TUnited
Btates relalions with India be-
fore apy deoision was taken in
this regard. Addressing the
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Forrign lelations Assogiation of
India Mr. Allen said that he him-
gelf and the United States Gov-
ernmentwere fully aware of the
anxieties in the mind of the In-
dian people about the proposed
paot.

Thn Clovernment of the United
Htates folly appreciated the ap-
prehension in the Indian mind
nbout the likely effect such s paot
might hava.on thestill unresolverl
Kashmir fessne. All thess ai-
peots would he gone into be-
fore any firm decision waa taken
in tho matter.

Mr. Allen said that India was
o preat domooratic State. Tt
wag athrilliog exparienca for him
to work omidst peopls who won
their independenco recently and
were now making their own
destiny.

He understood why people
of this country had soch warm
feelingo towarrds China. It wase
not becauss Cbina wae n come
munist conntry bnt becinse this
vastland-mess which was wesk in
the past had now become strong,
unified and self-respeoting and
was nble to tallr to western powera
on a footing of ¢qnality. Similar-
1y he understnod the feelingsabout
theo Sonth Korean (overnment
an‘l colonial and other issues.

They saw also the children at
the Friends school learning to
chop wood, to draw water,
wash the.r clothes by the side
a well and to miik cows.

It was important to sec that
the beliefs and customs of village
life were not overlooked: when
for cxample an outcast had been
employed for the milking of cows
the milk remained uosold.
