each one,

“When I sat i front of Her-
nus Kriel and Adriaan Vlok
and told them about this, they
were shocked and said ‘What
do you think we should do? ”
Dr Gluckman says.

“I said, “You must have an in-
quest In every case, in open
court and preferably 1n front of
a Judge.’”

“There have been no inquests
1n these cases,” says Dr Gluck-
man ‘“‘That’s the problem
Nothing happens I have not
been called to give my evr-
dence I don't know why no 1n-
quests have been called So I
certamnly can’t say which n-
quests were contentious.”

On the walls of Dr Gluck-
man’s offices are photographs
from trials past where he has
testified One 1s dated 1972 and
shows Dr Gluckman with hu-
man-rights lawyers Mr George
Bizos and Mr Issy Maisels Dr
Gluckman also gave nquest
evidence for the family of
black-consciousness leader
Steve Biko, who died 1 police
custody m 1977,

“The Biko case will never lie
down,” says Dr Gluckman, “Ev-
erybody who was involved with
1t has thought about these
things ever,since ”

Yet despite this hstory, Dr
Gluckman says taking the
stand that he has 1s “not really
my job I am an objective sci-
entist I report to lawyers

They are officers of the court”,

“But when I came to realse
the extent of this problem, I
became progressively more
worried I continuously thought
about what I could do about 1t
It was not my job but when
nothing happened I decided to
address the State President

Dr Gluckman’s letter to
President De Klerk led to a
meeting with the Minister of
Law and Order, Mr Kriel, and
the Minister of Prisons, Mr
Vlok,

“I did believe they would
take the matter further,” Dr
Gluckman says “I presented
five cases to them and in Feb-
ruary a police brigadier came
to see me and took away those
files After that I never heard
another word ”

Dr Gluckman decided to
speak out after Simon Mthim-
kulu, 19, was found dead 1n a
veld in Sebokeng 12 hours after
he was taken mto police custo-
dy “It filled me with horror
that this was still going on,” he
says

Dr Gluckman 1s confident
that good will come out of his
disclosures “It must change
No responsible government

RUTAIL attacks by
warders on inmates are
alleged 1n letters by pris-
oners smuggled out of
Pretonia Local Prison

Letters 1n The Weekly Mail’s
possession provide details of at
least three assaults on prisoners
in the last 12 months In one
incident a prisoner died four
days after allegedly being beat-
en by two warders

One of the letters, which
were sent to the South African
Prisoners Organisation for
Human Rights, alleges that
Frans Mabe died on June 2 this
year after a savage assault by
two prison warders n an argu-
ment over a cup of milk

In the afternoon of
May 27 Mabe complained
that he had only recerved
half a cup of milk nstead of
a full cup

During an argument with
a warder 1n the dining hall
the guard used his “green |
colour arbitrary baton” to |
knock the cup of mitk out of
Mabe’s hand, the letter |
states “The milk poured |
(on) them both ™ .

When a senior sergeant |
tried to get Mabe to sit |
down he refused, demand-
ing the full cup of milk |

Two warders then “took
him and harassed him out”
of the diming hall, into the }
passage According to the §
writer of the letter “the §
manner 1 which they took
him out derived to me (sic)
that they had a motive”

As the other prisoners left
the dimng hall they saw one
of the warders strike Mabe

on the head with a baton,
the letter says

It appeared Mabe “want-
ed to give a further explana- |
tion” but, according to the
leiter, both warders then
beat him. He “dropped his
small bucket contaiming his
food and the food poured
(over) them while they
were busy assaulting him”
Mabe was knocked off bal-
ance by the blows, and fell
The warders allegedly con-
tinued to-beat him “all over
his body” and he was
“bleeding profusely” from
the head before the sensor
sergeant miervened

He was left lying in the
passage until two prisoners
took him back to his cell,
the letter says

A warder arrived and
took lnm to the prison hos-

Mabe suffered repeated
epileptic fits in the next four
days and the cause of death,
according to the post mortem,
was “not unassociable with
asphyxia”

The South African Police are
investigating a charge of
assault, according to the depart-
ment. However, the two
warders conceritied have not yet
been suspended
