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The New Political Party

E, who are already con-
demned to  liquidation
through the agency of the present
Government and are expectantly
awaiting execution of the sen-
tence passed upon us, might be
, forgiven being completely un-
interested in the news that a new ,
political  party—the  National
Peoples Party—has recently been
established, s

Ordinarily, condemned men do
not interest themselves with what
may happen in a world - in which
they will have no place. lot or
part, Where, however, as in our
case, a2 people have, for long
years, been struggling and suffer-
ing for the sake of a principle,
anything suggesting that their
steuggle may at last be bearing
fruit is naturally gratifying even
though they themselves should
be denied the satisfaction of
tasting it. ,To have helped, how-
ever little, in the forward turn-
ing of the wheels &f progress is
at least something.

But a cursory -pérusal of the
manifesto of this new Party is all
that is needed for it to be per-
fectly obvious that its formation
isnot an cvent warranting any
self-gratulation on our part, or,
for that matter, on the part of
the non-white sections of the
Union.

According to the ‘Rand Daily
Mail' of September 12, the
manifesto states that “the Party
will strive for a greater united
South Africa,”” It is when one
examines the new party’s idea as
1o what constitutes this greater
. Breatness, its notion of “unity,”

and the methods it proposes to
adopt to effectuate its programme,
that any hopes it might easily
have dered are letely
dissipated, Indeed, it is by no
means easy to see any real differ-
ence between what this new party
proposes to do and what the
Nationalist Party is actually doing.

Its programme opens with “the
maintenance of the white race.”
A parrot-cry that is surely by
now getting stereotyped and un-
convincing. For who seriously
believes in the “white race”—
itself a mistomer, by the way—
being in any danger of extinction,
except through self-destruction,
e.g. the atomic bomb?% Of
course the “maintenance” of the
white race is just a euphemism
for “domination” by the white
minority; a reitecation of the old
South African tradition the rest
of ‘the civilised world regards
with marked disfavour.

What, obviously, is meant by
this part of the Manifesto is, that
alt sections of the “white face”
are to combine to prevent any
possible encroachment by non-
whites upon the privileges pre-
sently enjoyed by the former.

All possible doubt regarding
the real policy of this party
vanishes when we learn that

“The party seeks to restrict

Asiatic penetration, whether

social or economic, by stricter

control of trading licences,
territorial  segregation, birth
coatrol.”

Well ! Wellt  We naively
thought the present Government

had gone the limit. But birik
control is decidedly something
they did overlook, Dr. Donges’

reputation may be seriously im
paired if he allows competitors to
score off him like this.

Should we manage to think up
any further little item of discri-
mination which even ‘Mr, H. S.
Terre-Blanche ‘may have over-
looked'in i} programme for the
creation of “a greater united
South Africa,” will the gentlemen,
we wonder, allow us to passit on
to him, if only by way of sugges-
tion ? .

At the moment, ail that occurs
10 us is whether some plan is not
pbssible to prevent us “Asiatics”

o

from sharing the same sunlight,
air and water as are enjoyed by
the ‘“white race.”

We observe further that ““the
new party will also strive for a
planned solution of the Native
problem,’

Presumably, on similar lines to
its solution of the ‘‘Asiatic prob-
lem.” We wish our Bantu and
Eurafrican  co-sharers in  the
benefits we are to gain under
Apartheid joy of this new party,

The dividing line between
tragedy and comedy is, it is re-
cognised, sometimes extremely
thin. Plans such as these of the
apostles of Apartheid to turn
back the clock and arrest the
wave of progress towards man-
kind's unification might be dis-
missed as truly farcical were it
not for the tragic possibilities

, their reactions may entail,

‘Wherefore, save on the assump-
tion that this ancther casz of
‘“Whom the gods wish to destroy
they first make mad,” it is- diffi-
cult indeed to find an explanation
of the blind obstinacy that per-
sists in endeavouring to separate
mankind into white sheep, to
whom are to be apportioned all
the good pastures, and black
goats destined to occupy only the
rocky places,

We should have thought, too
that the facts of South African
history would have operated as a
‘caveat’ to tread rather warily
when drawing distinctions based
on colour. Or is this, perhaps,
some curious reaction of a guilty
conscience T

Meanwhile we venture to in-
vite the attention of this new
party that aspires to out-Herod
Herod to the practical difficulties,
finanncial and other, that are
already confronting the present
Government in the execution of
their plans, . ‘

For our own part, we would
remind our dear good friends of
all parties, new and old, that we
have undergone a pretty intensive
’training in Patience and Endur-
ance, and that our faith in the
ultimate triumph of Right and
Justice ‘temains unshaken,

A Dissapointing
Session
HE nineteenth session of the
Conference of the S.A.LC,

which tock place in Johan-
nesburg last week-end, has not

made a very favourable im-
pression on our own mind
nor, we venture to suggest,
on the minds of many In-

dians, who are anxiously wait-
ing for a proper lead, We do not
say this because we wish merely
to criticise.” We say it because
the time is long overdue for
action and not words. Our delay,
or, rather, complacency, in this e-
spect is regrettable, Itis bound
to be misinterpreted by our
enemies and to strengthen their
hands to attack us more severely
than they have already done.

The time was indeed long over-
due for an emergency conference
and to take a momentous decision
on an ali-important question in
the history of the Indian com-
munity in South Africa. Instead,
the S.ALC. only met at its
ordinary annual  session and
wasted 'a considerable amount of
valuable time en irrelevant matters
leaving the most important for
the new executive to attend.
It almost seemed like ‘“Nero
fiddling while Rome was on fire.'”

What did the Coaference do?
The session opened on Friday
night.  We had the opening
speech by Dr. J. S. Moroka, in
which there was substance, That
was followed by a lengthy speech
by the chairman of the Reception
Committee and a lengthy presi-
dential address, reiterating things
that we have heard said over and
over again, and the reading of
messages. The whole of Saturday
was virtually wasted on discussion
en the constitutional position of
the SAILC., the Cape Indian
Congress having seceded and on
the affiliation in its place of the
Cape Provincial Indian Assembly.
Sunday from 1l a.m. to 6,30 pam,
was devoted to the present Gav-

Thiz was iadeed a very poor
