August Number of ‘Prabuddhba Bharata' writes:

The meaning of real freedom appears to be less obvious
to man than the meaning of its opposites, viz. slavery, tyranny
and exploitation. Man seems 1o want freedom for himself in
order to rob others of their freedom. The story of man from
the dawn of civilization has been nne of continuous striving
for freedom—freedom from want and from fear, freedom from
exploitation and oppression. To be ,more free is the goal of
all human effort; freedom, not bondage, is the watchword of
every nation, big and small. As early as in 1776, Thomas
Paine wrote:

‘O! Ye that love mankind| Ye that dare oppose

not only the tyranny but the tyrant, stand forth ! Every
spot of the world is overrun with oppression.  Free-
dom had been hunted round the globe...... O! Receive

the fugitive and prepare in time an asylum for man-
kind.”

The clarion call for ending the unjust exploitation of the
weak by the strong, of the poor by the rich, has gone forth
from every eorner of the earth from the most ancient times.
As the centuries rolled by, the call grew louder and more
persistent, while, simultaneously exploitation and oppression
also increased.  Every road leading to the ideal state of
blissful emancipation tended to become blocked—not by
obstacles placed by any nen-human agency, but by the sheer
folly of human minds that had allowed themselves to be
saturated with fear hatred, intolerance, and lust for power.

Malan said Jast week
that South Africa stands
at the cross roads today and
that the choice of roads

[{T is quite true what Dr.

. means the life or death of

-the people of South Africa.
We fear the present Gov-
ernment is leading South
Africa towards destruction.
There is, however, still time
to think and choose rightly
and correctly. It should be
realised that colour bars are
an evil and they must
speedily be eradicated at
least from the constitu-
tion of South Africa. We
cannot always do as we
_wish. Dr. Malan should

be the last person to need

reminding that there is a
a higher Power that rules
us and the whole universe
and we must do, not as we
wish but what is right
particularly in the light of
that Supreme Being. May
be that Dr. Malan and his
supporters think that they
are acting according to
Divine guidance. The non-
Europeans, the victims of
Dr. Malan’s colour policy,
feel that truth is on their
side and that the path they
have chosen is the correct
~one. They have chosen
the visibly thorny path be-
cause they feel that their
salvation lies in bearing the
Cross. Their strength de-
‘pends upon their faith in
God. If they do not lose that
faith and go ahead they are
confident that they will
reach their .desired goal.
From a commonsense
point of view Afrikaner-
dom's wish is an”evil one
and persistence in it s
bound to bring disaster,
The obstructions they are

meeting  with in fulfilling
their wish are but  grave
desist  from
pursuing the wiong path.
Courts are Temples of Jus-
tice and they should be re-
spected as such and their
purity preserved. They
should not be spurned be-
cause they do nat aliow
you to do as you wish. If
you desire io do as you
wish why pretend to have
courts at all?

Referring  particularly to
the Indian question Dr,
Malan has misjudged India
if he believes, as he seems
to do, that the friendship
of India can be gained, if
Natal were given to the
Indiauns. Indja has claimed
no territory for the Indians.
What she has claimed is
that all are entitled to funda-
mental human rights and
that Indians should not be
debarred on

warnings o

the score of

their colour from exerci-
sing those rights. South
Africa may mnot perhaps

allow any part of the Com-
monwealth to interfere in
her as has been
insisted upon by Dr. Maldn,
on her behalf. But

the danger of a High-
er Power, unassailable by
any human power, descend-
ing to bring her to book.
If the non LKuropeans con?
tinue to lollow truthfully
the path they have chosén
we hiave an unshakable faith
that that Higher Power will
come to their rescue.

If Dr. Malan and his
supporters think they can
murder Truth by namimg it
Communism they are sorely
mistaken.  The strength of
the non-Europeans is based

They were all sentenced on
Tuesday 1o 30 days’ impri-
sonment.

the amazing discipline the
people were able to keep
without any training and
the non-violent spirit - they
had imbibed. 1t was most
créditable. If the same
spirit and enthusiasm could
be kept up tili the end Dr.
Malan’s heart is bound to
change whether-he likes it
or not.

