Passive Resistance

During the recent passive
resistance struggle in the Trange
vail—would you believe it7—
twentyseven hundred sentence
of imprisonment were borne by
our countrymen there under Me.
Gandhi's guidance to uphold the
bonour of their country. Some
of the men among them were
very substantial persons, some
were small traders, but* the bulk
of them were poor humble indi-
viduals, hawkers, working men
and so forth, men without edu-
cation, men not accustomed in
their life to think or talk of their
country. And yet these men
braved the horrors of jail life in
the Transvaal, and some of them
braved them apain and again
rather than submit to degrading
legislation directed against their
country. Many homes were
broken in the course of that
struggle, many families dispersed,
gome men at one time wealthy
Tost their a!l and became paupers,
women and children endured
untold hardships. But they were
touched by Mr. Gandbhi’s spirit,
and that had wrought the trans-
formation, thus illustrating the
grzat power which the spirit of
man exercises over human minds
and even over pbysical surfound-
ings,

In all my life I bave known
only two men who have affected
me spiritually in the manper that
Mr. Gandhi does—our pgreat
pm:arch Mr. Dadabhai Naoroji,
and my late 'master Mr. Raaade
—men before whom not only are
we ashamed of doing anything
uvaworthy, but in whose presence
our very minds are afraid of
thinking 3aything that is un.
worthy. The Indian cause in
South Africa has really been
built up by Mr, Gandhi, With-
out self and without stain, he has
fought his great fight for this
country during a period now of
twenfy years, and India owes an
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immense debt of gramudc to
him,

Sacrificed

He sacrificed himself utterly in
the service of the cause. He had
a splendid practice at the Bar,
making az much as £5,000 to
£6.000 a year, which is consider-
ed to be a very good income for a
lawyer in South Africa, But he
bas given all tbat up, and he
lives now ot £3 a manth like the
poorest man in the street, Oge
most  striking fact about him
is that, though he has waged this
great struggle so ceaselessly, his
mind is absolutely free from all
bitterness against Europeans.

. And Io my tour nothing warm-
ed my heart more than to sce the

universal esteem in which the
European. community in South
Africa holds Mr, Gandhi, A
every gathering leading Euro.
peans, when they came to know
that Mr. Gandhi was there, would
immediately pather round him
anxious to shake hands with him,
making it quite clear that, thouph
they fought him hard and tried
to crush him in course of the
struggle, they honoured him as
a man.

To my mind Mr, Gandhi's
leadership of the Indian cause in
South Africa is the greatest asset -
of that cause; and it was an in-
estimable privilege for me that
he was with me throughout my
tour to pilot me safely through
my difficulties.

In neither
town is there any record of
racial “frictien,”, though the
chairman of the Group Areas
Board (Mr. G. F. de Vos Huge)
rather gratuitously said at the
Lydenburg hearing in 1954 that
“in many towns there is super-
Bcizlly no trouble but unfavour-
able conditions exist—the factors
that gave rise to the Group Areas
Act should be kept in mind™
However, be added that since
there was no evidence of friction
in Lydeaburg, the Board would
have to decide ““to what extent
one could assume that there was
a problem.” At Carolina the
only evidence of 2 “problem™
was that the Indian population—
io commoen with the Indian pe-
pulation trend throughout the
Union—had slightly more than
doubled since 1936. But even
today Carolina’s 200 Indians can
bardly be considered a formije
dable minority.

Yet onc must suppose that the
Board decided that there was z
serious “problem’ in each town.
For the Indians of Carolina are
to move their shops and houses
'within four years to an  up
developed site three-quarters of
2 mile outside the town, despite
the fact that there are still many
vacant sites for Whites in the
main street.

As a result of proposals by the
town council, 2 committee of
Government officials and other
‘“interested”—usually very in.
terested—persons, of several pub-
lic hearings before the Group
Areas Board and of the Board's
secret feport to the Minister,
the fatter has in his jnscrutable
wisdom ordained that Lyden-
burg’s 160 Indians shall remove
themselves, their shops and their
houses nearly a mile out of town,
onto a hilly and unsujtable site
threc-quarters of 2 mile from the
main road to Pietersburg—also
within four years,

FZThe Lydenburg case has a
long history which is of more
than passing interest as illuse
trating the devious motives be-
bind these sort of Group Area
plans. It was one of the frst
towns to bold a public hearing
into Group Areas proposals, as
long ago as May 5, 1952, In
those carly days municipalities
bad not realised how damaging
it was to expose councillors or
officials to cross.examination at
a public hearing and Mr. I A.
Maisels Q.C. gave Mr. Preller,
Lydenburg's town clerk, a pretty
rough passage.

The original Lydenburg pro-
posal was to move the Indians
2] miles out of town on to a
mountain without a road and
next to the sewage farm. M,
Preller said he honestly believed
that this would give the Indian
traders fairplay, that they would
be equally well situated there as
in the main stteet. Mr. Dreller
said that water and light would
be l1aid on for the proposed In-
dian area.  But he had 10 admit
that neither had yer been sup-
plied to the much larger and
nearer African location estab-
lished in 1939, whose jg.
habjtants existed on a delivery of
10 gallons per houschold per
day (Sundays excepted).

