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Verwoerd ‘Rides The Tiger
HFRIKANER nationalism lives by leaps from one

extreme to another. Its ultimate goal is to estab-
lish a digtatorship in which the nationalists will
_ be the herrenvolk and in which all the others, in parti-
. cular the non-\Vhites, will be the hewers of wood. The
election as Prime Minister of Dr. Verwoerd merely indi-
cates that the march to this goal will now be inten-
sified.

It is true that his el'ection is the worst disastgr that
could befall this country. From Afrikaner nationalism
the man of colour can expect ruin and humiliation. In
its present mood, he can now be certain that the rulers
will ride rough-shod over him, That is the ireal signi-
ficance of Dr. Verwoerd's promotion,

This is all very distressing. But it should not lead
to panic. In terms of legislation and accumulated powers
for use against challenges to their authority, the Nation-
alists have done nearly all they could in readiness for the
dark period which Verwoerdism is going to bring on the
gountry. \What waits to be done now is for the Nation-
alists to use their powers to ensure that they remain
baases. And in moving to that goal nobody should be
tnder auy illusions.

Like Strijdom, Verwoerd has a one-track’ mind and
the word retreat does not exist in his pelitical dictionary.
He will drive the countty to his republic and beypnd with
all the power he can command. In doing that he will not
bother much about what happens to the non- Nationalists,
All he will be concerned with will be to keep the loyalty
of the faithful. And these cheer only where there is con-
tinuous and spectacular movement forward. Unfortunate-
ly for him rooms within which to maneouvre is getting
narrower and narrower—with apartheid becoming in-
creasingly challenged by its victims, But that will not
daunt a2 man like him. He will crash through every
barrier of opposition, even if that pulls South Africa
down,

For, Afrikaner nationalism is like 2 tiger. Who gets
on its back rides to the death. There is na stop in its
mad rush to disaster. . o )

While all this naturally conduces to gloom, it must
be said that there are also very bright streaks of light in
this otherwise dark situation. The real issues at stake in
the race quarrel will now be defined in the clearest terms
possible. A lat of the confusion which has prevailed in
the ranks of the opponents of apartheid will vanish and
men and women will no longer be in doubt about the
right thing to do at the right moment.

There must of necessity be justifiable pessimism in
terms of the immediate future. But against the perspec-
tive of ultimate objectives, the election of Dr. Verwoerd
is also a blessing in disguise.

HE disastrous effect of the

extremiat race atlitudes ade
opted by the Nasionale Party
have had their impaot in two
geparate inaidents on the Sonth
Afrioan social ecene during the
lagt week, In the first oase a
gang of hooligaps carried out a
dastardly sttack on s Pretoria
peolitioal stndy group being ade
dregsed by Chief Athert Luthali,
President of the African Na-
tionaliet Jongrees.

In the vecond affair members
of the Afrikasne Studentebond,
inoloding a son of the Minister
of Nativa Affaire, Dr. H. F.
Verwoerd, refused to attend a
dabate on Univereity apartheid
beoange :t would be aondueted
before & "mixed"” sudienoe.

These ocourrences point to
the atter folly of offioial Govern~
ment polloy in-the matter of
raoe relationships. In splte of
emotional attitudes Sonth Africa
oannot escspe from the geo-
graphieal faot that White snd
Black have to live together in
thig sub-Continent. Thersefora
thers must ba points of contast
hetween the various racial grotups
especially in those ciroles from
which the natlon’s iatellectnal
leaders are most likely to be
drawn, Every move to destroy
suoh oontaot is 8 move ologer to
social and economic disegter.

his assurance I wrote down a
message for my mother., 1 knew
that she would be worried. A
personal telegeam from me would

bring her immense joy.

When I woke up, the stars
from the sky had vanished and
the sea around us lit up with
bright silver. The breeze kept
the temperature down

A pang of bitterness stabbed at
my heart, I had slept in comfort,
whbilst the two others afloat must
have spent a dreadful night io
horrifying dackness and lone-
liness, .

The calmness around was dis-
turbed by activity at the end of

the deck A life-boat was being
lowered. I limped up to the
railings.

Two life-boats had alceady left,

A shark caught at the sight of the crash

I also thought that I should
send one mare message to my
fiancee. I ventured to ask, “Can
1 send onc more message?”

He must have been waiting for
me for a long time. He dida’t
want me to wander about with
my injured legs, He escorted me
to the ship’s hospital-room.

Good Care

We got into conversation with
Hughes, the ship's diving cfficers
I enquired of him, “Could you
not possibly go down to the aire
plane?

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UN Team Recommends' Partition

NEW YORK.

N its raport to the United Nations, the 3-man **Good Offices”
Committee saye that a form of partition might provide a basis
for ngreement between the United Nations and South Africa.

