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Validity Of McMahon Line Challenged By China

India Issues White Paper On Border Question

ORMAL challenge by China of India’s firm stand that
the McMahon Line constituted the boundary between
Iudia and China was contained in a letter from the

Chinese Premier, Mr. Chou En Lai, in reply to a com-
munication from Prime Minister Neliru early this year.

While repudiating  in
effect his earlier verbal
assurance to DMMr. Nehru

that 'China proposed o re-
cognise the McMahon Line,
Mr. Chou En Lai suggest-
ed maintenance of the status
"quo till the entire India-
China border was formally
delimited after proper sur-
veys.

i The text of the letters
exchanged . between DMMr,
Nehru and Mr, Chou En
Lai was published in a
\White Paper which
presented by Prime Minis-
ter Nehru to the Indian
Parliament on September 7.

Notes Exchanged

The 122 page White
Paper alsv contains notes
and memoranda exchanged

- and agreements signed be-
tween India and China dur-
ing the last five years from
1954 t0 1959,

It comprises,among other
things, notes exchanged on
the border disputes and on
the vexed cuestion of the
Chinese maps indicating

large portions of Indian’

territory as belonging to
China and statemenats by
the Indian and Chinese
diplomatic representatives
on the Tibetan uprising;
the position of Indian na-

tionals in Tibet and seizure
by the Chinese of arms,
ponies and other equipment
belonging to the Bhutanese
in eight border villages.

The question of rectifica-
tion of Chincse maps was
raised formally by Prime
Minister Nehru in his letter
to Chou En Lai on Decem-
ber 14, last.

Mr. Chou En Lai in his
reply on January 23. 1959
contended that the Alc-
Mahon Line was “a pro-
duct of the British policy
of aggression on Tibet,”
and had never been
cognised by the Central
Chinese Government- al-
though the representatives
of the local authorities of
the Tibetan region of China
had signed it,

Nehru Surprised

Expressing surprise at
the Chinese Premier's con-
tention in this regard, Mr,
Nehru recalled his discus-
sions with him during hs
visit to India and said;
“You (Mr. Chou En Laj)
told me that you had ac-
cepted this McDMahon” Line
border with Burma and
whatever might have hap.
pened long ago, in view of
the friendly relations which
existed between China and

India you proposed to re-
cognise this border (Mc-
Mahon Line) with India
also.”

Mr. Nehru also gave
quotation from minutes of
the meeting, The Prime
Minister said that the tra-
ditional frontier had follow.
ed the geographical prin-
ciples which had sanction
of specific international
agreements including the
Anglo-Chinese Convention
of 1890 concerning Sikkim
and the Treaty of 1842 be-
tween Kashmir and the
Emperor of China ‘relating
to Ladakh. .

No reply has been re-
ceived from the Chinese
Premier to this letter by
Mr. Nehru.

The White Paper in-
clyded India's latest note
on Chinese incursions in
NEFA (August 28) sent
two days after the Chinese
occupation of the Indian
outpost of Longju. The
note characterised this in-
trusion as ‘deliberate ag-
gression” by the Chinese
and urged the Chinesc
Government 1o order im-
mediate  withdrawal of
Chinese troops from Longju,

Urging the adoption of a
“peaceful approach” to re-
solve any dispute about any
point on the International
frontier between India and
China, the Indian note said
that the Government of In.

dia bad observed discreet
reticence  hitherto about
these incidents  although
there was a great deal of
concern among the Indian
public and the Parliament
about the security arrange-
ments on India's Northern
frontier. Instructions had
been issued to all fruntier
forces 1o maintain complete
territorial integrity and to
use force on trespussers, if

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N.I.C. And Indian Franchise

AKING its cue from a suggestion made recently
T by the Mayar of Durban, Mr. W, E. Shaw, the
Natal Indian Congress formally requested the
"United Municipal Association to consider proposals for
the restoration of the municipal franchise to Indians in
Natal. This franchise, as is well known, was withdrawn
from Nata: Indians in 1924 by what were essentially the
political predecessors of the United Party of Mr. Douglas
alitchell.  The withdrawal was not done directly, but
obliquely; the formula being that those who did not enjoy
the parliamentary franchise should not bave the right to
vote in local authority elections. ¢

