REFORM of the tradi-
tional system of land
tenure was urgently
needed for the home-
lands to reach their de-
velopment potential, the
Chairman of the Presi-
ey dent’'s Council, Dr Piet
Koornhof, sald yester-
day.

Opening an interna-
tional symposium on
agricultural engineering
in Pretoria, Dr Koornhof
said agriculturpl pro-
duction in the] home-
lands was ‘“well below
optimum potential” be-
cause of dependence on
subsistence production.

“Market-oriented re-
organization of agricul-
ture in the black states,
ineluding a.possible s¥s:,
tem of collective farming
similar to the Kkibbutz
system in Israel, could
contribute significantly
to production of food
supplies and to further-
ing the economic devel-
opment of these territor-
ies.”

The traditional system
of land tenure had to be
replaced.

“There can be no fur-
ther place for free allo-
cated land which pre-
cludes the acquisition of
land by entrepreneurs

t with the skills, resoive
and resources to make it
productive.
“At the same time the
' poor and destitute who
have tangible and intan-
gible interests in the
land will inevitably
benefit from increased
prosperity,” he said.’

It was significant that,
freehold had not yet
been effectively applied
to traditional tribal
land, but in Southern
Africa successfiill com-
mercial farms had come
into being on newly ac-
quired non-tribal land.

“I.and tenure reform
must go hand in hand
with the development of
‘an adequate infrastruc-
ture, institutional sup-
port and the availability
of effectively adminis-
tered finance,” he said.

President’s Council, when he opened an
international symposium on agrieul-
tural engineering iu Pretoria yesterday.

Koornhof said .inall business could
play a vital role in creating jobs for the
growing urban black population, and the
time had come for a similar job-generat-
ing strategy for the self-governing
states.

This should be done against a back-
ground of reform of the system of land
tenure — a burning issue that should be
resolved as soon as possible.

“No matter the option adopted —
freehold title, leasehold or some com-
promise — land must become negotiable
and land must have an economic market
valge,” he said.

There could be no further place for

e
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free-allocated land which préchided the
acquisition of land by entrepreneurs.

Land tenure would also have to com-
plement development of an adequate in-
fra structure, institutional support and
the availability of effectively-adminis-
tered finance.

Koornhof said more than 65% of eco-
nomically-active residents in the four
independent and six national states were
engaged in agriculture.

Full exploitation and development of
agricutural resources in the areas was [
one of the aims of the socio-economic
development programme which, Koorn-
hof said, was the most ambitious pro-
gramme of its kind in Africa.

In terms of taxpayers’ contribution, it
was per capita the world's largest
foreign aid programme.

The programme presupposed a gradu-
al shift from subsistence farming to a
market economy, which would promote
economic viability and progress, he said.
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THE government has

scrapped a number of
ﬂiscriminatury regula-
tions restrieting the
ownership of property
by black people in the
non-independent home-
lands — and pPaved the
way for building soci-
€ties {0 move into fi-
Nancing home owner-
ship in these areas.

Abolition of the re-
strictions was an-
niounced at the weekend
by the Minister of Edu-
cation and Development
Aid, Dr Gerrit Viljoen.

The move could result
in the societies actively
financing schemes ip
those residential areas
In Durban and Maritz-
burg which fall under
the jurisdiction of the
KwaZulu government, as
well as in the Northern
Transvaal.

Dr Viljoen said the
Eovernment had ap-
pProved “further mea-
Sures to promote and fa-
cilitate the involvement
of the private sector in
the financing of housing
for black people in the
self-governing states and
on South African Deve]-
opment Trust land”,

BLACK residents of “homeland
townships” may no longer be thrown
into jail or evicted for not paying rent,
according to a notice in the latest
‘Government Gazette.

The centre's director, Ch¥#ig
Nicholson, said the effect of the
previous regulations had been t6 fhake
‘ctiminals of people who could not
afford to pay rent. Whites who did not
pay their rent were not evicted but
were taken to the civil court. They
were also treated in terms of the South
African legal principle that debtors |
are not jailed. - '

Regulation 48, which has now been
changed, was in fact a way of
discriminating against black people by
both &victing and jailing them over
debt problems, he said.

PARLIAMENT — South African
economic aid to neighbouring
states was yielding rich returns
'In peace, prosperity and good-
will, the Deputy Minister of For-!
eign Affairs, Mr Ron Miller, told
Parliament.

And he said every cent was
“turned over three .times” be-
fore it was invested in project
aid to boost the economies of
neighbouring states.

Mr Miller was responding to a
barrage of bitter attacks from
the right-wing parties in the
House of Assembly on Govern-
ment moves to aid black states.

The attacks dominated yes-
terday’s second-reading debate
on the Economic Co-operation
Promotion Loan Fund Amend-
ment Bill.

The Bill provides for the
streamlining of administrative
procedures to authorise agree-
ments for South African project
aid to other states.

The proposed legislation was
opposed by the Conservative
Party (CP) and the Herstigte

Nasionale Party (HNP).
SUPPORT
The Progressive Federal

Party and the New Republic
Party voted on the side of the
Government in support of the
‘Bill during a division.

The right-wing parties ac-
cused the Government of dish-

states at a time when the South
African economy was in dire
straits.

The Government was also ac-
cused of side-stepping the prin-
ciple of collective Cabinet re-
sponsibility by giving the Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs and the
Minister of Finance powers to
authorise project aid to black
states.

‘Mr Tom Langley (CP, Sout-
pansberg) said his party had
“problems” with the objectivity
and discretion of those Ministers
— Mr Pik Botha and Mr Barend
du Blessis.

