The blacks who were
1n the majority had been
excluded because they
were a threat in South
Africa, Mr Mazwana
sald

He made an example
of black countries which
were being ruled by
their fellowmen, like
Zambla, Malawi and
Zimbabwe and others
to show how “the true
leaders of so1l” could
prove themselves cap-
able Mr Mazwana said

the white rulmg class 1n

South Africa had ex-
cluded blacks from the
President’s Council to
protect the riches of this
country He said after
the formation of the
President’s Council, Pa-
ramount Chief Matan-
zima and Chief Buthe-
lez1 decided that they
should come together

In order to fight for the
rights of the black peo-
ple 1n the urban areas
and other places, inde-
pendent homelands,
national states and inde-
pendent countries
should come together
and fight the “disease”

He said the South Afn-
can Prime Minister, Mr
P W Botha and Mr Ian
Smith the Prime Minis-
ter of Rhodesia, had
worked hand in hand 1n
oppressing the hlack
people

“Our leaders, includ-
ing Sebe could not come
to rescue you by violent
means'’, Mr Mazwana
said |

Mr Mazwana also said
the Transkeir Govern-
ment had decided to en-
courage the establish-
ment of small industries
through the Transkei In-
dustrial Development
Orgdnisatian (TRAN-
SIDO)

Mr Mazwana told the
gathering that a home-
land was a mother coun-
try and that was where
Independent states
came from ‘‘But to listen
to militant youths who
wore T-shirts — that was
nonsense,” he said

He said Transker au-

A NEW mmtiative aimed at
providing houses for mmd-
dle-income coloured and
black workers has been
launched i Port Elizabeth

The project has been
launched under the banner
of a non-profit organmsa-
tion, Urban Villages Utility
Company, and under the di-
rection of Mr Derrick
Cleary, formerly Port Eliz-
abeth’s Director of Hous-
Ing

Addressing a group of n-
dustrialists at a meeting
this week 1n the Midland
Chamber of Industries
(MCI) offices, Mr Mike
Zemmin, chairman of the
MCI sub-committee on
housing and soclal services,
said the latest venture de-
served a sympathetic hear-
ing from Port Elizabeth
employers who were con-
cerned ahout their employ-
ees’ quality of life

“Our job as a sub-com-
mittee 18 to investigate po-
tential housing schemes
that we believe will benefit
both employers and em-
ployees,” said Mr Zemmin

“I believe Urban. Villages
1s one such orgamsation

which provides the neces-
sary machinery — which
can handle the administra-
tion and legwork necessary
to establish just such a con-
sohdated effort to provide
housing

Urban Villages chairman
Mr Pat Watson, a former
chief executive of the SA
Permanent Building Soct-
ety, said the concept of a
housing ufility company

“enjoyed the blessing of

government at all levels”

““And this has been
backed up with action —
our company has already
received prompt support
by way of seed capital Fur-
thermore we enjoy exemp-
tion on paying tax, we don’t
pay shareholders or direc-
tors’ fees, and we can
plough back surpluses 1nto
the ‘company "

Mr Watson said the ven-
ture did not represent
“creeping socialism” as
had been averred by some
critics “Housing utility
companies can stand on
their own feet, and besides
there remains plenty of
room for private-sector
operators”

Among the directors of
Urban Villages are Mr Rod
Philip, Mr Stan Anderson,
Mr R McKiever, Mr Colin
Rushmere, Mr James
Kieynhans, Mr Les Swift,
and Mr Derrick Cleary

Commenting after a shde
presentation of the aims
and objectives of the newly-
formed company, Mr
Cleary said 1t must be ac-
cepted that South Africa’s
record with the provision of
housing 1n comparison with
other countries was “la-
mentably poor”

However, despite the ex-
tent of the problem — one
which could only be solved
at a cost of some R4 000
million per year {or 6% of
gross domestic product)) —

“We believe our com-
pany may be able to offer
an efficient co-ordinating

companies .

Mr Cleary said this con-
tribution would depend on
individual requirements of

ZENZELE 1s the name of the game when 1t comes

to low-cost, low-technology housing — the word means
“do 1t yourself”

The system has been introduced 1n Grahamstown by
the East Cape Admunistration Board.

