10 years only one case, involving a child,
has been reported Yet a study by Yasmin
von Schirnding of UCT’s Department of En-
vironmental Studies shows that a sigmfi-
cant number of children living near Cape
Town’s city centre have lead levels in their
blood above international safety Limits

Von Schirnding behieves that high atmo-
spheric lead levels may be a sigmficant
factor, particularly as most of the children
with dangerously high lead concentrations
attend schools on busy roads with high traf-
fic densities

Minister of Mineral and Energy Afiairs
P T du Plessis has promised action if 1t 1s
proved that the high lead levels are related
to the lead content of petrol

The study was prompted by earlier data
showing that Cape Town has the ghest at-
mospheric lead levels in the country —
comparable to those in the largest urban
industrial complexes m the world

Von Schirnding says “At one Woodstock
school alone we found that 17% of pupils
had blood lead levels above the US safety
limut of 28 micrograms a decilitre In addi-

tion, there 15 evidence that this lead accu-
mulation 1s affecting their behaviour and
that they could be suffering from
behavioural and metabolic problems

The.e 1s considerable debate as to the
health effects of relatively low level lead
exposure and whether 1t causes intellectual
impairment However, says Von Schirnding
“there 1s no doubt as to the health hazards
of lead exposure at high levels ™

She says that “young children are par-
ticularly vulnerable to lead poisoning
which could result 1n 1rreversible brain
damage One of the other effects 15 a shght
lowering of the 1Q which could have pro-
found effects on the commumnity in later
years "

The study suggests there should be legis-
lation Iimiting the amount of lead in petrol
“The 1deal situation would be to remove all
lead from petrol, but in the absence of this.
to remove it 1n stages from the present
0,836 g/l to 0,15g/l — which 15 the West
German standard and the standard which
Britain and Australia are aiming at”

She also suggests that “legislation be 1n-
troduced hmifing the lead content of cer-
tain paints, and that schools and creches
should not be sited on roads with heavy
traffic flows or next to garages”

Pr Mackenzie didn't
mince his words ‘“Infec-
tions can be caused at any
ttime within 30 years of
manuring your lawn ™ All
it would take to contract
the disease was to receive
a small wound or graze on
the lawn

He explained that the
germ was not of the “i1nva-
sive” sort. It could enter
the body only through
wounds, even compara-
tively minor cuts or a
puneture caused by a
thorn The majority of
cases followed injuries
foo trivial to warrant
medical attention

Though the incidence of
tetanus 1nfections had de-
creased dramatically in
the past decade, Durban
still had the highest num-
ber of cases 1n South
Africa This was the rea-
son King Edward VIII
Hospital was equipped
with the country's best
tetanus umt

The “horse-dropping 1s-

Meteorites

RARE meteorites discov-
ered 1n Antarctica could
provide clues about life
elsewhere 1n the uni-
verse, according to the
National Science Founda-
tion

Scientists on a project
funded by the foundation
have reported finding 31
meteorifes, 1ncluding
several very rare types
which contained carbon
molecules

Only about a dozen me-
teors containing carbon
have been discovered 50
far Some of them had
molecules of amino acids,
the basic component of
living cells The finds 1n-
dicate that there may be
life elsewhere inn the uni-
verse

The meteorites were
found 1m a mountalnous
area about 500 km from
the South Pole

SCIENTISTS have found
a remarkable breed of
fish 1n a stream deep 1n a
Scottish forest — an acid-
resistant trout which sur-
vives 1n waters harmful to
other fish

The discovery could be
of vital 1mportance 1n
solving problems caused
by acid rain falling over
large areas of Europe and
North America

The acid rain 1s caused
by massive guantities of
sulphur-dioxide released
into the atmosphere by
power stations, factories,
and households burning
coal and o1l The result 1s
a general rise in acidity
levels 1n rivers, lakes, and
streams

Because of this, fresh-
water fish stocks have

been drastically reduced |

In many areas

The effect of acid water
on fish 1s a rapid loss of
body salts and eventual
death Females are often
unable to release thelr
eggs 1 acid conditions

Researchers say the
discovery demonstrates
that fish are capable of
adaptation Lack of reli-
able records of water
quality going back more
than 20 or 30 years pre-
vented accurate assess-
ment of the time scale of
the adaptation, but recent
work suggested 1t would
take many generations to
accomplish 1n the wild

He argues m the peri-
odical Work 1n Progress
that the links be{ween
specific working condi-
tions and mental health
problems require better
understanding 1if treat-
ment is to be improved

The recently-phamulgated
Occupational Safefy Act may result b a

new 1tem being placed on agendas for nego-
t;ations between employers and trade
urons

Unions — especially some in the emerg-
ing groupings — are having a close look at
sections 9 to 12 of the Act, which provide
for the appointment of safety representa-
tives and safety commitiees

In very broad terms, the Act compels an
employer, who employs more than 20 peo-
ple, to appomnt one safety representative
for every 50 employees A safety commt-
tee must be created in companies where
two or more safety representatives have
been appointed Excluded from this provi-
sion are the mimng and farming industries

The Act stipnlates that a safety represen-
tative must conduct monthly workplace
safety inspections The representative must
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Safety ..

be appointed from the ranks of the com-
pany's full-time employees and must be al-
lowed to perform his safety duties during
normal working hours He must report any
threat or potential threat to the safety of
any employee to his employer or the safety
commuttee, 1f one has been created He
may also make reports to a government 1n-
spector about serious accidents at the
workplace, or 1njuries or deaths resulting
from exposure to hazardous working
condifions

Safety committees must hold meetings
at least once every three months and may
co-opt people who have a particular know-
ledge of health matters, as advisory mem-
bers Commiitees can make
recommendations to an employer or an 1n-
spector about safety, and report serious ac-
cidents to an 1nspector

Unions whose members work 1n poten-
tially dangerous environments are natural-
ly taking a great interest in the new Act
because 1t provides for a sigmificant degree
of employee involvement 1n safety Not sur-
prisingly, they would hike their shop ste-
wards t0 become safety representatives
The F°M 1s told by some sources that a few
government men had once toyed with the
concept of elected safety representatives,
but that 1t was eventually decided that the
Act should allow employers to designate
the representatives

However, this does not prevent unions
from attempting to persuade employers to
accept elected representatives And it
seemns likely that some managements may
soon face demands for this

Manpower Director-General Piet van
der Merwe certainly believes that employ-
ers would be wise to consuit employees
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about the appointments He says that such
consultation could make the represenia-
tives more credible and help them to carry
out their duties more effectively .

Workers who contract diseases such as
phcumoconiosis and occupational tubereny-
losis (TB) caused by dust gas and vapours
are compensated 1n terms of the Occupa-
Lional Diseases in Mines and Works Act of
1973 They are entitled to specified lump
sum benefits

The degree of impairment must be as.
sessed before compensation 1s paid Whites
are classified 1n terms of first degree im-
pairment (less than 40%) or second degree
Impairment {more than 40%) Compensa-
tion Commussioner Julws Branckman says
that “blacks are classified differently
Blacks receive R895 for TB and R] 491 for
pheumocon1osts, irrespective of the degree
For a combination of both diseases they re-
celve R1790”

However, whites suffering from first de-
gree compensatory disease other than TR
will receive R17 889 Coloureds recejve
R8 945 and blacks R1 491

According to the CCOD report,

Ing because the onus was on them to claim
