desires. The 1944 Gluckman Commissaion 1nto the National Health Services

(UG 30/44) reported that 47,6% of white schoolboys in the Transvaal were

malnourished and that 31,5% of whaite schoolboys in the Cape and 43,6%

national resources were then devoted to combating not merely the physacal
cffects of malnutrition but the whole complex web ot causes behind 1t.

It wags recognised that such malnutrit:ion was merely one part of the wider
issue of the so-called ‘poor white problem' - and that i1t was necessary to
tackle thais wider problem by creating employment opportunities, by easing
the transition of poor whites from the rural areas into the towns, by
providaing more effective political participation and by generally improv-~
1ing the social circumstances of this communaty 1f one was to eliminate,

as has now been done, malnutrition amongst white schoolchaldren.
Essentially, thus, health was purchased for this group not by buying more

drugs or medical sexvices but by instaituting a coordinated response to

the problem invelving a conscious programme of community development “_,.
which the health services played only one part.

Implicaitly, thus, the
response to malnutrition amongst white schoolchildren involved the

rejection of the 1dea that the health care system should be separated

from other factors known to have an important effect on malnutrition.