" HOW TO BECOME A PASSIVE RESISTER

. (From Mohatma Gandhi’s ‘Indian Home Rule")

TO become a passive resister is

casy eoough, but it is also
equally difficult. I have known
a lad of fourteen years become a
passive resister; 1 have known
also sick people doing likewise;
and I have also kpown physically
strong and otherwise happy
people being unable to take up
passive resistance. After a great
deal of experience, it seems to me
that those who want to become
passive resisters for the service
of the country have to observe
perfect chastity, adopt poverty,
follow truth, and cultivate fear-
lessness,

Chastity is one of the greatest
discipline  without which the
mind cannot attain  requisite
firmness, A man who is un-
chaste loses stamina, becomes
emasculated and cowardly. He
whose mind is given over to
animal passions is not capable
of any great effort.  This can be
proved by innumerable instances
What, then, is a married person
to do, is the question that arises
naturally; and yet it need not.’
When a husband and wife gratify
their passions, it is no less an
animal indulgence on that account.
Such an indulgence except for
perpetuating the race, is strictly
prohibited. But a passive resis-
ter has 10 avoid even that very
limited indu) “b he

bound to solve these puzzles.
Just as there is necessity for
chastity, so is there for poverty.
Pecuniary ambition and passive
resistance cannot well go together.
Those who have money are not
expected to throw it away, but
they are expected to be indiffe-
rent about it. They must be
prepated to lose every penny
rather than give up passive resis-
tance.

Passive  resistance has been
escribedd as truth force. Truth,
therefore, has necessarly to be
followed, and that at any cost
In  this connection, academic
questions such as whether a man
may not lie in order to save a life,
etc, arise, but these questions
occur only te those who wish to
justify lying. ‘Those who want to
follow truth every time are not
placed in such a quandry, and, if
they are, they are still saved (rom
a false positicn.

Passive resistance cannot pro-
ceced a step without fearlessness.
Those alone can follow the path
of passive resistaace who are free
from fear, whether as (o their
possessions, false honour, their
fclztives, the government, bodily
injuries, death.

Those observances are not to
be abandoned in the belief that
they are difficult, Nature has

can have no desire for progeny.

What
are her rights, and such other
questions? Yet those who wish

When Principle And

How, then, shall we
apply it in the widest ooxtext?
In four ways.

First, by declaring as the fins}
objectiva of our polioy thatall
civilisel persons ahall eventuslly
have equal rights, daties and
opportunities — gooially, politi
cally snd economically. Any
torm of group diecrimination se
an ultimate ideal must conflict
with our pricoiple. Individus)
merit, not group oharacterlaticz
or stereoiypes, s the ouly
morally admlssible oriterion of
differentiation. Some gronp dit-
erimination will inevitably con~
tiame daring the trapsitlon
period, but will steadly diminish

Seoondly, by defining what
coostitates a “'olvilised'” man and
admitling those who qualily
now to the foll status of citizen-
ship. This will be the gnarantee

But: “Am
I justified in using my privileged
position forcibly to prevent an
undersprivileged persoa {rom
doing what I wich myself to be
free to do?”

patticularly relevant because
the Indieas are-much the most
advanced culturally of the non-
Europeans and our attitude to
them is, therefore, the test of
our intentioss towards sll the
coloured peoples.

Fourthly, by tryiog to elimi-
nate from out, daily contact witb
persons of all races any trace
of “group coosciousoess” and by
treating everyone wemeetas s
distinct and valuable person.
slity. This is the foundation
of all human conduct, of mora-
lity aad, therelfors, of civilisa=
tion. Manhind is of one
ugiversal brotherhood, Tempo-
rarily, - there are older brothers
and younger brothers, guardians
and wardse. But our vision
must be of their ultimate equal
partnership, lowards which our
ethical will must pow direct
our policy.