Mre. Maisels described  the
town’s preposed Indian scheme
as “‘thoroughly unfair and dis-
benest,” To which Adv. (now
Mr. Justice) V. G. Hiemistra for
the Town Council revealingly
retorted that Mr. Majsels’ ques-
tions were directed towards sug-
gestiog the Indians might semain
in the town, “But the Govern
ment has already stated its argj.
tude and has passed the Group
Areas Act. I must object to the
Town Clerk being questioned
about Government policy,” He

said that Indians had “penetrated
deeply’’ into business and would
be well advised to concern
themselves less with  trading.
Mr. Slovo, for the A.N.C. and
Coloured community of Lyden-
burg, said that it was “csudely
obvious’ that the municipality
intended to deprive the Indsans
of their livelihood. Afteran in-
spection in loco the Board found
it difficult to consider the mupi-
cipality’s proposal’ and adjourped
sine die to await new proposals.

There was an abortive bearing
of the Board in July, 1953, post-
poned while a legal ruling was
sought. The next real move to
cject the Indians came in an
entirely different direction. On
January 29, 1954, Dr. A. - R
van Rhijn, on the urgent request
of Mr.J. V. L. Liebenberg (Na-
tiopalist M.P. for Lydenburg),
decided to dissolve the Lyden-
burg Rent Board as from March
Ist. Alone out of 275 Rent
Boards this cne was considered
to bave insufficient work to do.
And—surprisingly enough—pre-
cisely on March 1, 19534, four of
the seven Indian traders in
Lydenburg (the other three own
their own properties) received
notice to quit their premises in
30days. These four businesses
provided a livelihood for a toral
of 75 dependents.

Litigation followed in which
two of the Indian licensees were
evicted, Two, however, main-
tained that they had reached
agreement with the Lydenburg
Voorspoed Kooperasie Bpk. and
the Lydenburg Kooperatiewe
Handelshuis Bpk.—the two land.
lord firms—to give up ane pro-
perty on condition they were
allowed 1o rerain the other untit
-an Indian Group Area was pro-
claimed. Mr, Justice Blackwell
decided that thiv w2s a substan-
tial§ defence which ought
to go to trial, whereupon
the applicant firms scttled oue
of court’ on the basis of the
agreement alleged by the Ip-
dians. The futher allegations
that the manager of the Handels.
buis tried unsuccessfully 1o in-

The notable lack of
Suecess of these conciliatory tac-
tics, as evidenced in the present
proclamation, will no doubt sug-
gest to other Indian communities
that “moderation’” gains nothing
and possibly weakens their whole
case morally,

Lucieo also gave a demonstra-
tion of the various Acanss.
Thir quiet spoken white Yogi
who kails from Johapnesburg
and who is only 1g years old,
developed an interest in reli-
gion while stillin the Primary
School. He wanted 1o become
a Christian cburch minister
whea he grew up, but found he
could not reconcile that church’s
teaets with bis rationalisticand
scientific oullook on lile, He
spent many _hours of hearl-
searching, but failed to find any
solace to his questioning mind.

his life,

Coatact with Yoga imme-
distely made sense to him and
evenlually won him back to
the path of God.!' Epeaking at
the Gandhi .Hall, Yogi Lucien
11i¢: “'Many people today have
a mistaken notion as to what
religion_really ir. Religion is
simply the path to God as
poioted out by some great pei-
sonalily who bad himself
trodden that path aid reached
its goal, Just as diffesent paths
are suitable for different people
10 too, different religions are
all merely difierent paths lead.
ing ultimately-the ectornal cne
God who has always been, and
will always‘ be,

The Hindu religion however
is a wuniversal religion for it
does not consist of one path
but of many paths and unlike
most of the religions of the
world it does not revolve
‘Bround one particular indivi-

it is & upiversal religion in

his creation, Tt is this process
of creatiorn, preservation and
dissolution that is symbolised
by the Sea God of the Supreme
diety of the Hindu religion
that is Brahma God in his
aspect of creator, Visbou God
io his aspect of preserver and
Siva God in his aspect of dis-
solution. Similarly other as-
pects of the Lord are reprezent-
ed by other symbolic Gods., It
is not these Gods that the Hin-
dus pray to, but the cne uni-
versal God in the aspect repre-
seoted by the particular syme
bole. No true Hindu worships
or prays to a lamp or a statue
of bricks and mortar, thipking
that that idol could do any-
thiog for bim, But just as the
Christian wousbips the Lord
through the form of Jesus, and
just as the Muslim hes the
word Allah to symholize his
God, so too the Hindu has his
own symbol or form through
which he worships the one
Universal God, who is.not pars
ticuler through which form we
worship bim 0r by what name
we eall him, The Hindu be-
lieves that as loog as he is
sincere in his worship and as
loog as he lives rightly the
Lord understands and accepts
hif worabip. L

Yogi Lucien also spoke on
Abimea or non-killing. He said
that all religions preachad the
principle of “Ihou shalt not
kill, end this did not spply to

the object of Ahimsa was to
develop a love for God who
dwells in the heart of all
liviog creaturer.

Once we accept thatit is a sin
to kill, then it is nlso a sin to
eat the meat ~f anenimal that
has been killed for that pur-

Yogi Lucien explaiced the
various paths of Yoga upon
which the Hindu religion is
based, i.e, Jnana Yoga, Karma
Yoga, Bhakti-Yoga, Raja Yoga
and finally the Yoga of Syn.

Yogi Lucien said that if
people swere to study the philo-
sopby end teachings of the
Hindu religion, it would un-
doubtedly bring about & better
sense of understanding between
the different peoples of the
world, and il it were to be put
into practice, then all the
people of the world regardless
of race, caste, colour or creed
would live together in one
universal brotherhood and the
world would be at peace,

When asked whether he
thought pecple should turn to
the Hindu religion, Yogi Lu-
cien said that if people followed