It said that, under such an
pgreement, the southern part of
the territory would be annexed
to the Union and the northern
part, contsiping the great
majority of the African popu-
lation, would be administered
by the Union Government under
a trusteeship agreement with
the United Nations.

In a 23 page report which
the Assembly is due to consider
during its session opening laler
this month, the committee said
it hoped the Assembly would
encourage the Union Govern=
ment to investipate the polsl-
bility of partition. 4

It stressed that this should
bs done on the understanding
that if the investigation proved
the idea was practicable, the
Tnion Government should draw
up precise proposals for sub-
mission to U.N,O.

Il not, the Upicn should in-
form UN.O. and the matter
should lapse.

League Mandate

South.West Africa was for-
merly a German colooy, but
South African forces occupied
itin World War I, At the end
of the war the Allied and asso-
ciated powers authorised the
Union Government to adminis=
ter the territory, under a League
of Nations mandate, as an ine
tegral part of her territory. .

Certain sifeguards, designed
to protect the African popula-
tion, were speciﬁed.'

At the Sac Francisco Con-
ference in 3945, which led to
the establishment of the United
Nations, South Africa indi=
cated that she did not intend to
transfer the territory to U.N.O.
trusteeship, but hoped instead
to incorporate it in the Union,

In 1947 the South African
Government decided that, in-
stead of incorporation, Soutb.
West Africa would have repre-
sentation in the Union Parlia-
ment “‘as ao integral portion of
that body.”

To Eud Deadlock

Since the U.N‘O. bas sought
repeatedly to bring the terris
tory under its trusteceship, and
the Union GCGoveroment has
persistently refused.

It was to ceek a way out of
this derdlock that the *'Good
Offices” Committee, under the
chairmanship of Bir Charles

Noble Arden-Clarke, of Britain,
beld talks in Pretoria from June
13 to June 23.

Among the people with
whom it discussed the matter
were Mr, Eric Louw, South
African Minister of External
Affairs, and Mr. J. G, Jooste,
Becretary for External Aflairs
and Mr, B, G, Faurie, Assistant
8Secretary, African Division,

In its repert, the committee
said Mr, Louw *“expressed the
opinion that the possibility of
partition merited further con-
sideration by both the Ucion
Government and U.N.O.”

“International”’

The committee said the
Union Government was pre-
pared under certain conditions
to enter an agreement giving
South-West Africa an *inter-
national character” based on
arrangements made at the Ver-
sailles peace conference.

But it wae not prepared to
accept the United Nations as
the second party to such an
agreement.

The report said the Union
Goveroment declared  that
strained conditions already
existed between iticlf and the
world organisation over South
Africa’s domestic racial policy,

It would, however, be willing
to accept the Governments of
Britain, Frzence acd the United
States, as the remaining prin-
cipal Allied and associated
Powers, as the second party to
an agreement,

In view of this the committee
suggested that, if the Assembly
would agree to partition, a
specially-established organ, to
be Bonown as the “SouthsWest
Africa Council,’ could be
established to perform the
functions rs far as they relate
to the mandate, =

It suggested that the U,N.
Trusteeship Council; “acting
for this purposs in a distinct
capacity, with its membership
ndjusted to include the Upicn
might perform the functions of
this Council,”

A second organ should also
be formed to substitute for the
Permanent Mandates Commis.
sion, This could be appointed
by the “South-West Africa
Council” and could be called

the South-West Africa Man.
date Commitsion.

Information

The Union Government would
not then have to transmit ine
formation to the United Na-
tions. lostead it would send
its reports to the South-West
Africa Mandates Commission,
whick would itself report to
the South.West Africa Counecil.

The Council, in turn, would
report to the Genernl Assembly,
which would base its decisions
on the Council’s recommenda-
tions,

The Committee’s report said:
**Ope of the difficulties ex-
perienced by the Union Gov-
ernment in the United Nations
had been due to the fact that,
because South-West Africa was
administered as sn integral
part of the Union, much of the
Union’s legislation applied to
the territory, and that, consen
quently, dizcussions in the
Ugpited Nations on South-West
Africa affor@ the opportunity
for attacking the Upicn’s in.
ternal racial policy;

“The Union Goverzment had
said that the debates were often
exploited for" this purpose, In
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the event of partition, the area
to be placed under m» trustee-
ship npgreement, whatever its
form, would probably coantmin
only African races. This would
obviate discussions on the
multi-racial situation existing
in the Union.”

Commentiog on the above
1eport, the Minister of External
Affairs snid : “The fact that a
measure of progress bas been
made was due to the evident
desire on both sides to findn
way out of the impasse which
has been reached between
South Africa and the United
Nations.

““Whether the measure of
understanding that has been
reached will enable usto reach
a solution of the South.West
Africa issue, will largely de.
pend upen the way in which
the United Nations reacts to
the report of the ‘Good Offices'
Committee.