The details however are not today of much importance.
\What matters is the fact that a whole generation has
grown up since this taking away of voting rights. A
generatian which, for all intents and purposes, has never
had this right

Now the granting of civic rights to non-Europeans is
one of the burning issues of the moment. And it the
very absence of these rights and all 1that goes with such
rights, which is probably at the root of the recent spate
of burnings and other acts of defiance of White authority
that hove occurred in recent week,  °

As . constituent of the Congress Alliance and as one
of the organisations responsible for the Freedom Charter
the Natal Indian Congress has publicly committed itself,
and rightly as we have had occasion to say before, to
worl: for the establishment of a state of affairs in South
Aftica in which no man shall be discriminated against on
the grounds of colour. \We may—and do—have reserva.
tions, scerious reservations, in regard to the socialistic
clauses of the reedom Charter, but the Congresses have,
wide support in their attempts to bring about a colout-
Jree society. ;

Since that is so, how can the Natal Indian Congress
reconcile us claims with its plea for certain rights for
Indians only to the evident exclusion of Africans? How
cau this organisation reconcile, short of abstruse dialee-
tical arguiaents in an endeavour to rationalise a sugrges-
tion fraught with the dangers of perpetuating racialism,
its request to the UM A, with the provisions of the Free-
dom Charter? It may be fargued that the N.IC.
has not committed itsell by addressing a request to the
Muomcipal Association.  \While that might wel! be, it is
however true that prominent former officials of the N,1.C.
have been eahorting Indian avdiences in Durban in the
past few weeli to support Mayor Shaw's suggestioll.
These former officials, it must be noted, are not officially
at the head of NLLC. affairs only because of the stupidi-
ties of Mr. Swart.

Citing of factories on
tbe fringes of reserves and Influx
Control are designed to hasten
the establishment of Bantustans
Now Bantu Education Authorities
have indicated a somewhat fright-
ening prospect for secondary
education for Africans ,in Urban
areas The Secretary for Bantu
Education has annoudced that it
would set up machinery wherehy
Africans will get Stapdard IX
aod Standard X education in
schoopls already situated in rural
areas oc io schools which will
soon be built there, The reasons
forwarded by the Department
concerned for this proposed
change are:

(3) The Senior-School African
child in the Urban Area is 3 mis-
fit in the an urban area and does
not have to do enough homework.

(b) Thete are not enough faci-
litses for such a student in urban
areas—presumably playing fields
and hbraries, ete.

(c) The African student must
attend an iostitution which is
dituated in an environment which
he is poing to serve.

Now taking these point by
point one sees the cmptiness of
arguments (a) & (b), that is, it is
oo fault of the African urban
student that there are no good
facilitics.

quite ridiculous. For all I care
a man can be educated in Gollel
or Kuruman, What is important
_is the syllabus you prescribe for
him and the general education he
receives for a democratic life, It
transpires that the Baotu Educa-
tion Department wishes to cut off
the African Youth in hiz moat
curious and formative years from
the general stream of events and
progressive thought that abtain
in urban areas.

Apart from the principles in-
valved the proposed cbanges,  if
ef{ccud, and surely they would
be,. would entail hardships for
parents and students alike. We
would ot go into the details of
this but e do urge parents ta
give this matter the serious atten-
tion it deserves.

HMachine been more“seriously considered than at the present day. The
achievements of Scrence in the field of industry and agriculture have
been great; yet it has brought along its inevitable sequel—the dis-
placement of labour of unemployment

HEN Science began to de
velop at the beginning of
the seventeenth centuey its pure
- pose was largely the conquestof
_Nature, This resulted from a
new-born interest in the world in
which we live. When the Royal
Society was founded in 1663, its
charter enjoined it ta pursue
knowledge “for use or discovery.”
Then there arose the division and
jometimes antagonism between
Ibost who gain the knowledge,
sceking only to learn and know,
and those who regard knowledge
as sometbing to be used for the
supplyiog of same human need.
This division of intellectual
sctivity has been extra-ordinarily
fruitful.

The achievements of Science
in industry have been great, ‘:md
the saving of human labour has
been vastly greater. Alreacfy in
the United States one man pro-
duces so much *‘goods’ that the
full time of two men is needed to
sell them.