Mr Langley said there were
Indications the Government had
the same mentality as other
Western governments which had
pumped millions of pounds, dol-
lars and francs into black states,
only to find the money was
wasted.

A CP member interjected:
“Into the throats of the croco-
diles.”

Mr Langley said the reason
for that failure was that the
governments which had dished
out the money had been “too
eager to please, to buy favours,
and to buy votes in the United
Nations”. There should be ade-
guate control over money pro
vided for aid to other states.

Mr Louis Stofberg (HNP, Sa-

solburg) said the Bill was aimed
at making it easier to grant

loans to black states.

DEVOURING

The process of granting loans
to “bankrupt states” should,
however, be made more diffi-
cult, especially at a time when
South Africa was in an econom-
ic crisis and when “locusts are
devouring the farmers”.

Miller gave an assurance that
the Government went to “con-

The system followed for as-
sessing projects was similar to
that used by the World Bank,

Thorough feasibility studies
were made and proposed
projects went through six stages
of close scrutiny before project
ald was approved.

Mr Miller rejecied opposition
allegations that such aid was to
be given from a secret fund. The
aid was given from a lean,fund
which was subject to auditing by
the Auditor-General on the
same basis as other State-funds.

What South Africa did_by pro-
viding project aid was to help
the country’s .neighbours in
southern Africa with their econ-
omies. And that could only be in
South Africa’s own interest.

Mr Miller cited Malawi as an
example of a country with
whom South Africa had estab-
lished “extremely good ties”:

| Government has hit on a new plan for consoli-
dating those tricky “black spots” located
outside bantustan boundarics without having
to run the gauntlet of removals.

In terms of a new Bill, it is now aiming to
give all homeland governments the authority
over such communities without having to

move them physically. For those which have
resisted relocation to a homeland, this
| amounts to a case of taking Muhammed to
the Mountain.

The Laws on Development Aid Amend-
ment Bill, introduced this session, empowers
any independent or self-governing national
state, with Pretoria’s agreement, ““to exercise
or perform the administrative control™ in
any area designated for black ownership in
terms of the 1913 and 1936 Land Acts.

I This will affect not only “black spot™ com-
munities, but also people living on Trust land
townships, such as Soshanguve near Pretoria
and Bkangala near Bronkhorstspruit. In
terms of the Bill, all that is required to
transfer the administration of an area to a
homeland is a proclamation by the State
President in the Government Gazetie.

The new powers are embodied in clauses 8
and 9 of the Bill which is currently being
investigated by a standing committee in Par-
liament.

“As it stands, the Bill does not provide for
prior consultation with the affected com-
munity, nor is the formal agreement of the
three Houses (of Parliament) required to
validate the proclamation,” says PFP MP
Helen Suzman, who is on the standing com-
mittee.

If the Bill becomes law, it will reverse a
Supreme Court order obtained by the east-
ern Cape community of Mgwali last year
which established that SA had no right to
transfer the government of its citizens to a
“foreign country.”

Mgwali was once part of the Ciskei, but
was not included in the Ciskei when the final
boundaries were drawn. In terms of the 1978

Black Laws Amendment Act, SA and the |

Ciskei entered into an agreement whereby
Ciskei administered Mgwali.

The effect of the Supreme Court judg-
ment was that SA could not hand over the
administration of any of its territory to a
“foreign country.” The limits of the law were
that only territories previously part of a
homeland could be handed over to non-inde-
pendent states.

The Laws on Development Aid Amend-
ment Bill now seeks to overcome this limita-
tion by enabling both independent and self-
governing states to assume jurisdiction over
certain communities not located in their
boundaries. The Bill will affect not only
areas which were previously part of a home-
land, but all black spots and Trust land.

It is not clear yet how many people could
be affected by the Bill. Clearly, however, it
could be immediately applied in cases hike
Mathopestad, a “black spot” in the western
Transvaa! which has resisted removal to Bo-

e ————r

phuthatsana. After the Mgwali decision, SA i\
had to stop the administration of Matho-
pestad schools by Bophuthatswana. When
enacted, the new Bill will allow for Bophu-
thatswana to administer the community
after all.

Government has backed down on its contro-
versial proposals aimed at countering the
resistance of scores of black communities to
being placed under the jurisdiction of ban-
tustan administrations (Current Affairs
March 14).

The Laws on Development Aid Amend-
ment Bill was re-published in Cape Town
this week., Struck from it were the key
clauses, cight and nine, which were strongly
resisted by opposition partics when the mea-
sures were discussed by the Standing Com-
mittee on Education and Development Aid.

In terms of the original Bill, communities
living in areas designated as “black spots” or
on Trust land could be unilaterally placed
under the administrations of self-governing
or independent homelands merely by a proc-
lamation by the State President in the Gov-
ernment Gazeite.

This could have meant that black com-
munities resisting removal would be left
where they were, but effectively placed un-
der the jurisdiction of the homeland to which
government wanted them to move.

It 1s clear that the original Bill would not
have been approved by the Standing Com-
mittee, mainly because of resistance by
coloured and Indian MPs who had the power
to block the measure. Although the Progres-
sive Federal Party’s Helen Suzman also op-
posed the measures, National Party domi-
nance of the white grouping orn the
committee would not have allowed her disap-
proval to stop the Bill.

Yet bulldozing it into law (perhaps via the
President’s Council) 1n the face of massive
resistance woutld have made a mockery of

government’s claim to have ended forced