It involves an adaptation of the traditional wattle-
and-daub home-bmlding approach customarily used
by the Xhosa people, says the housing research infor-
mation service of the NBRIL

“Prospective homeowners buld their own homes
starting with treated gumpoles 1n an upright po-
sttion one metre apart, with a proper roof structure

“The external walls are formed by filling the space®
between pressed steel netting strung on either side of
the poles with a muxture of rammed earth and clay
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— natural materials available locally.

“The walls are fimished with a sand-cement plas-
ter,” a spokesman said

Internal walling arangements are flexible and allow

for the preference and needs of the individual famihes
for space and function

The houses already built are comparatively cheap,
appear durable and are aesthetically acceptable.

“Costs range between R1600 and R3 000 for a four-
roomed to a seven-roomed umt, each with either ce-
ment or stamped earth floors and an outside toilet

“Strong preference has been shown for stamped
earth floors as cement or concrete ones are claimed to
be too cold for winter ”

The basic and most important feature of this meth-
od of homebulding 1s that each dwelling 1s an essen-
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t1al part of a project promoting buildings constructed
for occupation by the people themselves

If they are unable to build with their own la-
bour, homebuilders can hire, help or get their friends
and neighbours to assist '

“Homes can be built on a communal basis with
famihes banding together to construct houses for
each member of the group ”

The East Cape Board is sticking to the philoso-
phy that a family should be able to choose the type
and site of the home required and assists them with
erght different house plans offering a diversity of op-
tions of size, design and appearance

“But the Board 1s also prepared to allow self-
builders to construct homes of their own design Such
plans are subject to comphance with the minimum

——
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homes projects

standards and requirements for the scheme ”

Techmeal supervision and general control 1s provid-
ed by the Board which does the setting out and mark-
ing of the position of the houses -

The roof structure of the houses was originally
undertaken by the Board, but because skills gradu-
ally developed within the commumty this 1s now

done quite satisfactorily by the homebuilders them-
selves

The process of learning the skills has-resulted m
a free enterprise system in which small busmesses
are being established to carry out the work required

The success of the scheme has induced the Board to
consider promoting the Zenzele-type house ‘within the
large and older established black townships of Port

GOVERNMENT ac-
ceptance of the princi-
ple of home-ownership

by deciding to sell
000 000 State-owned
houses was today wel-
comed by the Opposi-
tion and other bodies,
but>it warned that
moré ,new houses
would- have to be
provided.

The Government’s
rmudnight announcement
of the scheme, which
starts at the beginning of
July, described 1t as
“unique 1n our hstory
of promoting home-
ownership”

Mr Colin Eghn, MP,
the Progressive Federal
Party’s chief spokesman
on housing, said his party
had been advocating the
home-ownership princi-
ple for years

While much of the de-
tail still had to be
worked out there could
be no doubt that the pro-
posed sales would give fo
hundreds of thousands of
city dwellers a greater
sense of security than
they had had before

Monitored

But Mr Eglin had some
words of warning “The
on-going demand for
houses on a renting basis

will vary considerably
from area to area

“This varying demand
will have to be moni-
tored very carefully to
ensure that the supply of
letting accommeodation
does not fall below the
demand If the finance
cost of purchasing a
house turns out to be sig-
mficantly higher than the
cost of rentals the
scheme will collapse,
both for economic rea-
sons and hecause of re-
sistance from residents

“The home-ownership
scheme hinges on the
recognition of the perma-
nence of urban blacks
Laws relatmg to this is-
sue have not yvet been
sorted out This becomes
an urgent priority which
the Government must
tackle without delay.