All the religions of the world
also enjoin fasting at certain times
to'a preater or Jess extent. In
these cases, the purpose is
primarily disciplinary, for the in-
culcation ,of self-control and, very
often, of a spirit of humble sub-
mission to superior authority.
Nevettheless, back of most reli-
gious systems there is an unders
lying element of hygiene, an cffort
to make the individual live a
healthier life. For the truest form
of religion must necessarily in-
clude health and cleanliness of
the body. The body is the temple
-of the spirir,

Let me repeat this: the body is
the temple of the spitit — not
ts prison. I have come to realise
that the. distinction is extremely
important, A prison is a place
for punishment, for suffering, for
sorrow, restriction, frustration,
limitation and, finally, even for
death akead of the due time. But
a temple is, or should be, a place
for seeking to serve God on the
highest plane, A temple is a
place where the peaple should
sing “joyous songs before the
Lord,” praise God for His mercy
and His guodness, and offer up
sweet incense to delight the nos-
trils and perfume the arr. A
tempie should be a place of clean-
liness, beauty, joy, freshness and
uplift ~— as near as may be a little
carner of Heaven on earth. So
to> should the body be, that
“temple not made with hands”
but created by the living God so
that we, each aod all of us,
may live in this world, learn its
lessons, and serve and worship
Him Who made us. And Ido
not believe that He really wants
us to suffer or to be uohappy.

Bearing all this in mind, we then
must realise thai, although fast-
ing is a purifying act and also a

religious rite, 1t may not always
be wise, desirable or even right
o fast, No, indeed, fasting may
bz a very wrong and harmful
shing n certain  circumstances;

As I have so often pointed cut in

other matters, it is all a question

of common-sense.
Not everybody should fast,
Furthermore, in my opinion,

whoever fasts to the extent that
he damages bis body i thereby
commtitting a sin, doing wrong to
himself and to God. He isin
Ahe same class with those fanatics

p 1 publicity. Then ir gets
very near to that peculiar form of
perversion expressed in the case
of the man who was so “terribly
proud that heis a humble man.”
Yes, it can be just a form of
“swank,” a subtle expression of
personal vanity.

Thin, highly strung and ner-
vous types should consider very
carefully before undectaking a
fast; and they should always
prepare themselves properly ficst.
I shall explain how later. The
people wha can fast best, and
indeed who really need to fast,
are those who are fat and of the
heavy agpressive or placid sort,
To such, fasting is one of the
best, as well as simplest measures
for ridding themselves of a load
of waste-products and for ensur-
ing health; in other words for
cleansing the temple and doing
themselves good in every way.

Digestive System

When a person fasts, the diges-
tive system very quickly stops
wotking and the energy of the
body is concentrated on elimina-
tion instead of assimilation — in
other words, the digestive system
goes into reverse gear, Thatis
why people usually get so ill
around the third to fifth day of a
fast. Al the waste aed rubbish
that has been dumped in odd
corners of the body, to getit
saf:ly out of the road, is now
stirred up and brought into circu-
lation in the hope that it can be
cartied to one or other of the
great organs of elimination, the
sewers of the body, or the incine-
rators. These parts that-specia-
lise in cleaning up and cjecting
the filth and rubbish from the
body are the bowels and the kid-
neys and bladder, the skin and
the lungs, and, as a reserve, the
mucous membrane of the nose
and throat. For this reason we
find that the fasting person smells
badly, has a thickly coated tungue.
may have a rash break out on the
skin, get a cold or evenaleow
fever, and generally feels wretch-
ed. sleadaches are the rule, for
the waste matter in circulation
travels io the blood through the
brain and affects the delicate
brai-cells, .