Mankind is now in possession
of a new appliance, .a  new
Machine, that ceasily achieves
things impossible 1o our fathers,

The Machine  profoundly
affects the iodividual, It calls
for specialists who understaad
some little partof it and ta whom
that little part will become the
supreme interest of tkeir lives.
And the specialist must begin
early. Even at school, Be must
soon drop all irrelevant subjects,
po matter how much they might
enrich bis Life. He goes through
a specialized training at 2 college
or university, and emerges at the
end more or less efficient in ome
line but woefully ignorant in
most others, lacking a  backe
pround of culture or cven of
general interest, unless be bad
the supreme gocd fortupe to
find a2 rezcher who impetled him
to getit, Thus is preduced the
increasing army of trained men
spending their lives in 2 narrow
groove, seeing oothing outside
jt—men who can discourse
leacnedly on the laws of physical
optics, and y:t miss the radiance
of the sucset and the glory of the
morping sky.

Apother effect of the Machipe
is more stnking and  very dis-
concerting 1o the ninetecuth
ceatury men saw visions, beauti-
fully put into words by William
Morris, of a gradually decreasing
working day for all, with more

and more leisure for aesthetic
and inteilectual pursuits. Instead,
a few are over-themselves un-
wanted. They fall out of the
group of producers and, there-
fare, lose the power to be put
chasers.

The machine has thus raised
two serious and somewhat un-
expected problems: the tendency
to moral and intellectual sterility
and the cffect on our sacial
structure of an increasing num-
ber of people no longer wanted

-in industry. ‘The latter problem

obvious and iz
the moment most

is the more
attracting at
attention._

The Machine, which kas solved
for us the ape.long problem of
subduing the earth, has raised
this singularly difficult problem.
What are going to do with i1 ?

If we only know! If only
some great leader could give us a
planl How delightful it would be
to try out our new Machine, to
build the New City with all
modetn appliances!

‘To thisfundamental questicn,
what is our goal as a community?
Science can give no answer; it
will only give us a better Machine
and so make an apswer more
urgently needed. Politics cer
tainly cannat answer, the ques.
tion is too deep to be settled by
improvisation. Something much
more fundamental is needed: a
clear perception, and, if we can
geeir, a clear siatement, of the
relations of communities of men
to each other and to the Universe.
It is something differeat from a
statement of the relations of the
individuzl to himself and his
Creator: something more than a
setting forth of ap ideal for a
personal life It is clearly a task
in which the lead should be set
either by philosophers or by
religious thinkers, who by the
nature of their studies are ace
customed to look beyond the
accidental and transient in search
of the essential and the perma-

followed Fraoce's decision to ignore African protests ngainst
carrying out nuclear bomb tests in tble Sabara;

The vehement political overa
tones of the anti-French cem.
paign are being sharpened by
fears, amounting almost to
bysteriz which are being pro-
duced io the miods of Africans
about the possible dangers.

These fears are strengthened
by the publication in  West
Africen papers of pictures of
Japanese casualties after the
Hiroshima explosion:

The Federation of Nigerian
“Women’s Organisation  has
cabled the Queen calling on
“our mother to protect the
lives of Nigerian sons and
daughters by appealiag to the
French Govetnmept."

Solid Backing

The Christian Council of
Nigeria, in a protest to the
World Council of Churches,
cites the daoger of atomic
particles beipg carried by
Nigerir's prevailing northerly
winds,

A Natiooal Council of Protest
has been st up in Nigeria,

and similar bodies are being
created in Ghana and Sierra
Leone,

First launched by African
pationalist leaders in West
Africa, the camprign now
has solid bacRing throughout
Ghane, Nigeria, Sierra Leone,
Guines and ths Cameroons, as
well as in some parts of the
French African territories.

Prominently identified with
these protests are political
leaders renowned for their con-
servatism and for their reluc-
tance to become involved in
anti-French propaganda.

Typical of these leaders is the
Prime Minister of Northern
Nigerina, the Sarduana of Sobeto,
who interrupted his holiday in
Europe to convey his personal
protest to the French Foreign
Office in Paris.

second team of Soviet experts to

cotne to India to help in the oil
exploration, It was mainly on
the basis of recommendations
made by the drst Soviet team that
a 300-million rupee plan was
prepared by the Government of
India in the field of oil oxplora-
tion. Soviet oil technicians are
employed along with Indian eil
technicians to explere for oil in
several regione.

Nyasaland