. “While the ptroposals
will bring home-owner-

ship within the reach of -

many more people it will

' not 1n itself increase the

number of homes The
scheme must go hand in
hand with a crash pro-

ko

gramme for building new
and more houses

“Unless the Govern-
ment does this a tremen-
dous tension will develop
between the new class of
home-owners and the
hundreds of thousands of
homeless

According to a report
by a Staff Reporter, the
scheme was enthusiati-
cally welcomed today by
Mr David Curry, presi-
dent of the Associafion of
E&anagement Commit-
ees,

Campaign

Community associ-
ations and Assocom have
in the past few years
campaigned for homes to
be sold, but subject to
certain conditions

These are that the
homes should first be re-
paired by the councils
before they are sold, that
they should be sold at
prices people could ai-
ford and that the cost
should be relative to how
long people have stayed
1n them

Mr Curry said today
that the association had
during the past five
years repeatedly made
this request of Govern-
ment .. “because it s
really amazing what
home-ownership can do
for commmunities”

Upgrading
In Stellenbosch and
Port Elizabeth where
homes had been sold to
tenants, homes were up-
graded, 1n some cases al-
most beyond recognition

His association had al-
ways believed that sell-
1ng the homes would cre-
ate greater stability in
township communities

throughout the country.

The chairman of the
Cape Town City Council
Housing Committee, Mrs
Eulahe Stott, called the
decision the “‘death

knell” to low rental
housing

“This is the most
short-sighted policy to
adopt 1n a country which
has a large number of
people with low incomes
and little prospect of 1m-
proving themr incomes m
the near future,” Mrs
Stott saud,

“There 18 no intention
of providing sufficient
money to provide hous-
ing for the tens of thou-
sands 1n need. So those
lucky enough to have a
home will be getting 1t at
give-away prices while

!
the countless thousands
who need a home will
have either to build their
own or go without since
the old stock low-cost
housing will no longer be
available to them

Once sold

“With the shortage of
housing and inflation,
anyone 1n the low-income

‘areas knows only too

well that once they sell
their home 1t 1s no Jonger
possible for anyone with
an mcome of under R650
a month to be able to af-
ford to buy it agamn”

Mrs Stott emphasised
that she favoured home-

ownership, and that the !

council was proud to
have provided the option
of either ownership or
rental.

The executive director
of the Urban Foundation,
Mr H J Steyn, said the
decision “is one of the
most dynamic and posi-
tive steps in recent
years” towards black
home-ownership, stabil-
sation of communities
and recognition of the
permanence of many
previously regarded as
temporary sojourners

“The most significant
aspect of the Govern-
ment’s decision 1s the op-
porfumty it affords for
self-reliance, self-suffi-
ciency, freedom of choice
and the recognition of
the dignmity of the mdivid-
ual through the pride of
ownership, humble as it

may well be,” Mr Steyn
said.

Shortiall

Mr Steyn said the most
significant problem high-
lighted by the scheme
was the existing shortfall
In housing, coupled with
the relative mability of a
large proportion of the
population to afford con-
ventional housing

Another problem was
the effect of the proposed
rent increases on those
unable to afford to buy |
their homes

Mr Windsor Skweylya,
a member of the Urban
Foundation and chair-
man of the Uluntu Utility
Company, which 1s work-
ing toward greater
home-ownership 1n Cape
Town’s black fownships,
said he was “very disap-
pointed” that the Western'
Cape had been excluded.

1ng for African people 1n
the Western Cape was a
“major cause of instabil-
lt}’”

Giving evidence to the
economic affairs commit-
tee of the President’s
Council, he called for the
99-year leasehold housing
policy for urban blacks to
be extended to the West-
ern Cape

‘Discriminatory’

However, the 99-year
leasehold system was In
itself a ‘“‘diseriminatory
mechamism” and should
only be seen as “an inter-
mediate step towards
freehold title access for
all Africans” on a
national scale

He said there were
thousands of ‘“legal” ur-
ban’Africans permanently
settled 1n the Cape, and
thus there was no legiti-
mate reason for their ex-
clusion from the new
national housing policy
announced i1n Parliament
last week.

The economic affairs
énmmlttee 15 currently 1n-
vestigating measures
which 1mhibit the effec-
tive functioning of a free-
market system 1n South
Africa

Mr Steyn said the
coloured labour prefer-
ence system applied
the Western Cape could
be seen to be a direct
cause of instability,

The formal proclama-
tion of the Western Cape
as a ‘“‘coloured labour
preference area” i 1962,
meant there was far
stricter control over em-
ployment of Africans in

the Cape than elsewhere
1 South Africa

An analysis of the mea-
sures showed that the
main aim of the policy
was to restrict the entry
of African labour to the
Western Cape so prefer-