Unfortunately, most people be-
come constipated while fasting,
due to lack of roughage in the
bowel to stimulate evacuation.
Such 2 stare of affairs is most
undesirable. It throws a terrific

burden on the other organs of
elimination and can easily unde
any .of the other good effects of
fasting. In fact, to be consti-
pated while fasting is the height
of folly and uselessness, A per-
son fasting should therefore,
always take every care to keep the
bowels open thoroughly and well.
Enemas are exceedingly useful
for this purpose, but it is even
wise to take sufficient epsom, or
better, glauber salts in water to
ensure a regular daily bowel
movement, The dose may vary
from a teaspoonful to a table-
spoonful in a glass of water, hot
or cold,

I can imagine some faddists
rolling their eyes at this advice
but, as a matter of fact, in such
circumstances these salts are really
very beneficial and their action is
quite different from other pur
gatives such as castor oil and
cascara and so on. The salts
have the peculiar property of
extracting large amounts of water
from the blood around the bowels,
thus flooding the bowels with
liquid and inducing an evacuation,
But this liquid is also heavily
loaded with the wastes of the
body, so in effect, the blood it~
self is washed clean, tea, If, at
the same time, sufficient water is
drunk, or better still, if the pure
juices of raw fruits or vegetables,
such as lemons and oranges,
grape-fruit, carrots, spinach, tur-
nips and celery are drunk, the
hody gets a very thorough clean-
ing out in the shortest possible
time.

Remember, fasting should not
be done to “swank,” 1o show
haw far and long a person can be
“pigheaded,”” but for- the sole
purpose of cleaning the blood
and the system. At least, this
latter should be the chief aim.
So the above-mentioned measures
should be applied whevever
possible. At the very least, ample
amounts of pure water must be
drunk and the bowels must be
kept open. If these two things
are not done, the waste and rub-
bish in the body will stay there,
and there may be more at the end
of the fast than at the beginning,
which would be very wrong.and
foolish.

Proper Preparation

Before starting a fast, it is the
part of wisdom and commonsense
to make proper preparation. One
should try to have as large an
alkaline reserve as possible, for
the alkaline reserve is the factor
that must decide whether a
person is well” or ill, As the
alkaline reserve drops, the blood
acidity rises, and illness then

. 34y
manifests itself. (I am speaking
in general and loose terms, of
course.}

The best and simplest way to
build up the alkaline reserve is by
taking plenty of raw vegetable
juices, such as that of carrots,
turnips, beetrodt, spinach and
parsley, or the juice of fruits such
as oranges, grapefruit and, best of
all, lemons. Another excellent
sauree  of valuable mineral salts
for alkaline reserve is the waterin
which potato peeis have been
boiled. Several glasses full of
-these various juices should be
taken every day for a week or
more before starting the fast.
This will then greatly increase the
benefits gained by such a fast
besides limiting the time neces-
sary to get desired results and
also lessening or even preventing
some of the most unpleasant
symptoms that otherwise would
arise during the fast. The mine-
ral salts and vitamins thus intro-
duced into the system are “'bank-
ed up” and ready for the body
to draw on as it peeds. This is
of enormous advantage when the
body is busy with the tremendous
job of cleaning up.

It must be realised that, when-
ever anybody fasts, Nature always
tries to get rid of the least neces-
sary substances first,  The most
valuable are retained to the last,
She starts, therefore. with the
wastes and rubbish, Next come
certain fluids and the fatty tissues,
Some vitamins and mineral salts
she caunot help wusing up,
although she tries her best to
work sparingly with these, for they
are precious. Eventually, how-
ever, she is forced to use up
muscular tissue. This is_ first
confined to the parts least needed
for vital functions. Finally, even
nerve and heart and brain tissue
may be used up. When this
happens, the situation is despe-
rate.  Always, Nature tries to
presetve and protect the most
vital parts, the heart and the
brain in particular.,

As long as a fast uses up oaly
excess fat and eliminates waste
products, it is bound to do gaod.
But when it goes beyond this,
damage can be done. So the
reason for 'my introductory re-
marks now become clearer. Not
everybody can fast with benefit,
or even without harmful results.
In some peaple the muscular and
nesvous tissues, and the reserve of
vitamins and mineral salts begin®
to be drawn on very quickly. And
that is exceedingly undesirable.
In therapeutics, such a stage
should never be reached.

It can thus be realised that
fasting is not to be underraken
lightly or recklessly, For mast
adults, however, a three day fast
under normal conditions once in
awhile can do a3 great deal of
good. But this does not apply to
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throat. Never let it be gulped.
Then repeat in an hour or so. In
